and House o f Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
two-thirds of the members elected to each 
House agreeing thereto. That a t the general 
election next ensuing the passage of this 
resolution, the following amendment to the 
constitution of the State shall he subm itted 
to the people o f tins State, and if  a majority 
of the voters at said election shall approve 
and ratify  such amendment, the same s ta ll 
become ;t part of the e»nstitution, to wit:

Article —. No person who. a t any Time, 
may have beeua collector of taxes, whether 
State, pmish nr municipal, or who may have 
been otherwise in trusted  with public 
m o n e y , shall be eligible to the General As­
sembly or to any office of profit or trust 
under the State government, until he shall 
have obtained a discharge for the am ount 
of such collections and lor all public moneys 
with which he may have been intrusted.

quiries respecting the ease of Susan C. Goii- 
aey, who has attained no small celebrity as 
“ the sleeping beauty,” having been, a s  is 
alleged, some twenty-one years in a state (it 
mconscionsness, with the exception of in­
te rvals of a few minutes daily. She was 
brought to this city last week, and is stay ­
ing, or rather sleeping, a t the house of Mrs. 
Davis, on W alnut street, between Fifth aud 
Sixth. The fact th a t the Medical Society 
Jigs thought it worth while to examine into 
th e  case removes the suspicion oG anything 
like humbug, and it so becomes really a sub­
je c t for a very interesting inquiry.

The committee called about ten o'clock
JL  M. a t the house mentioned, and  soon at 
te r  their arrival the girl awoke to eonseiou— 
ness for a  few minutes, and then fell hack 
in to  iher stftte of insensibility and sleep. 
The physicians found tha t her pulse beat at 
about 108 or 109 per minute, aud her tem­
perature was from 93 to 97. Inquiries were 
m ade as to her diet, her conversations aud 
h e r  past history. After making their ob­
servation* and taking a  few notes, the com­
m ittee retired. Another visit was made at 
three o'clock in the afternoon, and anotlit r 
a t ten in the evening. The ease was suited 
to  be one which had never been paralleled 
In their experience. The report which they 
w ill make nex t Saturday will no doubt be 
interesting. The following particulars were 
ascertained of the girl’s h is to ry :

Susan C. Godsey, the subject of the in­
qu iry ,Is  twenty-nine years of age. and was 
horn  seven miles west of Trenton, Gibson 
eouutv, Tennessee, where her parents kept 
a  small farm. H er family removed to Obion 
county, where she was a sprightly, healthy 
little  girl, aud she went w ith them. After 
th is  she was occasionally taken ill with 
chills and fever, hu t was partially relieved 
by  the  use of quinine. On the first of Au 
gust, 1849, when she was nearly eight years 
of age, she fell into a torpid, insensible, be­
num bed condition, in which, as it is vora­
ciously stated, she has remained during the 
la s t  twenty-one years, varied only by a very 
singular and tuiparalledel series of phenom­
ena , which goes on w ith the accuracy of 
clock work. Every morning precisely at 
th e  first dawning of light, she is found 
awake.

This state of Wakefulness, however, does 
n o t ordinarily la st for more than from four 
to  eight m inutes.. Very la tely  it has been 
ten  miuntes. D uifng its continuance she 
eats, and drinks, and talks. After having 
been awake for tli,e time, stated, the patient 
is  then seized w ith a  kind of convulsion, 
her head moves from one side of the pillow 
to  the other, in w hat is called “ a lateral 
motion.” These motions are very rapid, 
and appear entirely uncontrollable. She 
then  bends forward her head, and a kind ol 
hiccupping is heard in her throat, and she 
finally relapses into her former torpid con­
dition; her eyes are closed, her lips are, 
Jirady compressed, and no motion is visible 
except a constant agitation of the hands, 
which move about perpetually. '1 his pro­
cess is repeated every time she wakes, and 
also a t  intervals when asleep.

Among the curious facts inentiom d iu 
couneetwu with this ease is th a t of tin 
numerical regularity of the symptoms which 
precede the awakening. In  a  few_ minutes 
-after she is seized with the convulsions and 
the lateral motion, as described, she has 
twelve hiccups, then adding one each time 
until she has sixteen. This usually takes 
h a lf  an hour. The order of nu inh tr is then 

-reversed. After having had a convulsion, 
followed by sixteen hiccups, the number is 
g radually  lessened until eleven is reached, 
and  then she awakes. From six to twelve 
in  the morning she wakes once every hour. 
Ill the afternoon, however, she sleeps until 
three o’clock, and then a t sundown. During 
the  n ight she awakes at nine and a t eleven 
o’clock. Tiic next time is threo iu the moru-

the Constitution of the State.

Se c t io n  1. Be it resolved by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That a t the general election next ensuing 
the passage of this resolution, the following 
article shall 1st proposed to  the qualified 
electors of the State as au amendment to 
the constitution of the State, which, when 
approved and ratified hv a majority of the 
voters a t said election, shall become a p a rt 
of the constitution, in the place of the arti- j 
cle numbered ninety-nine.

S e c . 9. Be it further resolved, etc.. That 
said article shall be in words and terms as 
follows, to wit:

No person shall hold any office, or shall 
be perm itted to vote a t any election, or to 
act as a juror, who, in due course of law, 
shall have bet n convicted of treason, per­
jury. forgery, bribery or other crime punish­
ab le  by niipiisounn n t in the 1’euitentiary, 
or who shall he under interdiction.

Sec. 3. B>-it further resolved, etc.. That 
the tickets of all persons voting upon this 
proposed amendment shall have w ritten or 
printed thereon the words, "For the 
am endm ent of the ninety-ninth article ot 
the constitution;” or, "Against the am end­
ment of the ninety-ninth article of the con­
stitution;” and the returning officers shall 
make returns of the votes thereon in the 
same manner as is prescribed by law for ie- 
turns of election, and the Secretary of State 
shall promulgate the n  -ult by publication 
three several times in the official iourna!
