The New York Times says that within 
twenty days, at the commencement of tlio 
war, 151,000 men passed through Berlin. 
The committee which furnished them with 
refreshment as they passed through that 
city served out to them 5100 bottles of wine, 
110,009 large glasses of beer, 2300 bottles of 
seltzer water and three casks per day, 430 
bottles lemonade, 04 bottles of Jamaica rum, 
228,600 cigars, and 20,500 packages of to­
bacco.

When John Saxon, editor of the Canton 
Repository, the oldest paper in Ohio, heard 
of the battle of Sedan and the capture of the 
Emperor, he wrote and published the ac­
count of the event in a column parallel with 
a reprint of the account he wrote and pub­
lished in the same paper of the surrender of 
Napoleon at Waterloo in 1815. He is the 
only editor, probably, in the world who has 
written of the exit of both Napoleons in the 
same paper.

The South Pacific Railroad is now in 
operation two hundred and ninety one 
miles, from St. Louis to Pierce City, and 
connects with the El Paso line of stages to 
Sherman, Texas, making the trip through 
in four days. A wagon road for freight will 
soon be established, also, which will charge 
just enough to pay expenses. This will 
throw much of the trade of Northern Texas 
to St. Louis, unless the Central Railroad 
reduces its tariff of charges, and hurries up 
to prevent it.

THE NORTHERN BLECTI0N8.
The elections in the three great States 

of Ohio, Pennsylvania and Indiana have 
resulted in a slight Republican loss, but 
not so great as we were at first led to fear. 
Tlio Democrats also gained four members 
iu North Carolina. Two leading ques­
tions, only one of which, however, in­
volved a principle, entered into the con­
test and divided the two parties. These 
were a protective tariff and negro suffrage. 
Pennsylvania, although largely a manu­
facturing State, will probably send to the 
Forty-second Congress a delegation 
equally divided on the question of protec­
tion. It now appears that the Ohio 
delegation will stand fourteen Republic­
ans to five Democrats. They will be 
divided nlbre equally on the protection 
question, or ten for and nine against.

Thus the old issues that divided the 
WlAgs and Democrats for many rears are 
about to be revived. The causes of quar­
rel which led to the late war have been en­
tirely ignored, and had no influence in 
the canvass in either of the three large 
States named. But the Republicans lost 
some strength, especially in Indiana and 
Ohio, by adhering to the principles of the 
fifteenth amendment. For, although the 
question had been fairly settled beyond 
the power of either or all of these States 
to revive it, the Democratic politicians in­
sisted upon forcing the Republicans to 
declare whether or not they approved of 
the principle of negro suffrage. The lat­
ter boldly met the issue, indorsed the fif­
teenth amendment as a matter of right and 
justice, and, us a consequence, lost more 
white votes than they gained colored 
voters, lint the party was strong enough 
fortunately, to stand the loss without be­
ing defeated. It is not the first time the 
great Republican party has periled its 
success for what it deemed the right. 
Even in North Carolina, where there are 
more colored voters than in all three of 
the other States, and loss whites than half 
of the smallest, the opposition elected 
five members of Congress, out of seven. 
Here again the Republican candidates 
stood boldly up to a principle at the risk 
of success. Iu all of the States, the 
colored vote was cast for the Republican 
ticket; but it added no strength to the 
party in Pennsylvania, Ohio or In­
diana. It will add none in New 
York or Illinois. But we may hope for 
some compensation in Maryland, Dela­
ware and the States further South. For 
here the parties are divided on issues dif­
ferent to those which entered into the con­
test in the Northwest, where they have 
fought out the war of the rebellion. Their 
worst Copperheads, like Ben Wood and 
Valaudigham, have been sent to the polit­
ical cemeteries, and all the mourners have 
dried their tears. TLe funeral being quite 
over, the people have passed to the con­
sideration of other matters. We are not 
so far advanced here. We continue to at­
tach too much importance to the old ani­
mosities, and to the status of candidates 
during the war. -A revival of this feeling 
has taken place very recently. And so 
long as it remains alive or shows symp­
toms of returning animation, it will 
•meet with determined opposition at 
every tnru. Our friends, the Democrats, 
have not yet imported the latest fushious 
for politics from the North, and are run­
ning exclusively on the old issues. In their 
platform recently adopted there is no 
mention of any new principle. The lead- j 
ing ideas of the Republican party, which ' 
are now incorporated in the constitution 
and laws are reluctantly recognized as 
unassailable, but that is as far as tho 
Southern Democracy have gone, In the 
North, on the contrary, they have given 
up the war against the rights of the 
colored man. Tliat is, they no longer 
strive to keep him down, and merely con­
fine their acts of resentment to voting 
against those Republicans who have been 
prominent in securing the passage of the 
fifteenth amendment, and the taw to en­
force its provisions. But they have re­
turned to the old position they occupied 
against the Whigs, and begun to rail 
against the tariff. Iu order to popularize 
their movement and render the tariff as 
odious as possible, they stigmatize it as 
being protective—that is, designed to fos­
ter peculiar branches of industry, such 
as manufacturing at fhe expense of the 
agricultural interests. Such appeals wore 
very potent to the farmers of Ohio and 
Indiana many years ago, and yet have 
their influence there and in western Penn­
sylvania.

