W ashington, D. C., October Hi.— If ihe 
statements of a certain Radical ring, w hich 
has just made known its existente here, are 
to he believed, it appears that at the time 
of the surrender of General Lee, at Appo­
mattox Courthouse, and the cunseqnent 
overthrow of the Confederacy, or rather 
shortly subsequent to that period, a large 
of sum motley, variously estimated at four to 
five millions of dollars, which.was stored 
for sale-keeping in several out-of-the-way 
places in the South, disappeared from the 
Confederate treasury and has not been re­
gain' d. Tlie Conledt rate exchequer revert­
ing to the United States as tlie legitimate 
spoil of war, it was urged by the ling in 
question, that any money# or property 
stolen front it after the declaration of peace 
could be recovered tho same as if the theft 
had been perpetrated on the United States 
treasury.

Accordingly, a few days since a number 
of pi eminent Radicals from Texas, headed 
by a Radical member of Congress and the 
collector of one of the largest ports in the 
State arrived in town, and on Saturday 
called on the Secretary of tlie Treasury to

make an investigation as he might have 
local prejudices, and by prematurely alarm­
ing the game defeat the object sought to be 
accomplished. They urged the appointment 
of a Northern man who would act. promptly 
and unflinchingly, and not sixtier himself to 
lie wrought upon by misplaced sympathy. 
The Secretary, in turn, replied he would 
take the matter under advisement and give 
tho committee his decision in a few days. It 
was also proposed to the ring, in ease of the 
experiments of confiscation meeting with 
success in Texas, to try it in the adjoining 
States of Louisiana, Mississippi and Ala­
bama, where, they allege, still other cul­
prits of the same kind may be found.

Backet# of Tobacco.
Tho internal revenue commissioner t* 

after the schemers who sell tobacco iu buck­
ets. litre is a dispatch:

W ashington ' ,  October 18.—Tlie Uomtuis- 
sioner of the Internal Revenue Department, 
in a circular just issued concerning effect ol 
the destroying of internal revenue stamps, 
says: The attention of this office has been
repeatedly called of late to tiio use by to­
bacco mamifacturers, of pails or buckets for 
packing tine-cut chewing tobacco, aud the 
great facility the packages afford for the re­
fuse of tobacco st.am;is; also, to the further 
fact that seldom are. tin sc pails or buckets, 
when emptied by diallers, found to have 
stamps destroyed or even defaced. A strong 
suspicion is awakened against, the use of 
pails. It arises from the iact that they are 
so expensive, for a package allowed to be 
used only once, that they may with great 
facility be returned to the factory and 
refilled, and dealers generally neglect to 
destroy the stamps or the stamped portion 
of packages when emptied.

Attention of all revenue officers, more 
especially supervisors and collectors, is 
called to tiiis subject, and I have to urge 
upon tln in more rigid enforcement of tlie- 
law relative to the destluetioB of all reve­
nue stamps of tobacco, snufi and cigats. 
and also of distilled spirits and fenuetned 
liquors as soon as the packages are emptied. 
Referring to a recent decision of Judge 
Blatehford, Commissioner, it will he ob­
served that under this decision it is not 
necessary to conviction to prove that deal­
ers employing t hese pails of fine cut tobacco, 
snuff .jais, or tiny other packages, have 
neglected or refused to destroy the stamps, 
and w ith design or intent to sell them, or 
use the. stamped package again, or to allow 
it to lie used by any other person: the tact 
that he knew the package to have been du­
plexed and neglected to destroy tlie stamp, 
being a free and voluntary admission on bis 
part of neglect, which renders him liable to 
tine and penalty. Attention is called to sec­
tions 43 and 7zof the act of July tlO, I808, 
and section 54 of the act of July Iff, 1 HL'».

London, October 20.—Yonr special at 

Boulogne telegraph# to-day from dispatch** 
teoeived by a corn ier who reached Boulogne 
list evening from Versailles, details of th* 
French successes on the thirteenth and 
fourteenth before Paris. Fact# in regard to 
the position of affair# before Paris are not 
permitted by the Prussian authorities to b* 
sent forward by telegraph. This entail# 
both delay anil expense upon t he reprosen 
talive# of the foreign press in German lines,, 
and it is proper, in justice to them, that th# 
tnit.’i should be known.

