)IXT RESOLUTION proposing to amend 
the Constitution of the State.

S ection  1. Be it resolved by the Senate 
id House of Representatives of the State 
Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
rat at the general election next ensuing 
e passage of this resolution, the following 
tide shall lie proposed to the qualified 
tic-tors of the State as an amendment to 
e constitution of Die State, which, when 
proved and ratified by a majority oi the 
iters at said election, shall become a part 
the constitution, in the place of the arti- 

e numbered ninety-nine.
S ec . 2. Be it further resolved, etc., That 
iid article shall he in words aud terms as 
llows, to wit.
No person shall hold any office, or shall 
1 permitted to vote at any election or to 
•t as a juror, who, in duo course of law, 
mil have been convicted of treason, per- 
iry. forgery, bribery or other crime pumsh- 
ble by imprisonment in the Penitentiary, 
r who shall he under interdiction.
Sec. 3. Be it further resolved, etc.. That 
le tickets of all persona voting upon tiffs 
roposed amendment shall have written or 
rimed thereon the. words, “For the 
mendment of the ninety-ninth article oi 
ie constitution;'' or, “Against the amend- 
lent of the ninety-ninth article of the con- 
lit ution;” and the returning officers shad 
mke returns of the votes thereon in the 
uie manner as is prescribed by law for re­
ams of election, aud the Secretary of State 
mill promulgate the result by publication 
ire several times in the official iouraal. 
And if a majority of the votes cast at said 

lection shall be.'“For tbe amendment oi 
:ie ninety-ninth article of the constitution, 
lien the article numbered ninety-nine, and 
ending as follows:
“Article 99. The following persons shall be 

rohibited from voting or holding any office: 
,11 persons who shall have been convicted 
f treason, perjury, forgery, bribery or 
ther crime punishable in tlie Penitentiary, 
ml persons under interdiction. All persons 
-ho are estopped from claiming the right of 
uffrage, by abjuring their allegiance to the 
Initeu states government, or by notoriously 
■wing war against it, or adhering to its 
monie s, giving them aid or comfort, but 
.ho have not expatriated themselves, nor 
ave been convicted of any of the crimes 
lentioned in tiie first paragraph of this 
rticle, are hereby restored to the said right, 
xoept the following: Those who held oiSce: 
ivil or military, for one year or more under 
he organization styleed ‘the Confederate 
Itates of America; those who registered 
hemselves as enemies of the United States, 
hose who acted as leaders oi guerrilla 
muds during the late rebellion; those who. in 
he advocacy of treason, wrote or published 
lewspaper articles or preached sermons dur- 
ng the late rebellion, and those who voted 
or and signed an ordinance of secession, 
u any Stare. No peri-on included iu these 
ixeeptions shall either vote or hold olfioe 
mtil he shall have relieved himselt by vol- 
mtarily writing and signing a certificate 
ictting forth that he acknowledges the late 
■ebellion to have been morally and polit:- 
•ally wrong, and that ho regrets any aid 
md' comfort he may have given it: and he 
diall tile the certificate in the office of the 
Secretary of State, and it shall be published 
n the official journal; provided, that no per- 
iou who,prior to the first of January .eighteen 
aunured and sixty-eight, favored the exe- 
jiltioo of tho laws of tha United States, 
popularly known as tlie reconstruction acts 
>f Congress, and openly and actively assisted 
;he loyal men of the State in their efforts to 
restore Louisiana to her position in the 
Union, shall he held to he included among 
hose herein excepted.
