She 
was but recently rebuilt thoroughly of iron, 
and in every way was prepared for the 
severest contest with wind .or wave. Cap­
tain Carnagban, the commander of the Cam­
bria during her ill-fated voyage. was one of 
the most experienced and skillful officers 
Visiting this port. He luis been in command 
of vessels of the Anchor line for several 
years, and was thoroughly conversant with 
the navigation of the trans-Atlantic, route to 
Glasgow.

London, October 22.—Lute on \\ ednesday 
evening, word reached Londonderry that 
the Cambria, of the Anchor line, had been 
wrecked off the coast ot Donegal. Informa­
tion was brought to that city by the only 
survivor. John McGartland. a steerage pas­
senger. The intelligence at first was dis­
believed, but lias since been confirmed. 
The telegraph lines have been disarranged 
by the recent storms. The fallowing sum 
xuary of McGartlaml's narration is just got 
ten through from Londonderry: Tlie voy­
age from New York was generally fortunate.
notwithstanding that unpleasant weather
prevailed most of tlie time, till the night oi
Wednesday, October 19, between ten and 
eleven o'clock. The Cambria was thou 
•under sail, and steaming rapidly. Suddenly, 
when all was apparently doing well, she 
Struck on Mistralinc Island, a small rocky 
island ten miles west of Donegal, and thirty 
wUst of Londonderry. The vessel instantly 
began to fill through tlie large holes stove 
in her bottom, and the fires were soon ex­
tinguished. It became evident that the 
steamer was hopelessly situated, and all 
efforts were, therefore, directed to saving 
the lives of the passengers, who were 
massed upon the deck. Four boats, crowded 
with passengers, were launched and put 
off from the sinking steamer. McGart- 
l*nd entered one of these, and lie 
aaw no more of the ship or the other boats. 
He thinks there is no doubt ‘that all tlie 
boats were swamped, and that be is the 
only survivor. Almost instantly upon get­
ting into tlie boat it rapsized and lie lost 
consciousness.
