Rush to Registration Offices

THE BOORISHNESS |OF POLICEMEN

“Want of Decency is|Want of Sense”

The various registratiop offices closed yea-
terday, and, a8 was epr cted, the rush to
the registration offices was steady all day.
and when the hour of s¢ven o'clock in the
evening arrived thero ere aumbers un-
registered—probably quife as many belong-
ing to one as to another political party.

Though it should be {he duty of every
man qualitied, to regisfer and vote, yet
many of our best and myst intelligent citi-
zens have been reluctapt to endure the

sense,”
