A BAD CASE.
T. G. Noel has consented to defend a 

very cheap sham when he takes uj» the 
cudgel in favor of the Christian Republi­
cans. It is easily to be understood that 
men may grow dissatisfied” with certain 
members of a political party, and may 
even refuse to support certain nomina­
tions made by their associates in political 
ideas ; but no faction can be accepted as 
honest which not only departs from its 
party on account of objectionable nomina­
tions, but which at once jumps to the 
support of the opposition/ This is a 
somersault which argues an entire revolu­
tion of sentiment and opinion. It is a 
desertion of principle and an entire 
change of ideas. Yet this is what the 
Christian Republicans have done, and 
this is what Mr. Nod has undertaken to 
defend. The organization to which Mr. 
Noel belongs pretends to be an associa­
tion of Republicans who are dissatisfied 
with certain nominations that have 
been made by the convention of the Re­
publican party. They profess to be 
favorable to the success oi Repnbhi an 
principles. And yet, in the very face of 
their propositions, they nominate men of 
well-known Democratic, ideas, and ol es­
tablished  Democratic prejudices, to be 
their leaders and candidates. And they 
not only deny their fidelity to principle 
by following these adversaries, but they 
nourish, and are in return nourish u by 
the Democracy. The organ of the Demo­
cratic ring urges its followers to vote lor 
these Christian Republicans where there 
are no Democratic candidates; and in re­
turn for this favor the Christian Republi­
cans are urged to support the Democrats 
where there are none of their own parti­
sans in nomination. In fact, the#Christian 
Republican Association seems to be a 
regular wing of the Democratic army, and 
its strength is to come in at the right 
place to support the main Democratic 
charge on the seventh of November.

The most objectionable feature in this 
father unprincipled war is the effort this 
faction is making to lead men with Re­
publican principles into the Democratic 
camp under a Republican flag. The ban­
ner of' the Christian Republicans is a false­
hood in two particulars. It has no sup­
port from the large organization of Chris­
tians who first originated the order for a 
good purpose, nor from any body of genu­
ine Christians in the State. In the second 
place, it is not supported by any well- 
known Republicans. It only represents 
a few disappointed and rejected men who 
have been rejected by tLe Republican 
party, and who are now seeking to make 
capital for themselves in the Democratic 
party by pretending that they are bring­
ing to its support an auxiliary
force of colored voters. It is a sham 
and a sell throughout. It is a 
weak device of the enemy to weaken 
the Republican party by capturing a ft w 
discarded Republicans and arming them 
with counterfeit flags to mislead the weak 
and thoughtless. This is proved by the 
fact that this organization, which pre­
tends to be Republican, has repudiated 
the best men in the State and Las at­
tempted to defeat Republicans whose 
record is without blemish, and who are 
known to be disconnected from all the 
men against whom the Christians pretend 
to be embittered. Vi hat excuse can the 
bitterest Republican enemy of tlie Gov­
ernor give for repudiating Mr. Graham, 
Mr. Dubuelet, General Sheldon, Mr. Sau- 
vinet, Mr. Lewis or Mr. Flanders '.- These 
men are above all partisanship.

METZ SAVED AND LOST IN  TEE SAME 
DAY.

The friends of Metz were highly dated 
Thursday afternoon and yesterd:w m- 
ingrto read in the Picayune the following 
assuring paragraph:

At length we have at least, cue -'gjjif.eant 
anil reliable hint regarding the situaiion a ' 
Metz. It is telegraphed from Loudon that 
one thousand stoves have been ordered for 
the huts of the German army of investment. 
This one fact dissipates all the clouds of 
false reports about the critical condition of 
Bazaine's army, and the immediate pros­
pect of its inevitable surrender. If hostili­
ties arc to be continued into the winter. 
Prince Frederick Carl, and not Marshal 
Bazaine, will occupy the critical position.

About the same hour the astute ob­
server who writes for the Plcay. <: was 
penning the above brilliant and assuring 
idea, old King William, who is as truth­
ful as he is direct and terse in his dis­
patches, was writing the following to his 
good Queen Augusta:

This morning Bazaine and Metz capitu­
lated with 150,000 prisoners, including 20,000 
sick and wounded. '

This armv and garrison laid down then- 
arms this afternoon. This is one ol the most 
important events of the war. Providence 
be thanked.

Straws may show which way the wind 
blows, but stoves and skillets can not be 
relied on to indicate the result of a siege.

If Prince Carl, who in renowned as a 
warrior, has invested in stoves, he doubt­
less knows what he intends to do with

chatties, but because it was a dra 
as a political institution.

Iowa, California or Indiana, we might 
safely calculate on having the footings of 
the vote before sundown <jtf the succeed­
ing day. God knows how 'long i; will re­
quire to obtain the returns from the out­
side counti :s in South Carolina. Why ? 
Because she is twenty years behind the 
age. She has no telegraph poles r aching 
to the remote corner ; of her territory. 
She has but few good roads »ven in coun­
ties where nature does not furnish the 
roadbed. She has but little light. A lew 
aristocratic residences arc scattered about 
the country, with a villa here and there, but 
the great mass of the people are stagnant. 
One or two comfortably easy newspapers 
lazeaway their time in explaining profound 
political theories to the landed proprietors. 
Nothing fervid, except the sun, burns in 
South Carolina. She has been surren­
dered for eighty years to the di.ee far 
wide.

