Last Sunday’s Rki’CBLican announced 
the arrival of tlie first train on tlio Chatta­
nooga Railroad from Mobile to New Or­
leans, the road between the two cities being 
now completed. Aud now we record the 
departure, ou Sunday last, of the first train 
on the Chattanooga Railroad from New 
< Means to Mobile.

Through all the route the road is in splen­
did order, except at the marsh commencing 
about twelve and continuing to twenty-five 
miles distance from New Orleans, w here, 
in consequence of the nature of the ground, 
and the difficulties encountered in con­
structing the embankment, the track is not 
yet thoroughly settled. The managers of 
the road, however, are keeping a large num­
ber of hands at work, aud in time this por­
tion of the road will become as solid as any 
other part. It may. perhaps, he necessary 
to say that the portion here mentioned as 
unsettled is, however, as safe as any other 
part of tlie road, tlit' only ditlerenee being 
that tlie travel on it is somewhat slower.

The first trip from New Orleans to Mobile 
being a matter of inmmeu.se interest to every 
business man in our city, it is not surpris" 
ing that a large party of prominent citizens, 
in response to aji invitation'll0111 Major J. J- 
Williamson, collected at the foot of Canal 
street, about nine o'clock Sunday morning, 
to join in an excursion over part of the 
route. Among tlie party, comprising about 
two hundred persons, we noticed Mr. Wil­
liam M. Burwell, editor of l)c Hole's Reeietc ; 
Messrs. T. B. Lee, Williamson Smith, J. E. 
McDaniel, of the Associated Press; Major 
D. II. Feger, general Southern agent of the 
Louisville route; Colonel J. W. Madden. 
Messrs. Charles Rhodes, F. O. Minor, Cap­
tain F. E. Myers, William E. Deacon, James 
Carmichael, J. E. Smith. W. T. Sigley, 
George Dycke, R. Charles, Jr., Auguste 
Levis, F. J. Levis, Messrs. Lane and Dun­
can of the lire. Messrs. Moreau. John 
Hawkins, F. M. Higgins, J. Franklin. Col­
onel Frank H. Wilson, J. Henry Behan, 
William Bedell. P. R. Middlemiss.

At a quarter past ten o'clock the excur- 
si.,u started from the foot of Canal street. 
There was no pretension whatever about the 
affair, every part of the arrangement par­
taking of an entirely Republican simplicity. 
A locomotive to which were attached a 
number of platform ears w ith extemporized 
chairs and benches formed the outfit, lmt 
withal were not forgotten ample means of 
physical sustentatiou packed up in baskets, 
as well as profuse materials for mental ex­
hilaration enveloped in variously shaped bot­
tles, for all of which we were indebted to our 
empressario. Major J. J. Williamson. Nor 
was food for the mind lacking, for our en­
terprising literary friend C. C. Haley was of 
tlie company, aud lie. acting after his kind, 
had brought papers from various parts of 
the t'niou. Some two hundred copies of 
the New Orleans Rhi’UHI.ican had beet: 
provided, and as the train rushed ou itf 
speedy way they were dropped at nearly 
every house along the route, diffusing in­
telligence and sound political doctrine. S<ji 
on the thirtieth day of October, in tbe year 
eighteen hundred and seventy, people iu 
Mobile, for the first time, were enabled to 
read tlie New Orleans daily papers ou tin 
same day they were published.

At a quarter after ten o'clock the train 
left the station aud speeded away along the 
levee, up Elysian Fields street to the turn 
off. and then rushed ou its journey with 
accelerated speed.

Bussing on through wood and marsh, 
over bog and prairie, we made our speedy 
way along tliat part of the road, described 
somewhat in last Sunday’s Eki’IIilican; 
Sighting Fort Macomb, at Chef Montour; 
passing a solitary shanty deep in the woods, 
remote from other habitations, as a lodge 
in some wilderness ought to lie, across the 
blue waters of beautiful Lake Catherine, 
while tlie buildings of Fort Bike, seen far 
in tlie distance, on one side and a friendly 
light-house ou the other. Wild uncultivated, 
and desert, as is a huge portion of tiie 
country over which we passed, it was at the 
same time exceedingly interesting; andj 
men ackowledged that scenery without tlie] 
adjunct of dense forest, rugged rock, or 
lofty mountain, could still abound in the 
elements of the romantic.

But to return to the practical. The opeu-i 
ing of the Chattanooga road will at onc e 
render the poorest laud along its route val­
uable. by opening forthwith a market for, 
firewood. On that part of the road within 
some twenty miles of New Orleans wood! 
abounds, but is lor the tuobt part only suita­
ble lor fuel.

