A remarkable series of falls ha be ,1. it i* 
said, found in the Yellowstone river in Mon­
tana Territory. According to the accounts 
we get. l.lio river is several hundred yards 
wide Within sixty yards above the first 
falls, it makes three plunges, respectively 
ten, tilteen and twenty feet in height. At 
the brink it has narrowed down to about 
thirty yards in width, and gushing in one 
huge volume of froth between two holders 
fifty feet iu height, it is almost !o-* from 
sight in the midst of the canon below, the 
perpendicular height of the fall being a hun­
dred and twenty feet. At its foot lie water 
Strikes a shelving rock, and shoots out hori­
zontally a distance of twenty feet. R u sh ­
ing on through a deep and narrow gorge a 
third of a mile, the liver widens out to forty 
yards and takes a second plunge, falling 
this time a distance of three hundred and 
fifty feet, or more than twice that of Niagara.

The water here enters a i basin eighteen 
miles long, and varying ia dep‘h from seven 
hundred to fifteen hundred feet. JSodeep is 
this goAgo that tho roar of the cataract can 
scarcely bo heard .1 quarter of a mile dis­
tant, ,,nd so steep arc the banks that the 
foot of the falls i* wholly inaccessible. 
Another great natural curiosity in the .simie 
region is said to be the Fire Hole Iiasm. on 
the Madison river, which is full o ' springs 
of boding water like the Iceland Geysers, 
with vents vary ing from three to fifteen 
feet :n diameter, and sending up columns of 
water from sixty to two hundred and 
twentv feet in height. If these stories are 
true. Montana ought to rival the Yo .Semite 
Valiey as a field for tourists.
