Statf c,r LocistANA,) 
Executive Department, > 

'  New Orleans, May 23, 1870.)
Wrf.rf.af, An act cf the Legislature, approved 

March 15, 1855, entitled "An act to establish quaran­
tine for the protection of the State.” provides that 
the Governor of the State shall issue his proc'amk- 
tion, upon the advice of the Board of Health, de­
claring any place ''h ere  there shall be reason to 
believe a pestilent, contagions or infectious disease 

ists, to be an infected place, and stating tlie num­
ber of days of quarantine to he performed by the 
vessels, their passengers, officers and crews, coming 
from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provision of 
the act aforesaid, 1 issue tics, my proclamation, aud 

lare the places hereafter named to be infected 
places, and that all vessels, together with officers, 
crews and passengers, and cargoes, arriving from 
Snell places, or having touched or stopped at any of 
them shall bo subject to a quarantine of not less 
than ten days, or for a longer period, as may be con­
sidered necessary by the Board of Health, to take 
effect- from aud after the FIFTH DAY OF JUNE,

. Any violation of the quarantine laws, as here 
proclaimed, will be severely punished.

Tl.e places which are hereby declared infected as 
aforesaid are tha following, to wit: Havana, Ma- 
tanza3, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal ar.d Mintegohay, on the 
Island of Jamaica; Jacmel and Port-au-Prince on 
the Island cf San Domingo; the Islandsof St. Thom­
as, Martinique and Gaudaloupe; Canipeachy, in 
Yucatan; Belize, iu Honduras; VeraCraz, Alvarado, 
Tampico, Matamoias and Tugpan, in Mexico; San 
Juan, m Nicaragua; Chagris, A spin wall and Porto 
Bello, iu Central America; Maracaibo, n Venezuela; 
Laguayra, Island of Trinidad, IUo de Janeiro, Para 
Cayenne, in South America, and Nassau, New Provi­
dence.

To Parish Boards o f School Directors*

Office State Superintendent of Public Education, / 

New Orleans, November 3, 1870. >

The State .Superintendent of Education being re­
quired by law to see to the uniform enforcement 
of tho act to regulate public education in the State 
respectfully invites your attention to the following 
statement of funds paid out of the State treasury 
during the year 1869 on illegal warrants of George 
M. Wickliffe, late State Auditor; said funds, or most 
of them, are supposed to be now in the hands of 
Parish Treasurers. The Treasurers of Parish Boards 
of Directors are required, “immediately upon their 
appointment and qualification, to receive from tlie 
Parish Treasurer all school funds that may be in 
the hands of the Parish Treasurer, and all records 
and accounts relating to any school funds.” And 
the law provides (section thirty-one) th a t “ any 
Parish Treasurer who ahull fail, on demand, to turn 
over such funds and records to the. Treasurer ol 
the Parish Board of School Directors shall forfeit 
The sum of three hundred dollars, to he recovered 
by action before any court of competent jurisdic­
tion, and shall, in addition, be liable upon his offi­
cial bond with his sureties for any loss to the 
school funds or damage to the public interest that 
may be stiffen'd thereby.”

In any case where a Parish Board of School Di­
rectors find it impracticable to prosecute Parish 
Treasurers who refuse to give up school funds and 
records in their hands, notice of tlie tact should be 
promptly forwarded to litis office, in order that 
counsel may be employed to enforce tlie rights ot 
Parish Boards, and thus secure a faithful applica­
tion of the Public School Fund.

The following is the statement showing the ille­
gal disbursement alluded to, and uotiee is given to 
Parish Treasurers that there can he no escape from 
or neglect of duty allowed in tin's matter, till the 
school funds in their custody are placed in the 
hands of the Treasurers of the several Parish School 
boards, to be by them disbursed for th** education 
of tlie children of the State.
