ashamed of the part it took in disscussing
the case against Wickliffe last year. It is
not forgotten, however, by the people,
nor by us, that the Bee invariably charac-
terized the prosecution against Wickliffe
as * the Warmoth-Wickliffe imbroglio,”
and by this means endeavored to belittle
it, and make it appear not as a grave mat-
ter of offense committed against the State,
but as a petty quarrel against two private
individuals. And when Governor War-
moth in his speech at Union Hall, on Fri-
day night, called the attention of the peo-
ple to this attitude of the Bee, and the
other Democratic jowrnals, the former
mukes the following reply in excuse :

As Governor Warmoth has either forgot-
ten or willfully misrepresented the attitude
we took with respect to his prosecution of
Wickliffe, we tuke occasion to remind him
thut we spoke of his quarrel with that
notorious associate of his a8 being a fulling
out of two thieves in which the people of
Louisinna were only interested to this ex-
tent—that they might both get their deserts.
Wickliffe, in being ignominioualy dismissed
from othee, foreed to relinguish fis prospect
of amassing a fortune and steaithily to
Jeave the State that he might avel ia
eriminal prosecution, has not altogether es-
caped punishment.

As Governor Warmoth's acts were not
in any manner before the court or the
public, they should not have been lugged
into the controversy. He represeted the
sovereign power of the State, in prosecut-
ing a notorious malefactor, and it was
the duty of all good citizens, and espe-
cially of the press, to reudér him every
aid and assistance in arriving at the truth.
Publishing false accusations against his
character as a man was not the way to do
this. The Bee probably acted from mo-
tives of spite, being blinded by partisan
rancor to the justice of the case. For
even if the Governor and all the prosecut-
ing witnesses had been as bad as Wick-
liffe, and as bad as the Bee asserted, it
would net have justified the Democratic
Judge, District Attorney and pressin their
successful efforts to screen the guilty Wick-
liffe. A higher court than Judge Abell’s
has since declared the peculating ex-
Anditor guilty of high crimes and wisde-
meanors, and the same high tribunal pa-
tiently investigated the charges of the
Ber and the other sympathizers of Wick-
liffe, and by the unanimous vote of the
House declared them to be without found-
ation. The Bee, therefore, in the interest
of an officer accused of crime, made
charges against the Governor in April,
which no man would substantiate under
oath before the House in February or
Murch of the following year. Even if the
Governor had been convicted, the Bee
could not have escaped the odium of
having aided and abetted Wickliffe in es-
caping for a time the punishment due to
his great offenses.

The friends of Wickliffe, including his
connsel, principal witnesses, the Demo-
cratic press, and himself, never made the
least attempt to establish his innocence
by disproving the charges sgainst him, or
explaining away suspicious cirenmstances,
but confined their united energies to re-
iterating, at every turn of the proceed-
ings, the wild fables against the Gover-
nor, invented by Wickliffe, and faithfully
echoed by the Bee. And now, when Gov-
ernor Warmoth charges home to it that it
virtually took Wickliffe's part, and tried
to belittle the sovereign State of Louisi-
ana, it indignantly denies its share in
that transaction, and reiterates the very
words it nsed at the time, and which con-
stitute the gravamen of i‘s offense.

We haye looked overa file of the Der,
ipublished in March, 1869, and find abuu-
dant evidence of its ** neutrality ™ in the
contest between the State of Louisiana
aud a notorious offender, then pending in
the Criminal Conrt. On the tweaty-eighth
day of March it gave the offender the
benefit of the following :

We donot propose to inquire into the le-
gality of the sction of the Goveruorin eject-
ing Mr. Wickliffe from his office and ap-
pointing a person to supply his pluce, be-
cansa we consider it is too clear for disputs
that Mr. Warmoth has no such power, and
that his l-nu-umling is » naked trespass. We
assume that he is the rightful Governor of
Louisianag and Mr. Wickliffe the rightful
Auditor of the State of Louisiana, which
many of our citizens deny.

The white population of Louisiana are
entirely eallous to thegesult, and don’t care
whether “Mossop wlfp Barry” or “Barry
whip Mossop.” They are in the situation
of the on-lookers at the fight of the Kil-
keuny cats, and would Lave no ecause to
weep if the combatants scratched each
other's eyes ont.

