Local Intelligence.
A F ew  Com m ercial  T ransactions— 

Hwe to Do Businest and Hone Not To.—On 
the third of last September, F. C. Mahan. 
ex-Tax Collector, made an affidavit before 
Recorder Houghton, charging S. C. Emloy 
and F. J. Emley, as a commercial firm, with 
the crimes of embezzlement and breach of 
trust, the amount directly involved being 
$6000. The examination commenced yes- 
terday,*when the following testimony was 
•elicited:

F. C. Mahan stated that on the twenty- 
fifth of September, 1869, be entered into a 
partnership for the purpose of transacting 
a commission business, for which he was to 
put in $25,000. (The articles of partnership 
were offered in evidence.) This firm was to 
continue five years; witness proposed to 
comply with the terms immediately; wit­
ness proposed to put in the whole amount 
of the capital reauired by him, and the 
Messrs. Emley tola witness that he need 
not put in the whole amount; witness put 
in $15 ,000; does not know how much the 
Messrs. Emley put in; the books show that: 
Mr. Lombardi was the book-keeper of the 
firm; he was employed by witness in ac­
cordance with the articles of partnership; 
the firm of Emley, Mahan At Co. was dis­
solved on the first of September. 1870. by 
• mutual consent; witness was to settle the 
affairs of the firm, make the collections and

£ay the debts; there was an agreement that 
lr. Lombardi, the book-keeper, should pre­

pare a statement of the books, and that Mr. 
Penniman was to assist Mr. Lombardi; that 
statement was made, one by Mr. Lombardi 
and the other by Mr. Penniman, as agreed 
on; those statements were furnished me as 
liquidator of the firm by Messrs. Lombardi 

. and Penniman; those statements show a cash 
balance remaining in the hands of the ac­
cused of $6210 67; witness made a demand 
on the Messrs. Emley at different times for 
for the money as liquidator; the demands 
were made, the first verbal, the second in 
writing; the demands made for the docu­
ments filed in evidence, were not complied 
with by the accused; witness was introduc ed 
to Mr. Emley by Jeseph H. Willson: witness 
put $15,000 m cash into the firm: Mr. Em- 
fey had not famished witness auv money: 
Mr, Lombardi, book-keeper, was employed 
by me; Mr. Charleton was previously in the 
house as book-keeper, and was retained 
afterward in the house as a clerk; he was 
not retained by witness; witness did not 
know in what capacity Charleton was until 

. after the dissolution of the firm: Mr. Lom­
bardi wa3 to act as cashier also; after the 
dissolution, witness was informed that Mr. 
Charleton was the cashier; does not 1 relieve 
Mr. Lombardi had any control over the 
cash; it is customary for the book-keeper of 
well regulated firms to act as cashier; the 
Messrs. Emley have not accounted to me 
for the money that I put into the firm; wit­
ness has knowledge that false entries were 
made in the hooks per S. Davis.

Cross-examination—The style of the 
house previous to witness becoming a part­
ner was Emley Sc, Co.; after witness went in 
•it became Emley, Malian & Co.; the partners 
were the two Emleys and witness; witness

fiat in, first, five thousand dollars, and, a 
ew days after, put in ten thousand dollars 

more; the business was a comjnission busi­
ness, and a part of it advancing money on 
bills of lading; witness is not a book-keeper; 
witness knows the money was appropriated 
bv the Messrs. Emley from the trial balance 
of the hooks; does 'not know whether his 
book-keeper kept his hooks correct or no t; 
witness demanded a settlement about the 
Lime of dissolution; witness received twenty 
dollars one time; another time about thir­
teen dollars in counterfeit currency and mu­
tilated bills; a letter accompanied these 

. amounts, making a statement; I rejected the 
sums.

