THE OTHER DEMOCRATIC RIOT

P r o o f  Against t l i e  C r i m i n a l s

Wfl present below a A w proofs of the ori­
gin end nature of the troubles that recently 
took place at Donaldsonville, in eonnection 
with the recent State election.

The matter in brief was that, from threats 
made before the elect ion by leading Demo­
crats, and from indications on the day of 
the election, the Supervisor of Registration 
bad every reason to believe that a riot 
would occur, in the course of which the 
ballot-boxes would be carried off and de­
stroyed, or, at any rate so treated that the 
election would be invalidated. It was un­
der these circumstances that the Supervisor 
of Registration, Dr. Hunsaker, deter­
mined to establish bis office on tlie oppo. 
site side of the river, at Marchand’s 
place, where the votes could be counted in 

• .-DJSObnbb* safety. For this purpose the 
' Commissioners of Election were ordered by 
the registrar to convey the ballot-boxes to 
Marchand's place. It was then that the 
Democrats firmed and made threatening 
demonstrations and declarations that hlood 
should be shed before the ballot boxes 
could be touched, and in fact took virtual 
possession of them, with the evident inten­
tion to deprive the officers appointed by law 
of all control over them.

Under these circumstances Supervisor 
Hunsaker sent to the chief constable, David 
Fisher, a requisition ®f which the following 
is a copy, and which explains itself:

' "To Mr. David Fisher, Thiel' 1'oii.t.vble of the par­
ish of Ascension, and to all law -abiding citizens 
of the parish:

t  “ You are hereby requested to take with 
you sufficient force to protect the Commis­
sioners of Election appointed by me, and 
assist them in bringing to my office the 
ballot-boxes which are now forcibly detained 
at the court-house in - Dounldsonville, so 
that the votes may be counted; and also post 
a sufficient guard over luy office to preserve 
the peace.

The two following affidavits will give a 

««lear idea of with whom the difficulty ori­
ginated :

State of Louisiana, Parish of Ascension.— 
Personally appeared before me. the under­
signed authority, Harriy Squire, who, being 
duly sworn, deposes and says:

“That I was appointed one of the deputy 
constables on tho seventh day of November 
to guard the ballot box at the Fourth Ward 
on the day of election; everything passed off 
quietly that day tho polls where I was 
stationed. On the following day, the eighth 
of November, Felix Reyn and came to me and 

- said to me. let ns leave these boxes and go 
and take guns and shoot against them other 
men from coming over the river, on this 
side, to take the boxes, that is taking out­
rights. Felix Reynaud and Sam Fields were 
the first two men to take arms to run to tlie 
river to stop the men from coming over the 
ferry, to take boxes; they started the whole 
uproar, and the town became excited. I 
did not leave my poll. They started from 
Morris Mark’s office with their guns. Tlie 
guns came out of Morris Mark's office; when 
they went to the river I told them not to 
go, let them take them into tlie skiff if they 
wanted to. They said I did not know what 
was in them boxes. I saved Fisher's life on 
Monday night, ns I took him out of a crow d, 
armed with sticks and pistols, deretniined 
upon hiking his life.

4* These ballot-boxes shall not be taken 
away from the courthouse; if anybody does 
take them, he will have to take them over 
one hundred dead bodiesThis on tlie 
seventh November, 1870.

On Tuesday, the eighth day of Novem­
ber, I heard Felix Rvenaud say that " not a 
man elected on the Republican ticket in this 
election should ever serve in this parish 
whilst he. lived.” On the same day I saw 
Sam Fields and Felix Reynaud with sixteen- 
shooting rifles, on horseback, riding up and 
down the road, telling the people if they did 
not go back into Donaldsonville the}’would 

‘ blow light boles through them.
Ou Monday night, the day of tlio elec­

tion, Morris Marks said in trout of the 
courthouse that these ballot-boxes should 
not leave the courthouse on no considera­
tion. and we ought to raise two hundred 
men and go over the river and take these 
boxes on the other side and bring them over.

