month. He would seom to disregard the
fact that the decision of the Supreme Court
of this State bas reference alone to existing
facts that arose within that term of office,
now expired. He would seem to ignore the
fact that some other citizen, other than
Bisbee, has been, in the re,
affairs, elected, commissioned and quahtied
to enter upon the discharge of the duties of
Sheriff of this rsn.riah for the two coming
years. I regard the questionsof the past
as linked indissolubly with the past; and,
in this case, that they canm, in no way, be
lugg:d or forced into the present matter.
If 8chwab has any rights arising from this
decree of the Supreme Court, they are con-
nected with the last, expired term of this
office.

This motion of Schwab, who is possessed
of a decree of the Supreme Court relating
wholly to his rights in and to_the last term
of the shrievalty of thia parish, opposes it-
self to the rights of & newly elected Sheriff,
just from the expressed will of the people,
and just emtering upon the exercise of Lis
duties, incident to a new and fresh term of
that office. If there were no elected Sheriff
in this parish, the controversy might with
some show of right be carried on contra-
dictorily with incumbent of the past
term; but here ia & Shoriff who presents his
commission as Sheriff of this parish, based
upon the election which took place on the
seventhinstant.

free from riot or disturbance, and where no
contest of any sort has been made or taken
by any one. Schwab was no party candi-
date in this contest for the office of sheriff—
which came off on the seventh of Novem-
ber, 1870—and, indeed, he has no right to
interfere in any any way with the present
clected inenmbent in the exercise of the
duties pertaining to his office. There is no
unexpired term here; it is a new term, just
commenced, and with which Schwab has
nothing to do. +If I thought for a moment
that there was @ doubt as to the legality
of the commission before me, or that
Schwab had a semblance of right befors

THE BATON ROUGE ERIOT
The Fifth Day's Examination

Owing to the cirenmstance that Judge
Durell uses the District court-room for a
short time each morningythe Commissioncr'a
Court, for the examination of the persons
arrested for participation in the Baton
Rouge riot, did net open until half past
twelve o’clock yesterdar. When Commis-
sioner Girant took his seat, it was announced
by the Marshal that four of the defendants,
Schofield, Latil, Lopez and Leobdell, were
absent from sicknese. A number of new
witnesses had arrived since Saturday and
were in court.

J. H. Burch, sworn—Wuas present at the
election in Baton Rouge on the seventh in-
stant; was in the courtroom to see the votes
counted; wua sitting at the table when he
heard a shot; immediately after he heard
another, then another, then a perfect voliey:
witness went to the window to close it;
by the time he had it closed, a number of
colored men came rushing up; he opened
the window again and the colored peoplo
came in through the window; at the same
time people from the outside were firing at
the window ; very soon afterward the
window was violently pushed open by per-
sons from the outside, and a volley fired into
the room; then the fire bell rang, and wit-
ness said: “That is the signal for a general
onslaught.” After this the door was pushed
open, and & white man cawme in,
but just before somebody again fircd
into the room; Mr. Lucas said something
jike “what is all this going on!” I did not
see any arms in Mr. Lucas’s hands; the
firing seemed to increase; I think the crowd
outside increased also, but being inside, I
conld mnot tell to what extent; I thought it
would be safer to put out the lights, so I
did put out one light; I heard somebody say
“the —— are putting out the lights;” there
was still firing; during a lull; I heard some
one say, “if we can't get at them in any
other way, we will burn the building;” we
waited, expecting help: somcbody opened
the window of the clerk’s room and a vol-
ley of shots were fired in. When the wit-
ness at length got out he was fired at by
three men on ulevard street. Witness
made his way to the outskirts of the town;
recognized none but Mr. Lucas; the crowd
outside kept yelling, some umong them cry-
ing out, swe'll bave their blood;” I never
want to hear such yelling; it secmed to
mean mischief; I wus a cundidafe for the
Legislature at the last clection, and had
voted.

No cross-examination.

Dr. R. H. Day, sworn.—Was at Baton
Rouge on the day of clection, and was in
the courthouse when the disturbance began;
witness recognizes no one engaged in the dis-
turbance; was at the courthouse #8 a commis-
sioncr of election; when I passed out of the
southwest gate I encountered a crowd of
people; apprehending some injury, I
stopped, told them who I was, and asked
if they meant to shoot me; I bad expected
no attack ; do not know the people who
tried to break open the room; the ballot
boxes were at first in the police jury room,
but after the attack were curried into the
clerk’s room ; Mr. Lucas cawe in and_said,
“What are you set of d—d fools about!
your own party began it,” or words to that
effect ; lost sight of the ballot-boxes for a
time, but was present when they were
counted ; there were tickets for Darrall and
Bailoy.

