Robbing a Conservator.—Bet ween eight 
and nine o'clock Sunday morning the resi­
dence of Officer Quirk, comer of Marais and 
Main streets, was entered and robbed of 
two hundred and twenty-five dollars in cur­
rency. The thief upd false keys or an out­
sider to effect an entrance. Suspicion rested 
on a fellow called William Matlack, one 
whose character is low in police estimation,

especially as Tie has been arrested for sev­
eral disreputable transactions in the bogus 
gold coin business and confidence game. 
Ho was Bent before Judge Montamat and 
committed on the long charge—bonds one 
thousand dollars, which accused did not 
furnish. None of the officer’s money was 
recovered. *

VspULD Not Move On.—Young men who 
think that prominent street comenwwere 
made for their particular accommodation 
find themselves mistaken occasionally. 
Half a dozen male youngsters who behaved 
in a boisterous manner and would not move 
on from the comer of Common and Clai­
borne streets, Saturday evening, when or­
dered off by the police, were not only cala- 
boosed but fined for their obstinacy. Street 
corner loafing is poor business, even when 
well and,acientifically pursued, especially 
iu the locality mentioned.

Not Guilty.—Several days ago officer 
Ward, Third Precinct, was suspended from 
duty on a charge of having accepted money 
from anTntoxicated citizen to direct him to 
a steamboat. Ward was before the Police 
Board yesterday and the case dismissed, as 
there was no proof to make good the accu­
sation.

F inancial  T ransactions.—The Metropoli­
tan Bank, comer of St. Charles and North 
streets, has its own troubles and litigation. 
It appears that this institution advances 
money to policemen, for an entire month s- 
wages, or for a number-of days, finally re­
ceiving the officer's warrant from the Police 
Board, indirectly, though the one iu whose 
name it is must himself receipt for the 
warrant. These are taken to the cashier of 
the bank, who then entrusts them to the 
officer; who must obtain the cash for them 
at the City Hall. It may be that the officer 
doesnot owe an amount sufficient to the 
Value of the warrant; in that event he is 
bound to band over to the bank the sum 
due. Lately several policemen have de­
monstrated the difficulties attending abort 
memory.

To take a warrant from the bank to the 
City Hall is no small task, and notwith­
standing the distance is short, a great many 
strange incidents and accidents might oc­
cur in the transit. ' A man might be mur­
dered, might fall dead iu an apoplectic fit, 
might meet an incorrigible creditor, might 
imagine almost anything startling, and so 
obliterate all trace of the warrant from lus 
confused memory. Of course, these things 
must be taken into consideration and re­
garded as extenuating circumstances, which 
necessitate the use of another kind of war- 
rapt—one from the Recorder. Several ot 
the latter kind have been issued within a 
month, which leads one to believe that 
something is wronga<somewhere. Several 
affidavits have been'made against Adolphe 
Nell, recently on the force. The amounts 
due the bunk from the parties against whom 
affidavits have lieen made are small.

Included iu 
this bill arc the proposals for a telegraph 
cable between San Francisco and China 
anil Japan, and also between a port in the 
United States and Belgium.

A bill to relieve members of Congress 
from importunity, and to pieserve the inde- 
ncudence of the ditferent departments of 
t ie govemmei t

A resolution to regulate the hours of labor 
tl roughout the United States.

A bill to establish a postal telegraph sys­
tem iu the United States.

A hill to make the importation of immi­
grants under labor contracts unlawful.

A bill to reform the civil service of the 
United States.

A bill to establish a territorial government 
in Alaska.

Bills to julmit as States in the Union the 
Territories of Colorado and New Mexico,

A bill to make it a misdemeanor to sell 
munitions of war to a foreign government, 
to use against another friendly government,

A bill to establish a board of port war­
dens for tbe State of New York.

A bill to aid the Kansas and Pacific rail­
way, aud also one for the construction of 
the Memphis and El Paso and the Midland 
Pacific- railways.
, A bill to punish polygamy.
A bill to reduce theVnte of postage, aud 

to abolish the franking privilege.
A bill to regulate the government printing, 

and to do away with thu publication of pub 
lie documents for general distribution.

A bill for an international copyright law 
and a bill for the construction ot an air-line 
railway between Washington and New 
York.

A Local Editor.
