COMMISSIONER WELLER'S DECISION

THE OLIVIERS AND FISHER COMMITTED

Application for Habeas Corpus

th]
•C3

At twelve o’clock yesterday the court 
opened, and Commissioner Weller read the 
following decision:

The difficulty, which resulted in the death 
of two of the most respectable citizens of 
Donaldsonville, grew out of the general 
election, held on the seventh of November 
last. In the parish of Ascension the con­
test was, to a great extent, personal, and 
between rival factions of the same party— 
regulars and irregulars—the day passed off 
quietly, and no disturbance whatever oc­
curred. The supervisor of elections in that 
parish saw proper, however, to post up a 
notice on the courthouse that he had re­
moved his office to a plantation on the oppo­
site side of the river, where the boxes of the 
different polling distric ts should be brought 
and counted. He gives as a reason for 
changing his office that he feared an inter­
ruption u the votes were counted out at the 
usual place, the courthouse. The evidence 
does not show that there were any grounds 
whatever for his fears, and after the polls 
closed this order produced some angry feel­
ing among the parties interested in the re-. 
suit. They declared with some violence 
that the boxes (five in number) should not 
be removed except by superior .force.

The next day the supervisor started an 
armed fore* of forty or fifty men to take 
possession of the boxes. A small boat with 
two or three persons, landed.at Donald- 
sonville, while a barge with the larger por­
tion of the foroe was in the middle of the 
river. Some five or six of the citizens, with 
arms, rushed to the river, and one shot was 
fired, which wounded a colored man on 
shore. The barge returned to the startin’* 
point. Supervisor Hunsaker, exasperated 
at this shooting, then gave the defend­
ant, Fisher, (the chief Constable of the 
parish), an order to proceed at once and 
raise the necessary force (500 men, if re­
quired). and go to Donaldson ville and obtain 
the boxes. Fisher, in the evening, passed 
over on boats several hundred men, who 
were landed some six miles below Donald- 
sonville. Fisher hailed, about dark, the 
steamboat W. 8. Pike (a coaster), under the 
pretense of desiring to take passage to 
Baton Rouge, threw upon the boat 146 
armed men, and compelled the captain to 
land them where the other force was as­
sembled. This was about a quarter ot a 
mile from where the subsequent murder 
was committed.

Judge Matthieu of Donaldsonville, fear­
ing a riot, crossed the river and endeavored 
to get Supervisor Hunsaker to go over to 
the courthouse and count the votes, assur­
ing Li™ that he could do so with perfect 
safety, as the only excitement grew out of 
the attempted removal of the boxes; this, 
he indignantly and in terms not very polite, 
declined.

Late in the evening of that day (the 
eighth), ascertaining that a large number of 
colored men were assembling below the city 
threatening to march into and destroy it, 
two of the most prominent citizens, Mayor 
Schonberg and Judge Lawes (opposed to 
each other politically) took a buggy and 
proceeded to the headquarters of General 
Huroaker (a brother of the Supervisor), who 
commanded that division of the militia; they 
represented to him the alarming condition 
of affairs, which the General seemed to ap­
preciate: he wrote an order to Major Oli­
vier, commanding the forces in conjunction 
with Fisher, not to advance on the city, but 
to prevent, if possible, all colored men from 
going up; a similar order to Adjutant Gen­
eral Brown was given; these orders were in­
trusted to Messrs. Schonberg and Lawes; 
these gentlemen, supposing that they had 
accomplished the mission of peace, started 
for the rendezvous of Olivier; they showed 
him the order and passed through his camp 
into that of Fisher; tho; exhibited the same 
order to him; Fisher informed them that 
they could not pass; thus far there is no con­
flict in Ihe evidence, but beyond this point 
there are irreconciliable differences.

After giving proper weight to the evi­
dence, my mma is forced to the opinion, 
rather than conclusion, that Fisher ap- 
•proached the buggy and told Judge Lawes 
that he must get out and be tied; that this 
he refused to do, and Fisher seized him. 
The pistol of Lawes went off, and ho was 
drawn from the buggy. At that moment a 
musket was fired, intended probably for 
Lawes, and Mayor Schonberg was instantly 
killed. Fisher and Lawes clenched, and 
after a short struggle they fell to the ground, 
Fisher on top. There is no evidence that 
Fisher attempted to injure him while down, 
but as he rose from him a terrible blow with 
a sharp instrument was inflicted upon him. 
Several shots were fired, and Lawes was 
wounded in the back. That afterward, 
Fisher, apparently regretting the part he 
had acted in the affair, took Lawes to a 
cabin and obtained some water to wash bis 
wounds. In the meanwhile, a report was 
sent to the camp of Major Olivier, imme­
diately below, that Schonberg (the Repub­
lican) had beqn killed by his companion, 
Judge Lawes/ The character of the wouud 
(six buckshot and a rifle ball), the position 
which they occupied in the buggy, aside 
from the relation which they occupied to 
each other as peacemakers, show that it was 
physically impossible. The evidence of two 
respectable physicians at Donaldsonville, 
who examined'the body, pronounce this 
theory absurd.

