EpiTors REPUBLICAN:

Having noticed in one of your late issues
a statement in regurd to the wouth of the
new canal, I sincerely agree with you in
your views, and think it an immediate ne-
cessity that something should be done to
remove the present obstruction, as itis a
great drawback on Jake commerce as well
as the Chattanooga railroad bridge at the
Rigolets, I have taken soundings in the
mouth of the canal for sevezul days past,
and the greatest depth found was only, four
feet six inches. On the second instant it
was séant that depth. On the twenty-fifth
ultimo there were fourteen vessels at the
mouth waiting for sufficient water to get
in. Three vessels made un attempt, but
fuiled and went ashore, and one of them is
a complete wreek.

There are now nine vessels in the mouth,
and it is completely blocked up, and nothing
of any draft of water can puss in or out.
The Texana is drawing the greatest depth
of water, bound to Pensacols, and has been
lere hard uground since Tunesday last,
drawing five feet ten inches, with four feet
eleven inches water, und is likely to stay
here until the wind changes to the south.
I am confident in snying one dredge boat
can in five days cut a channel eight feet
deep, which, I believe the charter of the
unui company requires, and they huve at
present two dred;ze boats rimming night and
duy where it is mot at present materially
necessary. Why not open a chuunel for
vessels to get in, and then widen the canal,
8o they can go up without difficulty?

the power which had enacted the luw; but
to frustrate its intent before a triul of its
merits hud been secured would but offend
the friends of the law, and render them
more determined to maintain it in opera-
tion. He had simply observed the meaning
of his oath of oftice and the legal duties re-
quired of him. After further discussion the
report of the committee was adopted.
