By the provisions of two certain ordi-
nauves of the ity of New Orleans, approved
respeciively the fifteenth day of November.
1867, and the seventeenth day of June, 1869,
the city of New Orleans became obligated
to this company to open and grade an ex-
tension of Cluiborne street, from St. Ber-
nard avenue to Lafayette avenue, and by
the express terms of the ordinance approved
June 17, 1869, the city assumed to complete
within a specified time so much of the grad-
ing of said extension, between Elysian
Fields street and Lafovette avenue, as
should be required to enable this company
to lay one track of its rowd along the same,
Though the Muyor at that time repeatedly
promised that the work should be done, he
continnally neglected to do it, and finally
obliged this company to do the work, at a
reason of the year when its performance
waa difficult and expensive. I respectfully
refer you to the provisions of the ordinances
nameéd.

Herewith I sulimit to yon for the examina-
tion of the proper officers the vouchers for
all dishursements made by the company for
the said work between Elysian Fields street
and Lafuyette avenue, amounting, on the
first day of November, 1870, to $40,080 94,
Will you please have the account examined,
and advise moe whether correct, and, if so,
when and how it will be puid to the company
by the city.

The undersigned, residents of this city,

and interested in its material prosperity.

70| have the honor to respectfully invite the

attention of your honorable body to the
serious burden, loss and inconvenience en-
tailed upon the commerce of this city by
reason of the exposure incident to the pres-
ent munner in which all articles of com-
werce consigned to or shipped. from this
port by water craft are laden or unladen,
and the almost certainty that 41l merchan-
dise must suffer damage and deterioration
while it is unuvoidably exposed during the
most favoruble and expeditions process of
shipment or delivery. over the present
broad, unprotected and unsheltered publie
levee and wharves: and also to petition and
invite.your consent to and concurrence in a
plan for obviating sueh loss, und enhancing
the commercinl and material interests of
the city, both in the present and in the fu-
ture, by furnishing us nearly is possible o
complete guarantee to all shippers azainst
any loss or dawage by exposure to the cle-
ments. or from lareeny amd peculation by
wharf thieves.

We believe there is no city in the world,
I 1 of any considerable ¢ ree,
where the uyu-n'lmndiw arriving at and
shipped frouf'its wharves is so exposed to
certain damage and depreciation from storm
and the elements as in this c¢ity. This fuct
is 8o well e hended by mercl and
shippers in other portionz of the eountry
along our water courses naturally
tributary to our eity, that they have, as it
were, establishud a scale or percentage of
loss which their merchandise must sufter if
over our public w
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reason seeking

The public levee and wharves in frozt of
the hm?ne- portim of the city, over whith
the commerce of the ity is carried on, are
’ from storm, or the
disastrous effect ot a broiling sum-
mer sun, the water-front distant ffom ware-
houses, crowded with steamboats and
bu'rlgni that in order to fulfill engagemen
aud charter party obligations, are com-
pelled tp dhcnrm or receive all kinds of
merchundise on an open public common, of
unsh¥tered plank Yy that
however perfect the eondition of m
chandise when taken from the r
wharehouse, a few moments’ unavoidable
exposure to storm on the open levee will
effect a permanent dumage and deprec ia-
tion of its value, and involve the carrier in
an unpleasant dispute or expensive litigo-
tion to satisfy the owner or ¢ ce a3 to
the date of the damage and liability.

It is impossible to estimate the actual loss
that m‘n}:\ directly from the expo and
unproteeted @ondition of our pu lic levee.
It is enormoua beyond calenlation. The
damage can only be -mroxlmuteﬂl by call-
ing your attention to important staple arti-
cles of commerce.

Twenty-four hours’ exposure to the hot
aun of spring or summer, permanently
damages, and, in some mstances, actually
sours, the best brands of flour. A single
lour's exposure to showers 80 damages and
discolors the barrels and packages as to
render it an inferior and second-rute article
in the market, and involves the shipper in
a greater loss than any expected margins
of profit. The lossin this article of com-
merce alone is incalculable.

