THE COAL -MINERS.

Their Strike ia Pennsylvania—IVkat They 
Say and What Is Said About h-Proba- 
bUitiea af a Famine.

Scranton , Pa., December "6.—Minors do 
not hesitate to say the strike has boon origi­
nated and brought about by tlie managers 
for the purpose of bulling coal. At this 
moment between three and font- thousand 
miners are out of employment iu this 
country, and as fast as the. news Dishes 
-over the wires members of the Miners and 
Laborers’ Benevolent Union are enrolling 
in a griuwl army of strikers. This society is 
composed of Welsh, Irish, English and Her­
mans, and numbers over forty thousand 
members, all bouud by tlie result of the 
meeting of -the Grand Council, which re­
fuses all compromises with tlie managers. 
The chief clerk of the coal department 
of the Delaware, Lackawanna and West­
ern Railroad Company says that tbe com- 
panty Las 150,000 tons of coal on hand, 
which is distributed in yards at Scranton, 
Port Washington, Hoboken, Elizabeth, 
Syracuse, Oswego, Buffitlo and Ithaca, and 
iii transit at Great Bend and New Hampton 
Junction. The three great com panies 
which control the anthracite region are the 
Delaware, Lackawanna anil Western 
Pennsylvania and Delaware and Hudson 
Canal* Coal Company. They employ 
nearly. 4000 men, including brakemen 
and 'laborers employed on the several 
railroads which transport the coal. All 
of the latter sympathize with the strik­
ers, and are necessarily out of employ­
ment, when the miners are not at work. 
Much excitement exists and the citizens are 
gicatly alarmed. Liquor is freely used, and 
trouble is apprehendsd." The union has a 
fund of over 8200,000, all of which the 
strikers will expend rather tljun submit to 
the injustice sought to be done them, and 
which they say is Only a scheme to raise: the 
price of coal, after which the company will 
accede to their demands.

Yesterday was distinguished from the 
many days preceding it by an excessive 
lain, which, commencing long before dav* 
light,- continued, with no interruption, 
tbrougbout.the livelong day. It was, during 
a short portion of the time, accompanied by 
vivid lightning-flashes and booming thun­
der, following so close behind as to show 
the electric cloud was yery near. It was 
heartily welcome to„a large portion of the 
community, for many cisterns needed re- 
plensliing. It was not received with equal 
favor by those who dwell under leaky roofs, 
or who walk the streets in an nmbrellalcss 
condition. But it will certainly he a benefit 
to tbe vegetable gardens surrounding the 

#eity, and that should have some effect iu re­
conciling the recipients of wet garments 
and sloppy shoes to an inevitable necessity. 
At this present writing (midnight). tlie ap­
pearance ol' the clouds indicate a continu­
ance of rain. Considering that tlie autumnal 
equinox was this season hardly evidenced by 
any stonn, it will not be surprising if the 
ram commencing yesterday continues *many 
days.

Valley, published at Corpus Christi:
Tbe exaggerated reports which bad 

reached our government through various 
channels in regard to smuggling from the 
Zona Libre of Mexico into this country, 
caused it to suggest to the government of 
Mexico, through our minister to that coun­
try, the necessity and propriety of discon­
tinuing tbe Zona Libre, as affording facili­
ties'for avoiding the payment of the im­
posts not only of the United States, but also 
of Mexico; and to abolish all tlie bonded 
routes between Texas and Mexico.

The proposition to abolish the free belt 
has been submitted to the Mexican Con­
gress, now in session, and has lieen rejected 
hv a very large majority, thirteen States 
threatening a revolution in ease the.Zona 
Libre should he altolished. During.the 'dis­
cussion of the proposition much ill-feeling is 

• represented as ha ving been exhibited toward 
the United States, some of the members iu 
voting against it, expressly stating thotthey 
did so as uu expression of defiance .of the 
Yankee nation.

Tlie Mexican Congress apiieags to have 
acted from violent prejudice and perhaps 
self-interest, rather than to have decided 
the question upon its merits. The puerile 
enmity displayed towards the United States 
is of little consequence, but the failure of 
our Government to secure the discontinu­
ance ot the Free Belt, which kas affected so 
injuriously the growth and trade of this 
soetiou, will lie generally regretted.

If the object of Secretary Bout-well in 
closing the bonded routes through Texas to 
Mexico was to influence the decision of the 
Mexican Congress ni>on the question of the 
continuance or non-continuaine of the .Zona 
Libre, it has not only failed to.answer that 
purpose, but has tended to arouse strong 
opposition and intensely hitter feeling in 
relation to that question, and the routes 
therefore should lie reopened.

To keep them closed will not prevent 
smuggling, as the goods passing over these 
routes are not adapted to the markets of 
this section, as we have heretofore shown, 
while the goods adapted for smuggling are 
imported into Mexico direct arid do not pass 
through our custom houses or over our 
bonded routes; or are the motive products 
of that country. The only effect of such a 
course would be to destroy the large andin- 
creasing trade of Western Texas with Mexi­
co, without the government deriving any 
material advantage therefrom. ■

that the Zona Liliro should lie abolished 
and those who represent otherwise are but 
little acquainted with the opinions and 
wishes of our merchants axd people, who 
are as honest in their transactions as those 
of any other section, and prohaby more sq.

A New York paper enlarges ujam eirens 
men. and states that a large numlier have 
retired in their old age on farms in West­
chester and Putnam counties, in tfie State of 
New York. It gives the salaries of first-class 
male riders at from $75 to $350 a week, with 
an average of $100. Inferior riders receive 
from $20 to $ii(> with traveling expenses. 
Women receive from $30 to $150; leapers 
about $75; gymnasts from $30 to $75, and 
sometimes $150; contortionists from $20 to 
$ii0, and clowns from $30 to $100.

Weather, Business, etc.—The heavy 
rain storm which sot in on Friday continued 
yesterday without abating; and as we write, 
the prospects are extremely good that it 
will continue pouring down to-day. It was 
one of tlie heaviest and most incessant rains 
we ever witnessed, and was accompanied 
by high winds from tho northeast. The 
streets resembled perfect lakes of water, 
and pedestrian navigation was extremely 
unhealthy and unpleasant. It is hoped that 
this rain will extend up the Red anil 
Ouachita rivers, and cause them to rise. 
There was a report from Camden yesterday 
that the Ouachita river was swelling at that 
point. Arkansas river is at good stage. 
Tlie Upper Mississippi and Ohio rivers are 
iu good navigable condition. Business on 
the landing yesterday was at a stand-still, 
oil account of the inclement nature of the 
weather. But very few shipments were 
made, and with the exception of one or two 
boats, all tlie packets laid over until to­
morrow.

The steamers that arrived could not dis­
charge their cargoes, anM lay looking 
piteously idle ami deserted.

The Charles H. Dnrlee, for Red river, 
left with a fair trip of freight and a large 
number of people. The Mullie Moore, for 
Pittsburg, left laden with a heavy cargo of 
sugar anil molasses. These were about tbe 
only departures of note.

Among tbe arrivals were the Continental, 
from St. Louis, with a full trip of freight, 
and crowded with passengers. The Belfast, 
from St. Louis, with all she could carry iu 
the shape of freight, anil a good trip of 
people. The Bee aud barges were mo­
mentarily expected iu and doubtless arrived 
during the night. Rates of freight to Red 
river are full card and firm.
