THE OFFICE OF ADKIRAL,
A prominent Lepublican paper in Mos-
sachusetts proposes, with great probabili-
ty that the proposition will be successful,
that the office of dmiral be left in the
keeping of the American people until
snother man like Farragut shall arise to
merit it as a reward for his services.

Farragut erises the republic
wonld have to ereate & new and higher
grade if it ever felt like testifying its
gratitude and admiration by promoting a
more than ordinarily meritorious officer.
President Grant finds the office in
existence and vecant, and he necessarily
proceeds to fill it. His choice has fellen
on the Vice Admiral, who has been in
charge of the Navy Department under
Seeretaries Borie and Robesoz. This
act of promotion has not been ratified
by the voice of the people, nor by the
votes of their representatives.

We give, to illustrate the case, sections
2163 sed 3164 of the Revised Statutes, by
which it will be seen that there is no re-
quirement that the Register of Convey-
ances shall discharge the duty imposed
upon him free of charge :

Sec. 3163, The Register of Convey-
ances of the city of New Orleans ghall be
entitled to the following fees of office, nnd
no other or greater feca shall cver be re-
ccived or demandsd by him: For each
rogistey of w conveyance, vpe dollar; for
each nlienation, or any other eertificate ve-
qnired of him, fifty cents.

Skc. 3164, 1t sball also be the duty of the
Register of Couveyances, every mounth, to
transfer to the Board of Assessors of New
Orleans, a list of all conyeyances recorded
in his office during the menth,

Here we have in two consecutive sec-
tions a fee bill and an order to discharge
certain daties every month under it. The
Register receives no salary from the city
or the State. Neither, therefore, can im-
pose duties upon him without compensa-
tion. In the discharge of their official
duties, the assessors of New Orleans re-
quire prompt and accurnte information of
the transfers of real estate. The law has
imposed the duty of furnishing this in-
formation upon the Register, who is a
responsible official, and under bonds for
the faithful performance of all his duties.
He must furnish certificates of convey-
nnce of real estate to all applicants, un-
der penalty of paying any damages that
may be sustained. Any demand for &
certificate is mandatory npon him, and he
can not refuse. The obligation to pay
his fees Ly applicants is quite as binding
on them, however, and he is as clearly
entitled to demand pay for his services as
any other person who gives his time for
the benefit of the city.

the certificate is a gnaraniee and
an indorsement, which make the
certifying bLank liable.  The law-
yore, on the contrary, maintain

that the chrtificate assumes the check to
be geruine, and is only on agreeiment to
pay the amount called for by the person
purporting to draw the check. In other
words it is a certificate that that person's
check, so certified, ie good for the amount
for which it is drawn. But if the check
is a forgery, it is not his check, and hence
has not been guaranteed. It is absurd,
the lawyers say, to suppose thata bauk
can indorse a forged check. At last ac.
counts the controversy was very warm,
and both parties adhered to their respec-
tive opinions with great tenacity.
