If there be 
parents who doubt as to the use to which 
the so-called Opera House has been con­
verted by its proprietor, let them inquirt 
and see if the Times does not pronounce a 
timely warning. For months it has been im­
possible to walk its balls without liability of 
encountering parties notorious to assignation 
under its roof. It is not alone the theatre 
which has fallen into utter vileness; the 
whole house is foul with the Unclean asso­
ciations which pervade it. ,

“ The Director of the Chicagô  Academy 
of Music is advertised to be one Ziegfeld. Is 
this person ignorant of the character of the 
place into which he invites innocent chil­
dren?

done. The Times, simply as a matter of 
dntv, warned parents against sending their 
children into Crosby’s Opera House, which 
has become simply an assignation house, at 
the invitation of Mr. Ziegfeld, or nt the in­
vitation of anybody else. The Tim es has 
now further to say that Mr. Ziegfeld, since 
it is certain that he is informed of the char­
acter of the house, is guilty of very scan­
dalous conduct, for which he deserves .to 
snffer in the public estimation.