The partial success of the Democracy 
in the North can not, therefore, be hailed 
as an encouragement for the Democracy of 
Louisiana. For to carry out the doctrine 
to its logical consequences it would in­
volve the repeal of the duty on our sugar, 
which the planters of this State 
arc not quite prepared, for. And 
as the polities of the country 
must necessarily hinge on the ques­
tions of tariff and finance for the next two 
or three years, perhaps our Democratic 
friends will do well to pause and consider 
before they throw up their caps at the 
triumph of a party at the North that is 
evidently working for an object antagon­
istic to our material interests. The ques­
tions that once divided the country— 
those arising from the institution of 
slavery—are so firmly settled that they 
are hardly of sufficient practical import­
ance to be put into the platforms. There 
is no probability that tin* work of the past 
ten years will be undone, or that it will 
be seriously attempted to disturb it. The 
Republicans will, of course, jealously 
guard what they have secured, while the 
Democrats will gladly tako up any issue 
that promises to put them into power. 
And they are much too shrewd to hope 
for success by going back to the ideas 
which have caused their downfall.

The next Congress will be Republican 
by a sufficiently decisive majority. There 
will be little to say or do about the recon­
struction question, as that is pretty 
thoroughly disposed of. Other matters 
will claim the attention of the members,

E d it o r  R b i-c iu -ican :

It is just possible to ov-r <lo sympathy. 
And the men who engage in this kind of 
work may not be tbe sineercst mourners. 
Fnnera!-, have been made the occasion of 
much wailing that was not genuine. True 
grief is not ostentatious. It refuses to drag 
its crape in public. It abhors publicity. 
Its swollen eyes and palled check are 
buried in quiet. Weeping in silence and 
waiting in patience is tbe conduct of the 
mother who has lost her darling. Men 
upon whose hearts the bolt of atfiietion lias 
fallen, withdraw into tbe solitude and dark­
ness. because ihey abhor the unsympa­
thetic turmoil of tho world, and pick up 
comfort in their loneliness. Friends who 
come to testify their sense of sympathy, 
tread softly and speak iu whispers. There 
is a touch of the hand and a glance of tbe 
eye that tells more than a set oration.

When General Is o died tho people kent 
time to the sorrow that they felt. The 
bouses were closed. Business was sus­
pended. Tho funeral badge gave token, at 
tho door, of tho grief that was within. A 

gr, at and good man had fallen, lie was 
dear to tho public heart. He had suffered 
in a common cause. Ho had failed in a com­
mon failure. His words had been dear to 
us. His example was a guiding star. His 
sudden taking oft left the people with an un 
expected loss to bear. It was proper that 
those who loved such a man, and who hoped 
so much from him, should testify their be­
reavement. But it was to be done properly. 
Our demonstration”was to be made in sym­
pathy with his life. He had ever refused to 
be vain and ostentatious. He sought no 
pageants. His great mind fell off' from tin- 
weak displays ot the groundlings. And, 
above all. be avoided contention. His life 
was poised too surely and too even­
ly to engage in acrimonious de­
bates. He fled from the noisy flood 
of rhetoric that was ever ready to 
bathe his genius in forensic periods/ His 
mind was too calm for disorder. His hope 
and self-reliance were too grand to bo 
milled by opposing opinions. The column 
which he chiselled was left without defense. 
If it was correctly lined and curved, no 
censure could make it otherwise ; if it was 
faulty and deformed, the marble was 
wasted and the shaft must be left to its 
fate.