Although the French troops engaged f» 
the sortie# of the thirteenth and fourteenth 
were raw levies comparatively, they be . 
liaved with the utmost bravery and steadi­
ness, and gained very substantial advan­
tages, the value of which will bedemoustra- 
t< d by the delay, if not by tlie defeat ot 
any serious German operations against tho 
cit y of Paris.

On the fourteenth, after a heavy cannon- 
t. I ‘ from the forts of Bicetre, Vanvrea and 
Montrougo, General Blanchard advanced at 
the head of the thirteenth army corps upon 
tlie German positions. He threw his troop# 
forward in three columns, the right wing 
moving upon Clamart, Tours and Mention; 
the centre, commanded by General SusbiUe, 
movi d upon Chatillon; the left, composed 
chiefly of .Mobiles of Cote d’Or and the De­
ri , t■■ut, of Aube, advanced upon Bagnonx.

The extreme right wa# supported by a 
heavy tiro froJi the naval batteries in Fort 
I.-sy. General Schmitz, Tmcliu’s chief of staffs 
was in command of tho movement as * 
whole. General Vinoy commanded a power- 
lul force, massed as a reserve outside of th# 
Barriers do l’Enfer, behind the fort of Monk- 
rouge. Tlie attacks of tho centre on Cha- 
ti’ion, and the right wing on Clamart were 
spn dily successful. The centre column of 
toe French bore down everything before ft, 
and the heavy artillery moved up under 
cover of the fire of Fort Issy, dislodging and 
driving out the Germans iu confusion frow 
Clamart.

Meanwhile, tho left wing of the FVeneh, 
under cover of Fort Montrouge, advanced 
quite to the German lines before Gagneux. 
Theso they stormed auil carried nt the point 
of the bayonet. Tlie thirty-fifth rnd seven 
tilth regiments of tho lino were in advance, 
lighting desperately, and driving the Ger­
mans headlong before them. The German#, 
for tho most part, were Bavarian troop#, 
who took refuge iu the houses and cellars of 
Bamteaux,firing from theso upon the French, 
and receiving in turn no quarters from their 
triumphant enemies.

From house to house, and street to street 
the battle raged until three o’clock in th# 
afternoon, when the last of the Bavarians 

.threw down their arms and surrendered, 
leaving tho French masters of the town amr 
the German positions. The French, at lost 
advices, were in quiet possession of Ba- 
gnaux. The conduct of the Prussian and 
Bavarian troops, after the day had visibly 
gone against them, was excellent. Sup- 
portecl by Hessian infantry, the Bavarian* 
advanced repeatedly to assault the French 
battalions, but were as repeatedly repulsed.

The movements of tho enemy 6onth of 
the Loire is much commented on in tho- 
journals here. Some tear a rapid move­
ment is in progress for a surprise at Tours. 
Assurances aro given that tho government 
will not leave until an attack is certain tp 
be made.

Dispatches from various parts of Franc# 
report a number of small engagements.

At Saratoga some 
buildings were much damaged; tlie shock 
was preceded by a rumbling sound. At 
Troy, New York, five hundred school 
children were panic-stricken by the shock.

The government authorities have uo 
knowledge of the reported proposition from 
Spain to si 11 Cuba.

The steamer Guerriere will cruize off New 
York harbor to enforce the neutrality laws.

It has been raining here all day.
Dispatches have been received from nearly 

all points throughout the North, giving ac­
counts of the earthquake shock which w as 
felt tiiis morning. No serious damage or 
loss of life reported. At. Boston buildings 
sensibly vibrated. There was much alarm 
among the people employed in tlie uppir 
stories.

A block of granite in the building corner 
of State street and Merchant’s Low, was 
cracked and anotli r block was forced out­
ward three or four inches. The shock 
lasted thirty seconds. The earthquake was 
felt at .Montreal, Canada, and at Suek- 
villo and 1'angor, Maine. At Burlington, 
Verm.mi, it stopped clocks and destroyed 
crockery.!

Sortie by the French—Circular to Neutral 
Powers—France Desire* Pence, Dura­
ble Peace.

London, October 20.—Tlie French made 
a sortie from New Briessach on Saturday, 
killing aud vvopnfling two hundred and cap­
turing thirty.

The French Foreign Office has issued a 
circular to neutral powers, denying the re­
sponsibility of tho present war, and deny­
ing Prussian representations about tiio 
state of affairs in Paris, and staff mg that they 
are utterly untrue; also, that France desires 
peace—a durable peace. , . ..