The result ol the election about which 
we are making this lecture promises to 
assist in putting South Carolina in 
motion. She lias been two years strug- j 
gling to break the chains of her sluggish 
existence, and there are some strangers 
in the State who are helping her as the 
strangers helped nature in the West to 
throw off the torpor of savage sloth. 
They are elected to continue their efforts 
for two years longer. Governor Scott and 
the Republicans will hold power for a 
while longer. They promise relief from 
the sluggishness of the past. Let us con­
gratulate them that they are successful in 
the name of the Republican party in 
Louisiana ; and let us hope that when 
they are called upon to account to the 
world and to progress for what th<-y h.ivt 
done, that they will point to the eh;-:i<>n 
returns and say that wliat it once tool: 
twenty days to obtain iu 1868 can u v 
done in twenty hours.

Metz, after Strasburg, leaves the whole 
line of Prussian communications free 
and unlikely to be intercepted by any 
force. The fall of Paris must inevitably 
follow. Even without firing a Prussian 
gun at the city, it can not stand. For 
communications are all cut off and sup­
plies stopped, so that want, suffering and 
starvation will effectually accomplish the 
work.

The great error of the French has been 
that the people have looked backward in­
stead of forward. The dazzling glory of 
the First Empire still blinds the enthusi­
astic Frenchman to the practical realities 
of the situation. They fondly imagined 
that every fluid should turn out an Auster- 
litz or a Jena. They forgot that these 
hard fought slaughter pens have their 
humiliating recollections for the enemies 
of France as well as their glories. They 
are to be avenged on the one side as well 
as cherished on the other. How long this 
moral blindness is to continue we can not 
say. The disaster at Sedan and tlie heroic 
resistance and final fall of' Strasburg 
may remove it. The tramp of hostile feet 
into the heart of France has heretofore 
failed to awake the nation to a sense of 
the great danger that environs it. Per­
haps the capitulation of Metz, and with 
it the last marshal of the empire and 
the last army ol France worthy of 
the name, may bring the people 
to their senses, and make them re­
alize the futility of further resistance. 
Without a leader: without an army that 
dare take the field, and with no hope ex­
cept upon raw levies, that five, panic- 
stricken, at the sight of a German battery, 
it is criminally wrong to attempt to pro­
long the contest.

But as these reasons existed in a modi­
fied form after Sedan, and were more 
palpable after Strasburg, they may not 
even be seen by the blind men who. for 
the moment, control the destinies of the 
unhappy empire even after Metz. j

Prince Charles lost no time in moving 
heavy masses of his troops toward Paris, 
even before the articles of capitulation 
had been signed. His army is very for­
midable. A force capable of compelling 
the surrender of 150,000 men will be no 
inconsiderable reinforcement for the army 
now threatening Paris. His troops can 
he so posted as to prevent the possibility 
of introducing supplies, or may join in 
thejassault if such be made. He will be able 
to replace the forces sent off to Orleans, 
Tours, and other important points, and 
thus enable the Prussians to overrun the 
whole country. The prediction made 
some time since that the Uhlans would 
be able to water their horses in every 
stream in France, seems near its fulfill­
ment. There is but one thing that can 
now stay the Prussian conquest, and send 
the German veterans across the Rhine. 
That is, a submission on the part of the 
French to such terms us King William 
may propose.

THE FALL OF METZ,

The surrender of Metz and one hundred 
and fifty thousand men by Man. 
Bazaine, is the greatest material loss y ,: 
sustained by the French. The loss o f  

McMahon's army, with the Enq ■ ■ v 
Napoleon thrown in as a m f.e
weight, was a serious, if not !

PROCLAMATION BY T H E  GOVERNOR

, Statu or LortsiASA, )
Executive Department, > 

New Orleans, May 23,1870. J
Whkrkaa, An act of the Legislature, approved! 

March 15, 1855, entitled “An act to establish quaran­
tine for the protection of the State,” provides that 
the Governor of the State shall issue his proclama­
tion, upon the advice of tlie Board of Health, de­
claring any place where there shall be reason to  
believe a pestilent, contagious or infectious disease 
exists, to be an infected place, aud stating the num­
ber of days of quarantine to lie performed by the 
vessels, their passengers, officers aud crews, coming 
from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provision of 
the act aforesaid, I issue this, my proclamation, and 
declare the places hereafter named to be injected 
places, and that all vessels, together with officers, 
crews and passengers, and cargoes, arriving liom  
such places, or having touched or stopped at any of 
them shall be subject to a quarantine of not less 
than tcu days, or for a longer period, as may he con­
sidered necessary by the Board of Health, to take 
eti'ei t from and after the FIFTH DAY OF JUNE, 
ictii. Any violation of the quarantine laws, as litre 
proclaimed, will he severely punished.

The places which are hereby declared infected as 
aforesaid are the following, to wit: Havana, Ma- 
tauzas,,Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
I.Rmd of Cuba; Port Royal and Mintegobay, on the 
Island of Jamaica; Jacruel aud Port-au-Pr.nce on 
the Island of San Domingo; the Islands of St. Thom­
as, Martinique and Gaudaloupe; Campeacby, in 
Yucatan; Belize, in Honduras; VeraCruz, Alvarado, 
Tampico, Mutauioras aud Tuspan, in Mexico; San 
Juan, m Nicaragua; Chagres. Aspinwall and Porte 
B. llo in Central Ameiica; Maracaibo, in Venezuela; 
Laguayra, Island of Trinidad, Rio de Janeiro, Para 
Cayenne, in South America,aud Nassau, New Provi­
dence.