At a little past twelve o’clock we crossed! 
the ltigolets on the bridge of trestle-work.] 
This bridge is three-quarters of a mile long, 
and is divide d by an immense pivot draw,; 
constructed of iron, aud two hundred and 
twenty-live feet long. It is at this point! 
that the lake steamers and other vessels; 
pass on tlieir w ay from New Orleans to the; 
watering places.

Leaving tin . Rigolets, the road is very! 
solid, and in the best possible condition.

The train increased its speed, and soon; 
we were gliding along at the rate of forty-j 
live miles per hour. The speed was timed 
at several points by Mr. W. G. Mitchell, a 
gentleman connected with Ihe road, to 
whose courtesy tlie reporter of the Rei*i n- 
MOAN is indebted for much desirable in 
formation. We might state that at both 
Chef Mcutcurand at the Rigolets the water 
is over forty-two feet deep. The sea view; 
from the Rigolets bridge is very tine.

Rushing along, we soon came to the 
"English Lookout." This is a small islet of 
high land on which grows a group of trees.! 
The whole surrounding is swampy, and; 
the spot is interesting chiefly as a reminis­
cence of tlie invasion of New Orleans in 
1814, for here the British flotilla landed a 
portion of the men and established a corps 
of observation. A very tall tree, since cut 
down, served as a point of observation until; 
tbe defeat at Clialinette forced a total evac­
uation of the lake waters.

Soon us tlie Rigolets are passed, the 
running on the road all the way to Mobile ; 
is nearly as smooth as one of the shell roads' 
in the vicinity of New Orleans.

Bussing East Pearl river, we now entered 
the State of Mississippi; the land becoming 
higher and dryer, and covered to a great 
ext< ut. with magnificent trees.

Nearing Bay St. Louis, numbers of the 
population turned out to greet us. Men and !
lioys shouted, and dogs barked, peoj 
shook hands, standing by the first train 
from New Orleans, and every one felt that 
it was a great event. j-

We stopped ut Bay St. Louis long enough 
to let the locomotive take a drink, and 
then off we rushed toward Biloxi, the 
bipeds on the train having an advantage 
over the iron linrso that drew it. for they 
could do two tilings at once—drink and 
rush along at t lie same time.

Bassing rapidlv by Pass Christian, bv 
Mississippi Citv, at three o'clock we reached 
tlie old town of Biloxi, the termination of 
the present trip, .»s far as most of us were 
concerned. The passengers alighted, and 
the few who w ished to continue on to Mo­
bile took another train that was in waiting. 
The trip between New Orleans and Biloxi, 
a distance of eighty-one miles along the 
line of the road, had been accomplished iu 
four hours and three quarters. Whenever 
the road between New Orleans and the 
Rigolets becomes well settled, the trip will 
be accomplished at least one hour sooner.

At Biloxi, our hospitable host, Major Wil­
liamson, caused the bivers and the potables 
to be unpacked and spread on the grass. 
A free and easy lunch followed, seasoned 
with mirth and enjoyment. As the lunch 
drew near a[close, Judge Burwell was loudly 
called for, end responded with a few appro-

prosperity to the State, to the South, to the 
Union, which would result from the enter­
prise w hich  h ad  ju s t  been finished. A to a st 
to  th e  p ress xvas responded  to  hv  the  rep re ­
se n ta tiv e  o f  th e  R e i’UHLIUAN, a n d  th en  the  
,’om pany  p rep a re d  to  re tu rn , w ith  som e ad ­
d ition  to  th e  num ber, am ong  o thers, the  
ch ie f eng ineer of th e  road , Mr. Henry \ an 
Bleck.

A pleasant passage of some five hours' 
duration brought us back to New Orleans, 
where, at the foot o f  Canal street, our jour­
ney terminated.

The whole affair was exceedingly agree­
able. all the circumstances conspiring to 
make it so. Our host, Major Williamson, is 
exactly the kind of man to take a journey 
with, and the several gentlemen connected 
with the road, who were among us, division 
engineer M. Van Brockliu, resident en­
gineers J. G. Ballantyne and II. W. Rogers, 
assistant engineer James Hardy, conductors 
J. Wilson and J. B. Franklin, all did their 
best to make tlio trip a pleasant one—and 
they succeeded.

We published yesterday a table of dis­
tances on the road, which we reproduce this 
morning:

G overnm ent Teleirrnm s an«I R eport* for 
the Benefit o f  Commerce.

A pamphlet of twenty-two pages, and 
bearing the above title, lias been laid upon 
our table, through the courtesy of Captain 
D. S. Pullen, observer in the signal service 
of the United States army.