Now, as to the result of thia quarrel
among our State officers, we repeat, we ars
not solicitous. Neither of them were placed
in the positions they occupy by a fair ex-
ression of the lawful voters of Louisiana.
Neither of them haa performed his functions
under a senses of responsibilit who
have the right to rule Louis

Now we recollect having seen some such
neutrality as this during the rebellion.
Men stood around with their handsin
their pockets declaring they did not take
sides, nor care which conquered —the gov-
ernment to which they owed allegisnce
or the wicked men who were attempting
to destroy it. So with the great States’
rights organ in New Orleaus. It was in-
different whether Louisiana caught and
punished a thief who bhad been robbing
her, or the thief escaped, with a decided
inclination to hurrah for the escaping fugi-
tive. The result of this sublime neutrali-
ty was that the juries let Wickliffe go
free until his career was stopped short by
a Republican Legislature. There are

Ex-Governor Cox has retired from the
cabinet of President Grant, and Mr.
Delano succeeds to the portfolio of the
Interior Department. As usual, the pub-
lic has Dbeen treated to all manner of
reasons for the chagge, some of whichare
imaginary, and some of which are real.
The red-hot Demoerats, as a matter of
conrse, declare that there is o hidden
cause of quarrel behind this act, and that
when it is made kuown to the country,
the popaular hair will stand on end. They
appeal to Mr. Cox to unbosom himself of
the horrid secret which he holds against
the President, and their appeal is backed
by certain aliuring promises of future
favor, which might move any Demoerat
to rend his soul of ail, and more than all,
of its grief, at the offending head of the
government. The “‘honest secratary."” the
“immovable officer,” the ‘‘unbought
statesman,” are terms of endearment
which fall from the oppesition press upon
Mr. Cox like snow flakes; and he is sug-
gested as the most suitable man for the
presidency in 1872, or for Governor of
Ohio in 1871, or rond superintendent im-
mediately, by his new and ardent admir-
ers. Notwithstanding that he has beaten
them at the polls, has denounced their
political heresies from the Lustings, and
bas cornered them in a thousand ways, he
is the present sun toward which all Dem-
ocratic suntflowers turn in praise and ex-
hortation. M. Cox can have all that Le
wants if he will only betray the President.
Just let him report some horrid scandal
from Washington against his former col-
leagues, and the favor of the Democracy
shall be his. It is the old tale of a bar-
gain for dishonesty. As if Mr. Cox, or
any other man of sense or honor, could
uot sce through all this deception and
sham, that it is & base and cunning offer
made to induce him to say something on
which both his own enemies and those of
bis friends might fasten to defume the
Republican party with.

Secretary Cox and President Grant dif-
fered about a plain matter of official duty.
The coutroversy which was the imme-
diate cause of the resignation, had
nothing to do with the assessment of the
clerks in the Interior Department for po-
litical purposes. There was some coun-
troversy on this subject, but it had been
amicably arranged so that the clerks were
left to their own option whether they
contributed to the expenses of the cam-
paign or not. Mr. Cox had iusisted.on
this arrangement, and in deference to Lis
opinious on the subject of civil reform,
the Republican Central Committes eon-
sented to accept of his pulicy in the mat.
ter of collecting contributions from the
employes of the various depuariments
And it is well, as we go along, to uote
that this is the breaking up of auother
Damoeratic custom by the Republican
party. Ever since the days of Audrew
Jackson, or rather ever since the forma-
tion of the regular plundering Democratic
party, it has been a well settled rule that
the office Lholders were subject to assess-
ment for political purposes, and in de-
fault of payment the guillotine wus tie
next best remedy.  Under the regulation
adopted at Washington now, clerks are
to Le voluntary coutributors according to
their abiiity and disposition.

To retum to the resignation of Secre-
tary Cox, bLowever, that act originated
from a difference of opinion about a pri-
vate land claim Leld by one MeGarmban.
All of our readers are familinr with the
old Spanish land grant litigation in Texas
and California. It appears that there are
certain quicksilver mines in California
worked by the New Idrin Mining Cows-
pany. MeGarmban claims the land un-
der an old Spanish grant, and the com-
pany claim it by virtue of pre-emption
titles. Patents have never been issued to
either of these claimants, because the
case has been befors the courts. Me
Garrahan's title was submitted to the
Land Commission in California and ap-
proved, but being appealed to the Su-
preme Court, was coudemned as worthless.
Thereupon, the New Idria Mining Com-
pany appealed to the Land Office fora

patent, and deposited the necessary
amount of money to for the lund.
McGarraban appeal 35 to per-
fect his title, and it der con-
sideration.  The Ju Committee