Mr. C. Lombardi testified: Was book­
keeper, keeping journal aud ledger: the 
books now in court are the ones I kept; 
(both offered in evidence). I made the en­
tries and paged two of the journals on Oc­
tober 1, 1869; made the entry crediting F. 
C. Mahan and F. G. Emley with the amount 
of fifteen thousand Iline hundred dollars 
and seventv-one cents; made the entry by 

.direction of S. C. Emley; credited S. C. Em­
ley with six thousand two hundred dollars 
in bills receivable; do not know whether the 
money wa« put in or not; beard one ot the 
Emleys (do not not know wliieh) say that 
some of that money was in New 1 ork. ready 
to be drawn, newer hoard either of the Em­
leys sav that they did not have fifteen 
thousand dollars; told Mr. Mahan that 
mv impression was that it was not put in ; 
Mahan told me to call on those gentlemen 
*nd ascertain where the money was. and I 
think he said to have it turned over to nie : 
I  then called on the gentlemen, and they 
made the reply already given, that the 
money was in New York : certain entries, 
enumerated, purpose to he money taken out 
by S. C. ana F. J. Emley and charged to 
them; all those entries were given to me by 
F, J. Emley, and entered at his request; 
total amount of those entries, $20.9/ 5 88; 
witness thinks Emley told him something 
about a writ of seizure bein» issued against 
diimself was the cause of making that entry; 
to the knowledge of witness, the entries re­
ferred to were not made in any of the other 
books kept by witness; these amounts en­
tered on page 247 should appear on the 
<cash hook on the respective dates; 
•witness never saw a regular cash 
hook, and does not know that one was 
kep t; in conversation with those gentlemen 
I have referred once or twice to their turn­
ing over to me the cash belonging to Emley, 
Mahan At C'o., in order that I might keep a 
a cash book; the Emleys replied that they 
had to make some arrangements about the 
•cash to be drawn in New York, or some­
thing to that effect, and when they had 
made that up they would tarn it over to me; 
they never turned it aver to me; witness 
made the trial balance; the cash is $6210 67; 
according to the books, as they stood, that 
•amount should have been on hand at the 
«ii—nlnfipn; Mr. never instructed me
to make any of thooe entries. An account

with Ladd & Davis, Chicago, was opened 
on the fonrteehth of October, 1869: it ex­
tended to July 22, 1870; sent Ladd & Davis 
nineteen different accounts; signed them 
Emley, Mahan Sc Co., per Lombardi; about 
the twenty-fifth of September, I wrote a 
letter, which was signed by Mahan, to Ladd 
At Davis, informing them of the dissolution 
of the finn; witness knows that consign­
ments of flour were received from Ladd At 
Davis; accounts were rendered as Emley, 
Mahan At Co., sometime after the forma­
tion of the linn, consignments came to 
Emley At Co.: witness knows notliing about 
investing the funds in Slaughterhouse stock.

\V. Van Nonleu testified that he is a mer­
chant in this city; is Vice-President of the 
Louisiana Savings Hank; knows the Messrs. 
Emley’s; Fletcher Emley, in October, 1869, 
applied to me to discount a note of $-tW0, 
which was not to he drawn, but the pro­
ceeds to be placed to his credit on his bank 
book; impression of witness is, that Mr. 
Emley said he would like the note dis­
counted, as he had formed a new firm, and 
wanted the proceeds of the note to appear 
to his credit on tho books of the hank; 
thinks it was an accommodation note; 
Fletcher Emley drew one thousand dollars 
about two weeks afterward, with consent ot 
the bank.

One other witness, an employe ol Emley 
Ac Co., was lyard, and most of his evidence 
was not materially different from the others.

Messrs. G. H. Braun, J. II. New and A. 
A. Atoclia for the prosecution. J. R. Beck­
with for defense.

The ease was not completed yesterday, 
the State having one more witness. To­

T ragedy  on t h e  R iv er—A Bar-keeper 
Killed.—The steamboat Tahlequah, which 
arrived here early yesterday morning, 
brought the body of the late Edward Moore, 
who owned the bar on that vessel. Cap­
tain Blanks makes the following statement:

Wednesday, altout dark, when the boat 
was near Little Prairie Landing, on Black 
river, Lacroix had demanded credit at the 
bar, which Moore refused. Lacroix then 
borrowed some money, aud paid his account 
and left the bar. A few minutes afterward 
he entered the bar-room again, when Moore 
showed him out, lie having been very noisy. 
Lacroix then told the second clerk that 
Moore had drawn a bottle on him, and if he 
denied it he told a falsehood. Moore then 
stepped up and threw a tumbler at Lacroix's 
heath Moore ojiencd the drawer anil 
took out two derringers, and stood in the 
door leading from tlia bar to the cabin. 
After Lacroix found that he was hurt with 
the glass he asked: “Did he (Moore) hurt 
lue r  Somebody said yes, and one or two 
friends took hold of liim when he got a pis­
tol from somebody: Lacroix during the me­
lee had got out t>f the front door,on the 
boiler deck, turned and said to au old man, 
Mr. Beard: “Uncle Billy, get out of the 
way, I am coining:” Beard stepped out of 
the'way immediately, when Lacroix fired 
at Moore, the ball taking effect in the bulk­
head near the door of the bar. Captain 
Blanks, not knowing that Moore had a pis­
tol. stepped between the men, when Moore 
tired, the hall going through the two coats, 
drawers and two shirts of the captain, be­
low the right coat pocket, without inflicting 
auv wound.

Moore then retreated out of the bar into 
the cabin, and, at a distance of about tell 
paces, was tired at bv Lacroix, the hall 
iiitting him in the hack, about two inches 
left of the backbone, passing through the 
stomach. Moore fell on his hands and 
knees, and was taken by Mr. William Goss, 
the second clerk, to his room.

Lacroix was sent out of the front door by 
Captain Blanks, who took his pistol away 
from him. The boat having just made, the 
lauding at Little Prairie, Lacroix escaped 
on shore. He is a young planter, a half- 
brother of Mr. Bronson, who was also ou 
board.

Moore resided in this city, and was a 
married man. He is about thirty years old, 
and always bore a very good reputation for 
being polite aud attentive, and had a large 
circle of friends. He is a son of the late 
Captain L. Moore, who died dnring the 
war.

Dr. Cullum was sent for, and got on hoard 
about fifteen miles below Little Prairie 
binding, and did all in his dower to save 
the wounded man, who died about twenty- 
six hours after being shot.

T h e  Kochereau  Bo bbery—Confirmation 
of ovr Rejtorts.—The examination of Pierre 
Bertin or Bertrand and Jean Captleville. ac­
cused of having blown open the safe and 
robbed the store of Messrs. Boehereau Sc. 
Co., St. Louis street, of an immense quantity 
of valuables, commenced yesterday before 
Becorder Stacs. The evidence,-as given by 
Superintendent Badger, special officers 
Malone, Smith and Pecora, and two gentle­
men of the firm of Messrs. Rochereau Ac. Co., 
fully confirms the statements made by us 
the day after the burglary. Only a few un­
important additional new tacts were elicited. 
Two essential facts were established—that 
the store was robbed, and that a portion of 
the stolen property-was fonnd in the pos­
session of tho accused shortly after the rob. 
bery. The face value of the property recov­
ered by the police sums up nearly $147,000, 
a large portion of which consists of negotia­
ble paper.

Mr. Pierre Crabites, one of the firm, testi­
fied that on Sunday morning, October thir­
tieth, when lie entered the store he fmmd 
his own cash box on the floor, broken open 
aud despoiled of abdht $ 130 in gold, part 
Mexican aud part French gold. There were 
also some rare foreign coins, about $250 in 
United States treasury notes, three or four 
city bonds—one of $500 and, the others of 
$50 each—some mortgage notes, and some 
$50 Confederate bonds, some duplicates of 
drafts on France. When witness was told 
by the police that he could fix the strewn 
papers, he found his mortgage notes and 
bonds, but none of the balance of his pro' 
perty, which also included a pair of gold 
sleeve buttons, not mentioned before.

It was found impossible to finish the ex­
amination, ■ therefore a postponement was 
made until to-day, when one or two more 
witnesses will be heard.

D emanding  A rms.—Thursday night, af­
ter the Clay Statue fizzle-meeting adjourned 
in spots, quite a rabble visited the armory 
of the Louisiana Legion, Carondelet street, 
and demanded arms. This violent demand 
was made on General Mason, who most em­
phatically informed the applicants that 
they could not have a bayonet, aud advised 
them to retire orderly. Indeed, if a retreat 
hail not been perfected as soon as it was, 
something forcible would probably have oc­
curred.