The two following affidavits conclusively 

prove that the only violence and defiance of 
law was the work of the Democrats:
■ State of Louisiana, Parish of Ascension.— 
Personally appeared before me, tin- under­
signed authority, Isliaui Smith, who being 
duly sworn, deposes and says:

On the eighth day of November, 1870, the 
day after the election, I was called upon by 
David Fisher, thief constable of the parish 
of Ascension, to go with him to afford pro­
tection to the Commissioners of Election, 
and escort them with the ballot-boxes from 
the courthouse at Donaldsonville to the 
office of the Supervisor of Registration at 
the Mure hand place. We came over the 
river to Donaldsonville about eleven o'clock 
A. >1. When we landed at the warehouse, 
Felix Reynaud, Sam Fields, Morris Marks 
and Loivnco tiumo were at the ferry land­
ing, and they came running; Gumo beck­
oning others" to come on. When lie came 
up he asked the boys “what did they .gome 
for,” and ordered us to ground arms; we 
did so. and some of the boys broke and ran, 
when Sam Fields cries "Shoot them!” several 
times, when Lorence Ouino raised his gun 
and shot Abraham Howell. Then Morris 
Marks caught mo by the collar and they 
marched us ofl to jail. They tried to kiil 
us, and Joseph Garsied wanted to shoot us 
anyhow: and Bart Scheram tried to shoot 
ns, also. They put us in jail. Tom Brady 
had a shot-gun, raising the excitement 
around the jail. There were about fifty 
persons in the crowd of conspirators anil 
rioters.

On the eighth day ot November, 1870, the 
day after the election, I was appointed by 
chief constable David Fisher as a deputy 
under him, and proceeded with him to the 
ferry opposite Donaldsonville. I crossed 
the ferry in a skiff with, aix other men on 
duty aa constables. Wo were ordered to 
come over to pretoot the commissioners of

the election and to escort them with the bal­
lot-boxes over to the office of the Supervisor 
of Registration, at the Marchand place. 
After we landed about, fifty men came run­
ning up with their arms cocked. Felix 
Reynaud cocked his sixteen-shooter and or­
dered us to ground arms; ho had two pistols 
ou him. We ground our arms and at the 
same time Abraham Howell turned and run 
in company with three others. Lorence 
Gumo called on Abraham Howell to halt, 
and Sam Fields told Lorence Gumo five 
times to shoot him, and Gumo raised his 
guu and tired, when Abraham Howell fell 
wounded. Then Morris Marks took us pris­
oners and marched us up to the jail house 
and put us in jail, and they put Milton Mor­
ris in jail. As we were being conducted 
alimg the street a man by the name of Bart 
Choram, a bar-keeper, wanted to shoot us 
anyhow. Felix Reynaud was anxious to 
shoot. Saul Fields ami Tom Brady were 
urging the thing ou, and they wanted to 
come in jail and kill us. 1 was kept in jail 
one day.

Here are three more affiduv its. which still 
further prove where the violence and re­
sistance of law began:

State of Louisiana, parish of Ascension.— 
Personally appeared before me, the under­
signed authority, Robert Noel. Being ap­
pointed constable by the Supervisor of 
Election, for Poll No. 4, Fourth Ward, the 
supervisor requested me to see the ballot- 
box sealed and delivered to him; also, to 
see the ballot-box of the .Second Ward was 
scaled and delivered; the same being late 
and not able to hand it over, as directed, to 
the supervisor, I was obliged to leave it at 
the courthouse for safety until delivery the 
next morning, purposing to remain all night 
at the courthouse to protect the boxes. 
Felix Reynaud and Sam Fields came in and 
asserted the ballot-boxes should not leave 
the courthouse; also, that they would like
to see the ---  remove thorn; Sam Fields
stating at tlie same time the d— thieves only 
wanted to tamper and stuff tlie boxes. I 
handed him the election laws to read. He 
said d— your laws. They next went to 
see lawyers Sims and Lawes to know if they 
could assert their right to hold them. i>n 
their return they agreed not to interfere 
with the boxes until a report could he for­
warded to the supervisor. After the above 
agreement they said they wonld be d—if the 
boxes should leave this place, if they should 
die for it. Immediately I met Milton Morris 
coming for the boxes. I told him it was 
doubtful if he would get them. As soon us he 
presented himself, the Reynaud and Fields
Carty arrested him, the said Morris, anil put 
iin in prison. They also appeared to be 

controlling an armed body of men to secure 
their own purpose. When the supervisor 
sent a guard across the river they were 
tired upon by the Reynaud and Fields party, 
and one man’s leg broken, and carried 
ashore dying, tlie balance of the party put 
in prison by Reynaud and Field? party: 
Felix Reynaud, Sam Fields, Charley 
Younger, Charley Overkamp, Louis Lefuu. 
Laurence Gomez Montan, Joe Lefan, An­
toine Rhoderiek.