Cross-examined—Was State Senator from
Fast Baton Rouge; ran on the Democratic
ticket; the first intimation I had of difficulty
was hearing a shot; after that there were
two or three, then an increase, then a vol-
ley; soon after some colored nen jumped
into the window; some of them were
wounded, and some were armed; I asked
what was the matter, and the answer was
something sbout white men firing nistols;
one man in the room was wounded; as I
went to examine his wound shot came in at
the window; there was nothing hostile in
the appearance of Mr. Lucas; he appeared
to have come in either to escape from shot,
or to make e; some persons outside
pushed open the shutters, others thrast pis-
tols throx:fh the jar of the dopr, and
all around; I staid until I thought {rom the
stillness that it was safe from firing, and
then went out.

Direot examination resumed. The object
of the Supervisor of Election was to keep
out a crowd from the room where the votes
were to be counted, but not to exclude the
public from witnessing the counting of the
votes, for Mr. Chapman intended to invite
citizens to see the counting; there was no
firing from the courthonseat any time.

Questioned by Mr. New. No balls came
into the courthouse until after the colored
people had m'pd in; if such balls bad
comein I & d have known it; I heard
several volleys fired before shot came into

the room.

Questioned by Mr. Fuqua. Knows Mr.
Bird very well; 'did not recognize his voice
in the crowd; each window (of the court-
house) on St. Ferdinand street, was open;
all others were closed. »

said, moreover, there would not be any dis-

turbance; when the man replied that if they

attempt to count votes with closed doors

there would be a fight; the witness pointed

out {..

Licutenunt George H. Cook, sworn—Is
second lieutenant in the Nineteenth infantry,
stationed at Haton Rouge. The testimony
of this witness was corroborative of that of
Lieutenant Bandey, and entirely similar to
to that of Captain Meyers. There was no
cross-examissation. 5

Dr. J. W. Dupre, sworn—Lives in Baton
Rouge; was at his residence when the firing
began, and did not leave home till the
firing had ceased; » colored roan told wit-
ness that bis brother was wounded; going
on, saw u number of men uear the post-
oflice, and asked them where the wounded
were; Mr. Buckner came up and told the
men that the soldiers were coming, and that
Captain Meyers had sent a message, that if
they did not disperse, he would fire on them
as soon a8 he reached them; some of the
people proposed to disperse, but others ob-
jected to move off the ground, saying that
they were there to preserve the peace, and
had a right to be there.

Accident on Mimissippl Central

Two Men Killed, Beveral Wounded

About four o'clock Sunday morning, as
the ekprees train of the Mississippi Central
Railroad, bound South, was moving rapidly
along with ita living freight, a broken rail
or defective croes-tie threw the whole train
off the track, with the exception of the loco-
motive and tender. The sleeping car was
overturned and went down an embankment
of about six feet, and the other cars were
wrecked.

The acoident happensd between Oxford
aud Water Vallay, about fifteen miles south
of the latter place. The condwetor and one
of the colored train hands were killed, and
several colored men had limbs broken. Sev-
eral of the passcngers were wounded, but
pone of them dangerously. Mr. John Ro-
chey, s Carondelet street hant, went
from here to Fronce last June, and subse-
quently to his native land, Italy, where on
arriving he was thought to be ill beyoud re-
coyery. He did, however, recover, after
forty-five days confinementa to bls bed; but
on his return toward .his Lome in New Or-
leans, he was one of the sufferers by the
railroad disaster on the Mississippi Central.

Immigrant Convention.

The Governors of the Northwestern States
have called a convention at Indianapolis on
the twenty-third instans, to provide for the
protection of immigrants arriving at the
Atlantic outports and subjected to much
imposition by sharpers. One ot the most
important objects of this convention will be
to devise ‘ cheap, safe and comfortable
trangportation from the Atlantic coast to
the West.” The call is addressed to all the
lnriu cities on the Atluutic coast, together
with the boards of trade and immigrant so-
cietiea.

We can not tell whether this call will ex-
clude the cities of the Gulf States and their
hoards of trade and immigrant societies.
We should think the Northwest is so deeply
interested in the cheap, safe and comforta-
ble transportation of immigtants that it can
not overlook the Missiasippi route, which
will not only ¢ an immigrant from Bre-
men to Fort Benfon with but one tranship-
ment, but at less cost, and with more com-
fort in the winter season than any other.
We have a very expensive Bureau of Immi-

tion.

The very active superintendent has writ-
ten and traveled a t deal to publish the
attraction of Louisiana to the European
world.