The report, however, exasperated the 
Oliviers, and they proceeded with some of 
their band to the place of the murder, and 
soon dispatched mm with cane-knives; his 
body was most horribly mutilated.

Here then a most atrocious murder has 
been committed, and the question now before 
me is, whether or not, Fisher shall be held 
to answer for the crime.

The case of the two Oliviers was examined 
at Donaldsonville, and upon the evidence 
there adduced I committed them for murder. 
In so doing I decided the question of juris­
diction which has been raised in this case.

It seems to me folly that Congress should 
secure to every citizen the right to vote 
unless it carries with it the right to have the 
votes fairly and lawfully counted. The 
right of the people to elect members of Con­
gress is not secured until tbe ballots de­
posited in the box are lawfully counted.

It will be seen that the difficulty origin 
ated in the order of the Supervisor to re­
move the boxes deposited in tne courthouse, 
where they should have been opened and 
counted. This, in tho opinion of the Com­
missioner, brings this case within the act of 
thirty-first May, 1870, commonly called the 
enforcement law. If in this ne is wrong,’ 
no great hardship can be inflicted upon tbis 
defendant, as he can go at once before the 
United States Court on a writ of habeas 
corpus.

As David Fisher was engaged in an un­
lawful act when pulling Judge Lawes from 
the buggy, he is responsible for the homi­
cide, ana must stand committed.

It is understood that Judge Shannon, 
counsel for Fisher and the two Oliviers, will 
sue out writs of habeas corpus before the 
United States District Court.

T h e  C r b s c e n t  R e s t a u r a n t  a n d  O y s t e r  

Sa l o o n .—Of all the oozy places in our city 
this is the coziest. Situated on one of the 
principal thoroughfares — No. 188 Camp 
street, a few doors above Julia street—it is 
still in the midst of family residences of the 
best class, and retired from the noise, bustle 
and disagreeable contact of Canal or like 
streets. Mr. Higgins, the manager af the 
concern, is a oook of the first class,'and we 
speak by the card when we eay that he is 
equal to any emergency in hie line. For 
family partiee, this house is the plaoe in the 
First District dire it a trial.

THE PICAYUNE AND, THE SHIP­
OWNERS.

A mysterious card, addressed to the editor 
of the Picayune, and signed by several ship­
ping agents and ship captains, was published 
in the Bulletin yesterday morning. The 
purport of this card was to the effect that 
from this time forward the subscribers 
would neither advertise in the Picayune nor 
have the paper sent to them on subscription. 
As no reason was assigned for tjiis extraor* 
dinary demonstration of ill-will, there was 
no little speculation on the streets as to 
what it all meant. No one can doubt the 
right of those gentlemen to take such papers 

they may wish to read, or send 
their advertisements where they deem 
their interests require such action, provided 
they pay their bills promptly. But men 
are not in the habit of announcing their in­
tention to favor or disfavor newspapers, or 
any other branch of industry, with a 
flourish of trumpets, unless they have some 
motive for making their private business 
public. It was apparent on the face of the 
card that it was intended to call the notice 
of the public to the fact, which no one really 
cares much about, that they were displeased 
with our ancient neighbor, and wished to 
draw from him some of their liberal pat­
ronage.

Further inquiry satisfied ns that the 
foundation for all this tempest in the port 
was an article published in the com­
mercial column of the Picayune on the first 
instant The ship captains took offense at 
the views of the writer, and evidently hope 
to make the paper change its. course or pun­
ish it with loss of patronage, for its opinions 
on a question purely of public policy and 
mercantile usage. This smacks of dictation, 
and we are much mistaken if our friends 
the seafaring men gain any advantage by 
their attempt. The press should not only 
be free, legally, to 'publish the views of its 
writers, but there is a propriety that no 
social or business disadvantage should fol‘ 
low the freedom of debate.