Bacon, hams, Jard and butter suffer
equally from exposurc—in any instances
where these articlea are femoved from the
levee with the utmost possible expedition,
the loss by depreciation amounts to thou-
sands of dollars on a single consignment.
The more fragile articles of commerce
suffer in equal proportion. This churge en-
tuils upon the commerce ut this port « bur-
den mere serions than the national tarif,
andl it is not nnreasonable that merchungs
and shippers in the Valley of the Missis-
wippi and the great West should seck other
rotites to the ocean, where their expericnee

ranfees that their commodities will
reach their destination withont becoming
absolutely ruined in the tradsit.

This defect in our public levees, and want
of proper protection andd faeility for safe
trunshipment, has been apparent to this
business community for ycars, and various
devices, expensive to commerce, and in-
effectual to accomplish the purpose, have
been resorted to, und the only protection
now at hand and available is the tarpaulin,
which affords but slight protection sgainst
storm, is not the slightest protection agninst
the heat of the sun, and has nothing in p"r-
ticnlar to recommend it, excepting its
primitive character, ineffectiveness and
antiquity, and has at all times afforded less
security to the merchandise it is invoked to
protect than it has to the encroachments of
the thieves operating under the planking of
the levee, 5

1t is the vlject of the undersigned to fur-
nish sdequate protection to the commerce
of the city, by affording it ample and com-

lete shelter the el ts, and to af

ord a reasonable see against the dep-

redations of thieves, at a far less cost and
expense to commerce and the city, than
the present system, so wholly inadequate.
In order to accomplish this p , We are
willing, without interfering 1u the shghtest
with the fall right of the city, to impose and
eollect all of its present wharf dues and
port charges, to assume the responsibility
und expense of maintaining in perfect re-
puir, the wharf, levee, apron and wooden
structure in front of the city lying beétween
the npper line of Common street and the
lower line of St. Joseph street, in the First
District, for the period of twenty-five years,
subject to the followiy guavantees and
restrictions: We ask to be permitted and
guaranteed the right to enter upon all said
wharves and levees, including us well the
wonden structure as all other portions of
the public levee between said strects, in the
control of the city, with the right of con;
strueting und maintaining thereon suituble
tire-proof sheds or structures. in no wanner
interfering withany of the public streets, or
any grants that the city may huve hereto-
fore made uny corporation or individunls;
to Lold the right of maintaining such sheds
for the period of twenty-five years.

We guarantee that such sheds shall be
constructed of the best nuterial, and while
they shall be of ample capacity to cover
nmfpmm-: the levee and all merchandise
that may be lunded or shipped, they shall
be constructed in such manner as not to
obstruet the free use of the levee for the
pun'»jme of landing or shipping goods. We
turther consent to become responsible to ull
whom it may coneern, for the sufety of all
goods that may be h:ndecllm. oI:- plurxrd under

We also ask a reasonable guarantee
against any future inimieal, prejudicial, or
discriminating municipal legislation: and
that we may be permitted to collect and
receive a small charge upon articles of
merchandise sheltered and protected nnder
the sheds, which shall not exceed the rates
named in the schednle hevewith presented,
which we believe will involve less expenso
and afford better security thun the present
rude system of ';ruwe!icm by tarpaulin,
We are willing that this grant shall be
made with the proviso that at the expira-
tion of the perind of twenty-five years the
city may elect to tuke the sheds at one-half
of the appraised value thereof, or may ex-
tend the term of the grunt for fifteen years,
subject to the same conditions and rights,
with the provise that the sheds shall, at the
end of that period, become the absolute
pmrn_v of the city, without compensation.

The undersigned, in petitioning your hon-
orable body, respecttully represent, that
representing the commercial and shipping
interest of this community, they believe
that the interests of the city and of cow-
werce will be enhanced by the grant they
ask for. The city will be relieved of the
charge of maiutaining the most expensive
portion of its public wharves, without any
diminution of its revenues; the interests of
commerce will be subserved by increased,
and perfect facilities for the trunshipmwent
of merchandise, and the trunsaction of busi-
ness with a gnarantee against loss that cun
only be obtained and sccured by the guar-
untee of private individuals. Merchandise
under the sheds being perfectly secure
from damage by the elements or depreda-
tions of thieves, can be_sapled, examined
and trapsferred amd reshipped without in-
volving expenses now iucident to such
transactions, aud this port thereby recom-
mend itself, by its light charges and ex-
penses, as a porg for the reshipment of the
produce of the West.