Some over-zealous friends, either of Gen­
eral IjCo or of themselves, do not seem to 
have comprehended the quiet side of his 
life. In the first place they do not recollect 
one fact, that no earthly consideration 
could have induced him to attend at or par­
ticipate in any such demonstration as that 
which occurred at the St. Charles Theatre 
on Tuesday night. His first objection 
would have been that it was vanity and 
di.-play. The second would have been that 
it was calculated to awaken that spirit of
riticism which it is proper the South should 

restrain at present. Such meetings and 
orations can not occur without exciting pain­
ful discussions. Questions of fact, and 
theories that arc always violently assailed, 
must necessarily arise from the discussion 
of such matters a.s Messrs. Harwell, .Senmies 
and l’almer brought into the meeting at the 
St. Charles Theatre. This is a composite 
community. There are thousands of men 
in our midst who do not feel a.s these three 
orators do. We are called upon to ditt'er 
with Messrs. Semmes and Palmer every 
day. Men are so violently divided in senti­
ment about these matters of which they 
spoke so confidently that they refuse to 
know each other. It Is a cause of quarrel. 
It is a daily guage of personal animosity. 
But it had been accepted that General Lee 
was a greater man than our local agitators. 
We felt that Ills genius and his personal 
life were worthy of our admiration, and our 
tribute of sympathy was paid to his indi­
vidual merits. Believing that his obsequies 
would partake of the nature of his own 
quiet and j Christian lile, all the people, not 
excepting those who differed with him in 
many things, consented to testify, in a 
simple and earnest way, that his death was 
a great loss to the world and to the South.

But if his grave is to be made the scene 
for wrangling, and if his death is to bo 
caught up as an occasion for debate over 
issues that only borrowed a glow of recti­
tude from liis integrity, then it is quite time 
for us to say, tlu-se' funeral orations will 
have to pass through the regular course of 
newspaper criticism, and tho orators will be 
dealt with as they deserve to be. We can 
not afford to see even the body of General 
Lee dragged about in processions by men 
who never understood his greatness, and 
who do not appreciate the moral of his life. 
They can not bo allowed to make capital 
for their narrow famo by perching them­
selves upon the column which isconseeratod 
to Lee. Let us hope, then, that all this 
officious mourning, wherein cause of aggra­
vation is planted, will be suspended, and 
that the true and genuine lovers of the dead 
hero will mourn us parents do, in their 
homes, and in their conduct, and that they 
will show their sense of appreciation for the 
many virtues of the departed teacher, by 
striving to be like him in all wherein lie was 
good.

PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR

St a r e  of Louisiana, )  
F.xecutive D epartm ent, > 

New Orleans, S la y  1 3 ,18TQ.)
W sR iim , Au ac t of th e  Legislature, approved 

March 15, 1835, en titled  “An ac t to  estab lish  q u aran ­
tine for th e  protection of th e  S ta te,” provides th a t  
th e  Governor of th e  S ta te shall issue h is  proclama­
tion, upon th e  advice of th e  Board of H ealth , d e ­
claring any p la te  w here th ere  shall be reason to  
believe a pestilent, contagions or Infections ■*<— 1TI 
exists, to  be an infected place, and  s ta tin g  th o  num­
ber of days of quaran tine to  be perform ed by  th e  
vessels, th e ir passengers, officers and  crews, coming 
from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the 'provision Of 
th e  ac t aforesaid, I issue th is, m y proclam ation, an d  
declare the placoe hereafter nam ed to  he infected 
places, and th a t  aU vessels, together w ith  officers, 
crews and passengers, an d  cargoes, a rriv ing  from  
such places, or having touched or stopped a t  any  of 
them  shall be subject to  a  qu aran tin e  o f no t less 
th an  ten days, or for a  longer period, as  m ay he con- 
sidvred necessary by th e  Board of Health, to  tak e  
effect from and afte r th e  FIFTH DAY OF JUNE 
1370. Any violation of th e  qu aran tin e  laws, as here 
proclaimed, will be severely punished.

The places « hich aro hereby declared  infected as 
aforesaid are  th e  following, to  wit; H avana Ma- 
tanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on  th e  
Island of Cuba; Port Royal an d  M integobay, on  th e  
Island of Jam aica; Jacm el an d  Port-an-Prinoe on 
th e  Island of San Domingo; th e  Islands of St. Thom­
as, M artinique and  Qaudalonpe; Cam peachy, ta  
Y ucatan; Belize, in H onduras; Vera Crus, A lvarado 
Tampico, M atam orasand Tuspan, in  Mexico; San 
Juan , in  N icaragua; Chsgres, AspiuwaU an d  Porta 
Bello, in C entral America; Maracaibo, in  Venezuela* 
Laguayra, Island of Trinidad, Rio de Janeiro, Para 
Cayenne, in South America, and  N assau, Now Provi­
dence.

Given under my hand and tho seal of tho State, 
this thirtieth day of May, 1870, and of the inde­
pendence of the United States the ninety-fourth.