Tlifi pamphlet comprises a succinct ac­
count of the rise aud progress of a system of 
meteorological observations inaugurated 
many years ago. which system has been 
gradually maturing until it now reaches a 
point of usefulness, rendering it a matter of 
immense practical importance to the inter­
ests of commerce. Cp to the time when 
rapid telegraphic communication becafuc as 
well established as steam navigation, 
the benefits of the system of me­
teorological observations established by 
all civilized governments were less appa­
rent, for there did nut then exist the means 
of putting these observations to the practi­
cal uses which they now subserve. Still 
the general stock of seientifie knowledge 
received daily additions by the means of 
observation and report which had been in­
stituted many years ago at Greenwich, 
England, at various points iu continental 
Europe, and subsequently at Washington 
city.

And now this stock of meteorological 
knowledge is being utilized for the benefit 
of commerce by the organization of sys­
tems of telegraphic storm warning* in tlie 
principal European ports, which system 
will, no doubt, be eventually extended to 
every portion of tbe commercial world.

We copy from the work under notice the 
following extract as illustrating the prac­
tical workings of the system:

Uu December 2, IStiJ, the president of the 
Toulon Chamber of Commerce was notified, 
by telegraph from Baris, that a severe 
storm was then traversing France, and 
would prnbablv reach',Ton!on in about four 
hours time. Vrep*rations were at once 
made to guard against its violence, and 
when it did strike, at the time prophesied, 
no damage was done to the shipping, which 
had been forewarned. Many instances of 
a similar character are given, amounting to 
a positive demonstration tlutf, the devasta­
tion and tenors attendant npou a heavy 
storm may b< very greatly, if not entirely 
diminisheil, by tlie precautions which can 
be taken whenever the storm signal gives 
the warning. We need hardly tell our 
readers that this signal system is founded 
upon the knowledge of the direction and 
other piienemona of storms, acquired by 
years of observation in various portions ot' 
Europe aud America.

In the United States the storm warning 
signals will lie under the direction ot the 
War Department, in accordance with a 
joint resolution of Congress, passed on the 
ninth of February, 1870.

We learn that Captain 1). S. Pullen w ill 
be stationed at this point as observer in the 
storm signal service, aud he will furnish us 
with daily reports.

The Programme Folly Arranged

Last evening those eloquent and able po­
litical disputants, lion. Henry Heidenhoin, 
of New Orleans, and Colonel T. G. Noel, of 
Jefferson, met by agreement at the editorial 
rooms of the R e pu k lic a n , an d  arranged till 
tlie details for the grand political discussion 
to take place in Lafayette square this eve- 
nin g.

Robert MeWade made his first appear­

ance Monday night in the character of Rip 
Van- Winkle.

The crowded house showed how much 
public expectation had been excited, for it 
is very doubtful if a spare seat could have 
been found in tlie auditorium.

Tlie are but few among tbe intelligent 
portion of the community v. ho are not 
familiar with the legend of " Rip Van 
Winkle." as told by Washington Irving. 
How Rip, a dissolute. " ne'er-do-weel,'’ 
with a confirmed propensity to id'.i ness, 
and a passion for strong liquor, had a wile, 
whose natural shrewedishness was stimu­
lated by his dissipation and improvidence. 
How. to escape from connubial lingual in­
fliction, be sauntered with gun iu hand anil 
dog by his side, far up among the Katskill 
mountains, where tlie malicious practieings 
of demons, aiding l.is strong appetite for 
strong waters, he was induced to imbibe a 
mystic draught, and then slept a sleep of 
twenty years. He awoke at length, to find 
the little bush near which he had lain down, 
grown into a tall tree, his gun decayed to 
pieces, his dog a skeleton, his habiliments 
in shreds, his beard and hair of enormous 
length and white as snow. Bainfully mak­
ing his way down the mountain toward Ids 
home, he finds himself, as it were, in a new 
world, everything around being as much 
changed as he himself.

Abounding, as this legend does, in ele­
ments of the romantic and tlie dramatic, 
there have been but two attempts made to 
adapt it to tlie stage previously to the ap­
pearance of Mr. McYVade. Both of these 
attempts were highly successful, for tlie 
impersonator* were men of great histrionic 
genius, of these two, Haekett. belongs to 
the past, hut Jefferson is yet of the present, 
and his masterly delineation is fresh in the 
minds of tlie admirers of the drama. It 
was, therefore, a hold attempt to follow 
close upon tins admirable actor, in an im­
personation of the very legend that had 
made him so famous in the theatrical world.

Ill the lace ot this, aud hampered by the 
miserable support he received from many of 
the< other characters in the piece, Mr. Mo- 
Wade lias, we think, iu lus impersonation 
of Rip Van Winkle, brought out the douii- 
nenr idea with an excellence of delineation 
difficult to improve upon.