directed the Secretary of the Interior not
to issue any patent while Congress was
investigating the matter. The Secretary
promised to respect the request of the
Judiciary Committee, and General Grant
was & party to this promise. He engaged
that the departmgnt should do nothing
while the case was before the national
investigation. Secretary Cox had taken a
deep prejudice against the MeGarrahan
claim, and after Congress adjourned he
was importuned to disregard his promise
to the Judiciary Committee by issuing
a patent to the New Idrin Mining Com-
pany. He adopted this suggestion so far
as to give the necessary order to
Commissioner Wilson, but the President
being informed of the design, promptly
requested the Secretary to desist out of
respect to the request of the Judiciary
Committee. Mr. Cox replied thut he
would either have to be allowed toissue
the patent or he would be forced to resigu.
The President promptly replied that,
however much he might regret to part
with his Secretary, he should iusist on al-
lowing the matter in coutroversy to stand
until Congress disposed of it. This is ull.
Itisnot a very remarkable quarrel. It
develops nothing but a difference of opin-
ion about promises: and if it is sifted
down to a point the President has nothing
to right except the loss of his Secretary,
if even that can be considered a loss
when he has®so many able men to se-
leet a successor from, and when Mr.
Cox is wanted in Ohio to give
strength to the party,

It was manifestly proper that the patent
in this case should not issue to either
party while the matter was before Con-
gress, and after a promise had been given
to the Judiciary Committee that it should
notissue. IfMr. Cox had desired to act
on his own judgment, he should have sig-
nified such a desire to Mr. Bingham when
the request was made to have action de-
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larly was it proper that this patent should
have been held quiet, after the Secretary
knew that the word of the President was
given that it should be.

If the public can see where General
Grant has committed any faunlt in comply-
ing with the written request of Congress,
particularly after he bad promised to do
50, we shall be at the commencement ofa
new lesson in morality. And if the Dem-
ocrats make anything out of Secretary
Cox on this aceount, it will be duly cred-
ited to their rather meagre list of pre\s-.-ut
assets. .

ON CARONDELET STREET.

For many reasouns, business of all kinds
was stupidly dull yesterday. One
may be mentioned as operating with a
few of the cheerful and jocund brokers:
being forced against their will, by the
orders from Council, to obey that Serip-
tural injunetion to *‘touch not, tasto not,
handle not,” during the whole of Mon-
day, they yesterday were too ready to
listen to that other persuasion from the
same book, to **drink no louger water,
but use a little wine for thy stomacl's
sake.” Let it not be inferred from this
that any “‘saw througha glass darkly.”
Other brokers, slightly inclining to poli-
tics, and having penchant for the party
that seemed yesterduy to be other than
the winning, were wmourning for their
friends, who fully now understand the
phrase, ‘‘many are called, but few ure
chosen.” Possibly some may Lave at
length deterrhined to be no longer “‘greedy
of filthy lucre;” Lut this is hardly a sup~
posable case on Carondelet. And yet it
is certain that some there have been suffi-
ciently successful to be prepared to adopt
any such holy admonition. Oune respecta-
ble broker, for example, is known to have
cleared over $50,000 by the rise in Bar-
barin Gas Light stock, and he did not
hold very many shares either. For, less
than a month ago, 385 wasa fair quota-
tion for this stock, and few wanted to
buy it at that. Yesterday it brought from
$185 to $195 per share, and everybody is
anxious to buy it.

But the rule here in speculation seems
to be, to speculate in high prices; that is
to buy when things are high, in the ex-
pectation of their rising still Ligher
There may be much gain in it, but there
is great risk. To be safe in buying a
stock that has already greatly advanced,
it must be got rid of immediately. The
last holder is generally a dupe.

No sales of real estate are being made
now by Carondelet dealers; but so soon
a5 election excitement is over, active
trade in this line may be looked for.

Thera was a meeting of the direetors of
the Mississippi Valley Navigation Cowm-
pauy at their rooms, 115 Caroudelet, yes-

terday. but nothing of importance to the
publit was transacted.  On the thind
Monday of next month the stockholders
hold their annual meeting for the election
of directors. What is being done by this
cowpany to carry out the plans whick so
many prominent commercial men and
boards of trade in eities of the West and
South have so strongly indorsed during
the past three years, is not at present ap-
parent to the public.  But there are too
many of the better men in our midsteon-
nected with this corporate body which
has its domicil **on Carondelet™ iu the
Crescent City to permit a doubt as to its
nltimate success. Its originator, Captain
DeHaven, now in the city, isa power in
himself—a Westerner who is wide awake,
and like all other intelligent Westerners,
he knows and declares New Orleans to be
the natural basin or rendezvous of the
West and South, and the depot for hand-
ling and transportation of freight. His
plans have had the indorsement of our
most prominent New Orleans commercial
men. The movements of this company
will be noted hereafter. Monday night
one hundred and four shares of ity stock
sold at three dollars, while two hundred
shares yesterdny brought three dollars and
twenty-five cents.