Toward midnight another straggling ral>- 
ble approached Canal street, through Bour­
bon street, seemingly intent on mischief. 
The police questioned some of the party, 
and arrested a few. Mr. Eugene Waggaman 
was in the crowd, but when approached by 
some one in authority, stated that he was 
not in company with the mob, but was sim­
ply passing just at the time.. On that 
averment he was not interrupted father.

Only a Slip o r  the Bell.—Last night, 
when the hell in the Lafayette church was 
rung for nine o'clock, the machinery, which 
is old and worn, failed to respond to the 
telegraper’s touch properly. Instead of 
striking nine times, the cogs slipped, 
tapping the bell fifteen times rather faster 
than is usual in tolling the hour. This 
rather startled the operator, Henry Stouder, 
who, at first, was unable to comprehend the 
difficulty. However, he was not the only 
person confused, for citizens and a number 
of militiamen congregated about City Hall, 
inquiring the cause, most bf them supposing 
that it was a signal of some kind for a gen­

eral turn-out for a riot Brother disturbance. 
As nothing occurred to mar our city's peace, 
and as there was no running to and fro of 
excited men, all was serene when the last 
echo died away on the soft air. But it 
shows how a simple accident will excite a 
populace during election times.

C rim inal  Co ur t .—James Wilson, con­
victed ot larceny, was sentenced to serve 
ten days in the Parish Prison.

Virginia Jackson and Aaron Thompson, 
charged with stealing eighty-nine dollars 
from N. Delano, were acquitted.

The. rule for a new trial taken for W. T. 
Dunlap, alias J. E. Harris, convicted of 
forgery, was made absolute, and a new trial 
granted.

A B old  B obbery  in  D aytim e .—About 
eleven o’clock yesterday morning, two men 
quietly entered the hardware store of Mr. 
Schaffer, No. 9 Front Levee street, between 
Hospital and Ursulines streets, and priced 
goods. Inquiring for stoves, they were 
takcu to a rear room, and while there these 
two ineu struck Mr. Schaffer, not only 
knocking him down, hut heating him after­
ward, so violently that he became senseless. 
They then robbed him of his gold watch, 
chain and other valuable articles. Having 
accomplished these outrages, they walked 
out of the store unmolested. Mr. Schaffer 
was sent home, pretty badly bruised.

The Norfolk Riot.
We eopv the following special dispatch to 

the Chicago 'Tribune :
Washington, November 5.—Fuller re­

ports from Norfolk, regarding the late riot 
there, show that the whole thing was de­
liberately planned, with the view to kill the 
principal participants in tho Republican 
meeting there. Seoretary Robeson was as­
saulted, during his speech, by sticks and 

•other missiles, which, however, did him no 
injury. His remarks all through were of a 
kindly and conciliatory character, princi­
pally congratulating the people on the re­
turn of peace, and the prosperity that 
awaited that war-blighted section in the 
near future. The crowd confined itself to 
these demonstrations, until Professor Langs 
ton. of Howard University, commenced to 
speak, when the rioters became very hold, 
and after calling him all kinds of insulting 
names, commenced to tear the torches anil 
banners from the hands of their bearers, 
and to strike those who held them with 
various weapons.

One colored man had his head split open 
Five shots were fired at Professor Langston 
by a man who stood up and took deliberate 
aim each time. W. J. Hodges, a colored 
member, of the constitutional convention, 
was shot in the hand, and afterward badly 
beaten. Two other colored men were shot 
bv the police, who fired upon the crowd 
which attempted to flee. When the riot 
commenced, Mr. Cole, a white man, and a 
Republican, was shot through the neck, and 
has since died. Mr. McCloud, brother of 
the Inspector of Customs, was shot in the 
wrist and arm. Johu T. Daniels, an old 
citizen of Norfolk, a prominent business 
man, also Republican, was shot through the 
head, and narrowly escaped death. The 
Mayor was absent from the city, and in his 
absence, the reckless and irresponsible urged 
on the rioters and district police to assist 
them. Troops have since been aent from 
Washington to restore order, and to be 
preeent at the approaching election,