The next day after tin* election, the eighth 
of Novemlier, 187(1, I saw Milton Morris 
couio over the river at the ferry, and he said 
that tlie supervisor had ordered the poll- 
boxes to he taken over the river to his office, 
as lie said that Felix Reynaud and Morris 
Marks and Sam Fields said they be d—d 
if they would not die before these boxes 
should move from the courthouse. Some 
one then said that a flatboat, loaded wiili 
men, was coming over the river, and when lie 
said that, Felix Reynaud, Marks and Fields, 
and others, rail and got their arms and went 
down to tin l iver. A skiff' eaine over first, 
with several men in it. and when they 
landed, 1 looked toward the river; I saw a 
mail tire a gun; 1 think the man was 
Lorence Gumo. as lie was the only man 1 
saw ]s)iiititig a gen. I then ran down to 
the landing with some other colored uieu, 
and we found it colored mail lying on the 
ground, shot. We put him in a cart and sent 
him to the. rear of the town. At this time, 
there was a large crowd of white men 
standing upon the. levee, with arms in their 
hands. In ibis crowd I recognized Reynaud, 
Fields. Gumo, Marks, Sam Alamo, Charles 
Oherkampf. The flat loaded with men 
turned hack when tlie tiling commenced. I 
was acting as Deputy Constable under ap­
pointment of the Chief Constable.

THEATRICAL AND OPERATIC.

The theatrical season in this city can 
now be said to be in full operation. The 
Academy, as usual, led the other theatres 
by six or seven weeks, and was followed by 
tlie St. Charles. On the eighth instant the 
Varieties opened its doors, and the last to 
commence was the New Opera House, on 
Thursday last, with* Halevy's grand opera 
of “The Jewess.” From what we have al­
ready witnessed, the indications are in favor 
of our theatre Juanagers,who display in the 
aggregate better talent than dining preced­
ing years. The only building that has un­
dergone any important improvement this 
year is the old 8t. Charles, whose proprietor, 
after a long period of regrettable procrasti­
nation, lias finally indulged in some ex­
pense toward the accommodation of its 
patrons, and tho result is that the Old 
Drury now contains the most comfortable 
auditorium and Ls able to seat more specta­
tors than- any other theatre in the city. Un­
fortunately, the protracted existence of 
yellow fever had retarded the influx of 
strangers into the city, and the return to 
their home of a large number of our resi­
dent population. llie consequence 
lias been thin houses everywhere, 
with the exception of the Academy 
of Music, whose proprietors possess 
the tact ot constantly renewing tlieir at­
tractions and a liberality and science in ad­
vertising, which might be imitated by 
others. For who has not admired the costly 
illustrated posters issued periodically from 
this theatre to announce the advent of a 
new company or new stars. Mediocrity 
sometimes follow these flaming posters, but 
the object has been attained. The first 
nights find the auditorium well filled: the 
outlay is returned in round dollars, and if, 
during the balance of the “engagement,” 
tlie house is not crowded nightly, it still 
pays a handsome profit.

During tho week that has just closed the 
Academy has invested in the legitimate with 
success. The production of the comedy of 
••The Lancers” has introduced to our public 
a company of English performers, whose 
delivery and stvle-of acting was somewhat 
foreign to these parts, and there was marked 
hesitation at becoming accustomed to them. 
Still the theatre did a tine business, for this 
hesitation was influenced in great part by 
individual criticism and no little coterie. A 
second hearing of the Academy's troupe 
dispels all prejudice. The merits of “The 
Lancers" rests principally upon its 
second act, which is rich in witty- 
repartee, exquisite situations running 
through-*.-! well written dialogue, evidently 
originating in the brain of a Frenchman; 
anil withal, entirely devoid of attempts nt 

i effect or the least objectionable expression 
' or motion. There is a dash and politeness 
I in this act which brines back pleasant niem- 
' ories of the choicest gems of the French 
aud English repertoin, with all their lint ly 
drawn emotional and comical eharacteris- 

j tics. The play is exceedingly well inter- 
I preted by Misses Louisa Moore, Johnson 
j and Biut. and Messrs. Charles Wyndham, 