As to the averments in the article com 
plained of, they have been made time and 
time again by all the independent journals 
of the city during the past year. Business 
men complain of the very things the I'ica 
yune complained of, and competing cities— 
St. Louis, Cincinnati, Chicago, Savannah, 
Norfolk, Charleston, and even Mobile and 
Galveston, observe with satisfaction, our 
evident determination to stand in our awn 
light. Here is a wrong to be righted; an 
error to be corrected; an obstruction to 
commerce to be removed. The Picayune 
suggests a remedy which we do not approve 
of. But it is only a suggestion. It may be 
amended, postponed, laid on the table or 
adopted, just as the public may choose; but 
the mover should not be outlawed for 
bringing it before the people. Any other 
proposition, looking to the same result, 
might be adopted, and would be likely to 
receive the assent of the Picayune. For 
we take it our neighbor will cheerfully help 
forward anything calculated to remove the 
main difficulty. It is not, probably, wedded 
to any obstinate theory on the subject, nor 
the proprietor of any patent invention for 
reducing freights to a reasonable price.

But hs an honest public journalist, on the 
look-ont for wrongs in the body politic, we 
hold that there is nothing in the article of 
the Picayune to create so much resentment 
as is exhibited by the ship-owners in the 
withdrawal of their patronage, and the 
rather ostentatious announcement of their 
concerted action. We give below the arti 
cle and the “card:’’

THE SUPrLT OF SHIPPING.
There arc at present on the berth and in 

port thirteen steamships, fifty-nine ships, 
thirty barks, twelve brigs and twelve 
schooners. The tonnage is as follows: 
Steamships engaged in the forei<*g trade, or 
running to New York or Philadelphia, 32,- 
265 tons; sailing shins, 72,520 tons; barks, 
16,650 tons; brigs, 3240 tons; schooners 1200 
tons. At three bales of cotton to tHe ton, 
the supply of tonnage is now sufficient to 
transport 313,000 bales of cotton.

According to the latest mail dates there 
are on the way to this port 5 steamships, 
with a capacity of 7500 tons; 49 ships, with 
a capacity of 60,270 tons; 20 barks, with a 
capacity of 11,000 tons; and 6 brigs, with a 
capacity of 1620 tons.

Total on the way, 80,390 tons, sufficient to 
carry 241,000 bales of cotton.

The total supply of tonnage in port and 
known to be on the way here is therefore 
ample to transport 554,000 bales of cotton 
or nearly half the amount to be forwarded 
from this port during the present commer­
cial year.

Bpt few of our readers, probably, have 
ever noticed the wide difference between 
tbe rates of foreign freights which prevail 
here and those current in New York.

The New York Shipping Inst, of the 
twenty-second, quotes the sail rates for cot­
ton from that port to Liverpool at *4 'a 9-32d 
by sail, and 14 ®9-16d by steamer. The sail 
rate here is 9-1 I’d.

The rate of freight from New York upon 
a bale of cotton weighing 450 pounds is, 
therefore, $2 25®2 34 by sailing vessel. 
The same bale of cotton can not be shipped 
by sail from this city to Liverpool for less 
than $4 68. The rate from this port is 
double tbe outside rate from New York.

On a ship of 1250 tons the excess of our 
rates above those from New York equals 
$8625, or $6 90 V ton. Our port charges 
may be heavy, but they certainly do not 
justify such scandalous rates of freight. It 
is not to be wondered at that vessels can 
afford to lay for five or six months waiting 
for a cargo when they can get such rates of 
freight, nor need it be a matter of surprise 
that onr foreign trade does not increase. 
Exorbitant ocean freights have driven, and 
will continue to drive produce into other 
channels.

This extra charge of $2 30 in gold upon 
every bale of cotton is sufficient, in a great 
many cases, to turn the scale against this 
city, and induce the interior shipper to for­
ward to New York overland. We lost 
several thousand hogsheads of tobacco from 
high ocean freights from this port last year; 
and if we do not regard the interests of 
commerce more considerately, we shall 
soon discover that the cotton' trade, too, is 
gone from us.

It would perhaps bo good policy for tbe 
City Council to levy a heavy tax upon 
every vessel which remains beyond a certain 
time at our wharves; such a tax as would 
compel masters to accept the ruling rates of 
freight, load with dispatch and put to sea. 
There is no reason why wê ahould furnish 
wharf accommodations for vessels to tie up 
and wait rill shippers are compelled to pay 
any rates asked. We are now paying the 
interest upon the capital invested in the 
ships that pnrsne the policy of laying back. 
Masters do not let their ships remain idle 
unless it pays. As this city can not afford 
to pay for idle capital, it would be better to 
throw such impediments in the way that no 
vessel coold afford to wait for high freights.