Like Mickey Free. Rip Tun Winkle, as a 
play, does not amount to much. All the in­
terest centres in the principal character, the 
other performers having nothing to do ex­
cept the stereotyped “ utility." But, w ith 
few exceptions, poor as tlu-ir parts were, 
thevcontrived by their acting to make them 
still poorer.

Let any of the thousands who have con­
signed to the tomb some dear departed, 
remember the feeling of the hoar, and they 
will acknowledge that the day on which 
dust was consigned to kindred dust ho.il ihe 
full feelor* of holy Sabbath, for it was hal­
lowed b^the purity of grief.

And so it has come to pass that the day 
which, in by-gone times, bad been set apart 
by the Catholic church for licr communi­
cants to render a tribute of remembrance to 
the dead by religious services, lias become 
acceptable to Protestants, for they, too.

When the tirst of 'November comes, at 
unv early hour people throng to the various 
cemeteries, anil momently the throng in­
creases. until, toward the approach of even­
ing. the mass of human beings can bardly 
pass each other in the avenues. .

It is among the early visitors to the tomb 
that the griel-stricken anil the sail are to 
he found. These come in tlie morning, so 
that before the throng becomes too dense, 
they call offer prayer aud indulge sad mem­
ories in comparative solitude.

It is natural to suppose, too, that All 
Saints'day is regarded with different feel­
ings by different phases of human nature : 
arid while to some it is fraught with sad 
aud painful remembrances, to others it is 
merelv a holiday and an opportunity of see­
ing what can nor be seen in any other place, 
for while in a few Southern cities. Mobile, 
for instance, there is a partial recognition, 
nowhere but in New Orb-ana is there such 
a full and thorough observance

Yesterday added one more to these anni­
versaries of tender memories. We do not 
attempt any minute or elaborate descrip­
tion of the funeral adornments, for there is 
little variation of one year from another. 
An observer will find the chief interest to 
arise from noticing trie incidents con­
nected with those who comes to the se­
pulchre to mourn their dead. Seldom, in­
deed, can any demonstration of grief be 
seen. These mourners mourn not as those 
without hope, and the prevailing feeling 
seems to be that of tender regret, not 
unmingled with the satisfaction at 
the idea that the occasion brings 
the survivor once more nearer to the loved 
and lost. A mother could he seen kneeling 
before a tomb, absorbed by one single feel­
ing. for on the tomb before which she kneels 
can lie read the name of her boy, cut off in 
early manhood, not many ye,ars ago. It may 
be that she is recalling to memory scenes of 
former time, long before the catastrophe, 
when be was full of promise and she of 
hope. Of all this there is naught but 
memory left—sad. sad, indeed, but not mi- 
nuugleil with comfort, for when her time 
comes to lav her mortal frame beside the 
mortality sue so loved whê j in life, once 
more her soul will hold sweet communion 
with the regenerated spirit that now awaits 
her coining, then never to be parted more.

Before a tiny grave another mother 
kneels, btu she in not alone, for by her side 
are other olive blanches—brothers and sis­
ters of the little one who occupies the tiny 
grave. She finds a mother's comfort in the 
bright boys and the fair-haireil girls that 
are with her. hut not for one moment has 
she forgott* n the little one that was taken 
from her; and it seems to her grieved 
mother's heart that the one who lias gone 
was the nearest and dearest of all. But so 
she would have thought had it been either 
of the other instead.

Again could he seen tlie most touching 
sight of all. Two little girls, with innocent 
faces, rich in ail the prettiness of child­
hood, knelt before a side vault. There 
was no name upon this depositor)’ of mor­
tality. .last as the plaster hull been spread 
upon the brick1* that hid the lone eottiu 
from sigl t, so it remained, for no loving 
hand had contributed commemorative 
tablet. A solitary wreath bung before the 
burial place, its scanty adornment be­
tokened no ample means, and it comported 
with the liuftihR*. garments of the little 
watchers before the tomb. All elderly 
colored woman completed the group; and 
she spoke to her little charges of "mamma.” 
Where was the father ! It might be miles 
away, toiling for the future of his mother- 
bereaved girls. It might he that he. too, 
had found a premature grave in mid-ocean, 
or in the pathless wilds where men venture 
in search of gain. And what would be the 
future of these forlorn little ones ! Amide 
riches and affectionate surroundings hut ill 
supply the anxious, yearning watchfulness 
of a 'mother. But the mother sleeps the 
sleep of the cold grave, and these are left to 
light the world's fight, unaided by her 
tender vigilaffce, her maternal care.

Must they battle with poverty and its at­
tendant temptations, growing more potent 
as years advance f “ If your heavenly 
F \ther suffereth not a sparrow to fall to the 
ground, arc ye not. of luoro value tiiau 
many sparrows, (> ye of little faith ! ’’