Fitzpatrick, Edgar and Ryan a!! of whom 
have seemingly well studied their respective 
parts, and play \i itli the pride of genuine act­
ors. Bluster aud ranting are banished from 
their method, and the performance is ac­
complished in a delightful conversational 
style, spoken generally in good English 
Th---e artists seem also to fully appreciate 
the charms of by-play, and dispense a pro' 
fusion of this estimable accessory while per 
forming “ The Lancers.” We regret, how. 
ever, that we should have to find the greater 
faults in the leading jnembers of tlie 
company, Miss Moore and Mr. Wyndham. 
Nature has not boon liberal with them 
in tlie matter of voice. In the ordinary dia­
logue Miss Moore's voice is peculiar hut not 
disagreeable; it is even pleasant at times, 
owing to its childish character; bur when­
ever a display of power or emotion is re­
quired, her voice becomes refractory, aud 
its inflections blend with much difficulty- 
Add to this too little attention to distinct 
articulation. These deficiencies are still 
more apparent when she sings. Mr. Wynd- 
liani can also reproach Dame Nature for his 
defects of voice, and, besides, lias the had 
habit of speaking very often too fast. We 
advise these good artists to beware of the 
betrayals of nature that may he overcome 
by close attention. The managers of the 
Academy have exhibited in "Tue Lancers " 
no little enterprise, by introducing in the 
ilrawiug-room act one of the finest sets of 
rosewood furniture to he found in the city.

We urn pass t̂o the St. Charles. The 
Zavistowskis close tlieir engagement to­
night. If their present season has been as 
profitable as it should, considering the 
numerous friends of Christine, Emeline 
and Alice in this city, and tlieir established 
reputation as three of the most versatile 
and protean artists in the country, the 
managers have to blame themselves alone. 
The Zavistowskie opened with tlieir favorite 
business, the burlesque, and hut for the 
shameful “assistance'' given them, would 
have done a thriving business for the -St. 
Charles. With the exception of Miss Kate 
Singleton, that portion of the St. Charles 
stock that undertook to perform in 
tlie burlesque was a dead failure, 
and never were endeavors to make people, 
laugh so ridiculous, with probably the ex 
eeption of Mr. Daly, when he tried to play 
Mark Meddle at the Varieties si few even­
ings ago. The sisters have eventually ap­
peared iu the “ Tieket-of-Leave Man,’’ 
“ Dick Turpin and Tom King,” and the 
pretty afterpiece of “The Water Witches,” 
and a now play, “Found on a Door Step," 
written expressly for the Zavistowskis, a 
kind of melo drama, possessing the merit of 
being played by these Indies and aff ording 
an opportunity to Emeline to display her 
qualities as an ingenue and a coquette. In 
the two first named pieces they have received 
the valuable assistance of two censumate 
artists, Mesprs. Albuugh and Norton, but 
some of these performances have been 
marred hv the funny man, Quiulan. The 
burlesque, however, had created its 
impression upon the public, who 
thought that tho support of the Zavia- 
towski was still bad, and kept away from 
the theatre. This week, Mr. Lawrence Bar­
ret commences an engagement at the St. 
Charles with “Money,” a needful article 
just now.

At the opera, on Thursday, the opening 
night, there was a throng to witness the 
debut of a first tenor, Mr. Cazeaux, who 
nasselates considerably, but sings well and 
has plenty of longs. Mile. Rozes, prima 
donna soprano, a  fair volume of voice, easy 
in the upper register, but sang out of tone

from beginning to end, and was received 
coldly on that account. Mile. Naddi, chan- 
trust Uqgre, sings wellqvery little eompass of 
voice. Mr. Castelmary, a basso profnndo, 
singing more like a basso cantnnto; good 
sound; no color in tones. Tlie third basso, 
Mr. Dubose, and tho second barytone, Mr 
Thery, were very good.

The honors of the evening, however, be­
longed tÛ Ir. Keghel, light tenor, who pos­
sesses an excellent voice, sings with admira­
ble correctness, and Ls, apparently, a perfect 
musician. But we doubt that he will ever 
sing “Romeo,” or “Faust,” as it is said he 
can. But this was a first performance, and 
it would be unfair -to criticise too closely 
until another hearing. The lateness of the 
hour at which the performance closed last 
evening, prevents any further or extended 
comments.