Mach might also be said concerning the 
manipulations of the freight market, and 
the manner in which freight room is made 
a speculative commodity; how vessels are 
taken up at one rate ana the shipper com­
pelled to pay a higher one; how competition 
forces one party to bid above another for 
every vessel that comes in, rill captains im­
agine that there is freight enough to go 
forward to load half the shipping in the 
world.

We can only hope for the speedy arrival

of the day when our whole commerce ohall 
be carried on in steam vessels to rid us of 
the present drawbacks in foreign freights. 
Our port is peculiarly adapted forsteam- 
ships and wholly unfit for sailing ships.

THEODORE GUYOL

The government having paid considerable 
amounts in interest on the bonds of various 
Pacific railroads which it had guaranteed, 
which sums have not yet been paid back 
into the treasury, Secretary Boutwell has 
notified the chief of the warrant depart­
ment not to pass any more warrants for the 
payment of government freight or trans­
portation in favor of the Kansas Pacific, 
Union Pacific or Central Pacific railroads, 
until these roads reimburse the government 
for amounts already advanced. In conse­
quence of this action, there is considerable 
excitement among the agents of the above 
corporations, who have been at Washing­
ton for some time, endeavoring to get their 
accounts settled. The Union Pacific owes 
$2,283,229; Kansas Pacific $988,169; Central 
Pacific $3,020,129. The balance due from 
the other Pacific roads is comparatively 
small. _

decline the position tendered.

Mr. De Armas has filled the office for the 
last thirty years.

The late Deputy Sheriff of the Third Dis­
trict Court has not accepted office under 
the present Civil Sheriff, nor does he intend 
to do so. His position has been filled by 
Mr. Pfister.

Eighth District Conrt.
State ex. rel. 8. M. Burnett vs. H. C. War- 

moth, James Graham and John G. Gaines; 
an appeal has been taken by the relator to 
the Supreme Court of the State.

This is a case in which the relator asked a 
mandamus ordering the defendants as liqui­
dators of the floating debt, to exchange the 
bonds issued under the three million loan at 
seventy-two cents on the dollar for certain 
certificates of indebtedness. It will be re­
membered thatfJudge Dibble refused the 
mandamus, and hence the appeal.

Fifth District Court.
Judge Leaumont, yesterday, decided a 

very interesting case relative to a question 
involving the principles of navigation to a 
certain degree. A. S. Chase, <as master of 
the steamship Foote, agreed with defendant 
to tow from the Bio Grande to this city the 
steamboat Mamie, for two thousand dollars. 
In compliance with this contract they 
started on their way, and when four days 
out experienced severe weather, wherein 
the boat in tow suffered some damage. 
They put in toward shore, and made Sabine 
Light. After the water got smoother they 
proceeded as far as Timbalie Light through 
a very rough sea for the last twenty or 
thirty' miles, when plaintiff went back to 
Vermillion Bay, at tbe solicitation of de­
fendants. When they arrived at Brashear 
City defendants refused to allow plaintiff 
to tow the Mamie further. Plaintiff pro­
ceeded to this city, aud brought suit. ‘De­
fendant brought iu a reconventional for 
$6000, for the damage suffered in the storm, 
claiming that their boat was towed by the 
direct route, instead of a short or coasting 
route. A chart of the Gulf of Mexico was 
in evidence, and the course traveled. The 
J udge decided in favor of the plaintiff', and 
dismissed defendant’s demand.

More Out-Cropping at Baton Bouge

Who Was She?—By an anonymous author. 

From the press of Remsen, Claxton St 
Huffelfinger. 380 pages; 8Vo. Entered 
according to act of Congress, in the office 
of the Librarian ot Congress at Wash­
ington.
A rather hasty glance at the pages ef 

this novel shows it to be a story of the late 
war. The scene is, however, principally 
laid in one of the Western States, and the 
events occur, in the opening chapters, be­
fore the breaking out of hostilities. The 
hero of the book is Philip Sinclair, a dash­
ing young officer in the United States army, 
who marries the object of his affections, and 
is subsequently separated from her for 
twelve or fifteen years. In the meantime 
the hero takes a hand in the war, is present 
at nearly all the battle-fields, and generally 
the victor or the means of achieving victory. 
Were it not for the alleged marriage, and 
some other striking improbabilities in the 
book, we should suspect the author had 
Phil Sheridan in his eye when he wa9 writ­
ing. But we learn that he is a young man 
and rather partial to Sheridan, so that he 
may have intended to sketch him after all 
At all events, he has given to the literary 
world a very clever charade, well written 
and full of interest, love, bravery, mystery 
and all that. In consideration of his evident 
youth and inexperience, we may pardon his 
evidently Milesian predilictions and palpa­
ble violations of dramatic unities.