The Varieties’ people, since the opening 
of this theatre, have indulged in comedy, 
drama, tragedy and burlesque, the latter 
being the only kind of performance t hat- 
lias paid. Shall wo accuse the patron? 
of the Varieties lor thLs exhibition of 
taste? Certainly not. Anil without, entering 
into lengthy reasons at present, we will 
simply ask the manager of the Varieties 
whether lie thinks he n* going to draw people 
to his theatre with Shnkspeare’s tragedy of 
“Maebetli” played entirely by a stock com­
pany. Was it had ? no! Was it good? no 
again. And “Macbeth” shonffl not be inter­
preted with mediocrity. Tho company en­
gaged by Mr. Buker is certainly the best 
that has been ou the boards of the Varieties 
this season, and we are willing to acknowl­
edge that he has the prettiest of women in 
his troupe. Vet we fail to discover many 
artists of real talent, and fear that Mr- 
Baker has sacrificed too much to the 
qnantity of personrl to the detri­
ment of art. In Mrs. Augusta L. Dargon 
we take pleasure in recognizing an artiste 
of high order. To-day, personating the am­
bitious marble heart Marco; to-morrow, the 
dashing, rollicking Txidy Gay Spanker, anil 
the next day, tlie deep, scheming Jstdy Mac­
beth. Mrs. Dargon undertakes everything, 
aud acquits herself of her onerous t.u-k with 
art. A good elocution, ever-moving fea­
tures, gestures graceful, full of emotion and 
no little power when required, such is the 
leading lady of the Varieties.

There is also Mrs. Emma Cline, who de­
serves much praise for her versatility, and 
the disposition she always evinces to per­
form her parts with distinction for herself, 
aud pleasure to her auditors. We will give 
more time and space to tlie Varieties next 
week, when Mr. Thorne, said to be the lion 

! of the company, shall have sufficiently re- 
! covered from his illness to permit a fair 
judgment of his merits.

Eighth D istric t Court.

He says lie has notified 
the said Harvey M. Dibble of liis intention 
to contest his light to hold said office.
J petitioner alleges that all tlie Republican 
tes cast for Dibble are illegal, because 

not printed or written on the back as di­
rected aud required by law. That tlie legal 
voters of the Second jmd Third Wards are 
Democratic by a large majority, and would 
have voted for petitioner as a unit, on ac­
count of liis being the regular nominee of 
the Democratic party as well as ou account 
of his personal popularity, being well known 
and liked by said voters. That petitioner 
also received a large number of votes from 
legal Republican voters, ou account of his 
personal popularity ami tlie friendship ex­
isting between him and them, of which 
votes he was, to a great extent, deprived by 
fraud

That all the Democratic voters who could 
and did vote east their votes for petitioner, 
and only those who could not do so through 
the illegal action of the Commissioners of 
Election and Supervisor and Assistant Su­
pervisors of Registration in said wards 
failed to vote.

The petition continues in about ten pages 
of foolscap to recite the reasons why he was 
defeated, and asks that after due proceed­
ings the plaintiff' bo declared duly elected 
to the office of Third Justice of the Peace. 
The plaintiff signs the petition in person. 

C hattanooga R a ilro ad  Case.

the public for years past, and that tho cor­
poration is not authorized under its grant 
or the law to take possession of and close 
said street ^

Washington, November 19.—Viscount 
Treilhard has had an unofficial interview 
with Secretary Fish, and will soon be re­
ceived as the successor of M. Berthemy.

It has been ascertained from the proper 
sources that no important correspondence 
lias recently occurred bearing on the Ala­
bama claims, or the Eastern question.

The following is the text of Russia’s note:
Tzarkok Si.U), October 20.—Baron—Iu 

making the communication to the principal 
Secretary of State of her Brittanic Majesty, 
presented to you by the orders of his Maj­
esty the Emperor, you will be good enough 
to make its import and objects clearly un­
derstood. When, at the commencement of 
the year 1866, a conli rence was talked of for 
the purpose, of prevejitingthe war then immi­
nent in Germany by the assembling of a 
congress, in discussing the basis of it with 
Earl Russell, yon were aide to point out to 
him the compensation, and the guarantees 
which certain eventualities of a nature to 
modify tlie statu quo existing in the East 
would render necessary to Russia.

This was recognized by Earl Russell with 
the utmost fairness. He did not deny that 
every alteration effected in the text and the 
spirit of the treaty of 1856 must lead to the 
revision of that document. Although these 
eventualities have not been realized. Isird 
Granville will not deny that that treaty has 
suffered grave modifications in one of its es­
sential parts, which can not but impress 
Russia that these modifications Rave not the 
factitious and hostile tendency toward her, 
of which they hear the stamp. It is not 
tlie. consequences that may result to a great 
country from the establishment on her 
frontier, of a small quasi independent State. 
It is above all the facility with which ten 
years after its conclusion, a solemn transac­
tion invested with European guarantees 
can he infringed iu its letter and spirit 
under the very powers which ought to he 
its guardians. In tlie presence of such a 
precedent, what value can Russia attach to 
the efficacy of this agreement, and to the 
guarantee of security that she believed she 
had found in the principle of the neutraliza­
tion of the Black Sea! The equilibrium es­
tablished in the East, therefore, is destroyed 
to the detriment ol' Russia, and the resolu­
tion taken by our august master Ls to re­
establish it.

Her Britanie majesty's government would 
never consent to leave the security of its 
coasts to the meivy of an agreement which 
is no longer respected; and it is too just not 
to recognize that we have the same duties 
and the same rights; but what we especially 
desire to establish js that this decision im­
plies no change iu the policy of his majesty, 
the Emperor, follows in the east. Y ou have 
several times already been made to enter 
into explanations with the cabinet of Lon­
don, upon the general views the two govern­
ments had upon this important question, 
and to point out a conformity of principles 
and of interest which we have noted with 
much satisfaction.

We have deduced, therefore, that it is 
neither from England nor from Russia that 
llie dangers can come, which could threaten 
the Ottoman empire; that the two cabi­
nets have an equal desire to maintain its 
existence as long as possible by the settle­
ment and conciliation of (he differences be­
tween the Porte and the Christian subjects 
of the Sultan, and that, in case a decisive 
crisis should occur, notwithstanding their 
efforts, both are equally resolved to ask 
the solution above, all in a general agree­
ment of the great powers of Europe. We 
have not ceased to entertain riiese views. 
Wc believe that tl.eir complete analogy 
renders a serious misunderstanding possible 
between her Britanie Majesty’s government 
and ours.

We attach the utmost value to it as the 
best guarantee, lor preserving the peace and 
the equilibrium of Europe from the dangers 
which may result from the complications in 
the. East.

He hopes that, there will lie no misunder­
standing. By order of liis .Majesty, the Em­
peror, your Excellency is authorized to re­
iterate the assurance of this to Lord Gran­
ville. We shall sincerely congratulate our­
selves if tlie frankness of these explana­
tions should contribute to it by removing all 
possibility of misunderstanding between 
her Britannic Majesty's government and us.

Being out­
numbered the detachment fell back- ifpoa 
the mCin liody This engagement has 
nothing to do with the army of the Loire, 
which at last advices had tally completed 
turning the German right. The German, 
force which encountered the Garde Mobile 
near Dreux was marching from St. Ger­
main to join Vondeitaun.

It is unofficially reported here that Gen­
eral Danrelles does not propose to make a 
further advance, but having secured an ex­
tremely strong position, he will await an 
attack by the combined forces of Prince 
Frederick Charles and the Duke of Meck­
lenburg. He continues to receive reinforce­
ments daily. Yesterday a train of artillery 
anil a large body of cavalry moved from 
Tours to join him. His strength is greater 
even than it was reported. Official state­
ments show that his army numbers nearly 
.250,000 men, with a daily increase of 5000.

Dispatches from Tours state that England, 
with the approval of the provisional govern­
ment, has renewed her proposals for an 
armistice, based upon a pecuniary war .Of 
compensation; the razeeing of the frontier 
fortresses, and the neutralization of Alsaeo 
and Lorraine—the great [lowers guarantee­
ing tlie fulfillment of those conditions by 
any future French government. A Con­
gress is to assemble to settle these ques­
tions, and also to deliberate upon the 
Eastern question.

Dispatches from Vienna state that Ameri­
can policy is suspected to be in favor of 
Russia ou the Eastern question, and that 
Austria has sent a firm reply to St. Petere- 
burg, aud also to Berlin.

Reply o f R ussian  G overnm ent to  E s q

N ew  York , November 19.- The Herald's 

St. Petersburg special, dated the eight­
eenth, states that the rep!v of the Russian 
government to Earl Granville was promptly 
forwarded to London.

Russia adopts a highly conciliatory tone, 
hut remains entirely firm in the position al­
ready adopted, aud refutes at length the 
statement that the movements of the Princi­
palities in contravention of the treaty of Paris 
insured to her tho advantage of appeals to 
all friendly powers to note the 
fact that ' the congress is im­
practicable in the present state of the 
principal European poweis, and that Russia 
expressly disclaims any hostile intentions or 
desire to dLsregurd any of the provisions of 
tlie treaty of Paris, other than those gen­
erally admitted to be unjust and oppressive 
against her. She would deeply regret any 
interruption of the friendly relations which 
she has endeavored to cultivate with Gfeat 
Britain, but repeats her intention to act 
upon tho previous notification in regurd to 
the Black Sea.

The general feeling of the people of St. 
Petersburg is favorable to the position 
taken by the government.
