David P. Foa er, a vouhr man, ran away 

f ro m  this city about tne first of last month, 
and took passage in the steampship Italy, of 
the National line, taking with him, as is al­
leged, eome funds belonging to his father. 
Hu father, a wealthy merchant, informed 
Superintendent Kelso, who at onco tele­
graphed to tho authorities in Liverpool to 
took out for Foster, who registered his name 
at the shipping agent’s office here as Eugene 
Laaoelles, when buying his cabin ticket. 
Detective Garrett Walling, of the central 
office, was sent to England in the next 
ateamer to bring Foster back to this city.

The Liverpool authorities,-on receipt of 
the telegram, placed the case in the bands 
of Inspector Carlisle and Detective Thorn- 
whaite of that city, and they hoarded the 
stbamer on her arrival at the dock, and soon 
found Lascelles or Foster, preparing to go 
on shore. Inspector Carlisle informed him 
that he was under arrest, when Foster said, 
“ I would like to get a glass of wine in the 
cabin. Will you allow met” Inspector 
Carlisle said, “Certainy,” and, accompanied 
by Detective Thomwhaitc. they went down 
the cabin stairs. Almost as soon as they 
passed the cabin door Foster drew a pistol 
and preseQted it at the Inspector. Inspector 
Carnale jiunped on Foster and knocked his 
arm np. The pistol, a large Smith & Wes­
son, exploded, and the ball lodged in the 
ceiling of the cabin. Foster was at once 
eecnred and taken before Mr. Raffles, the 
presiding magistrate of the Liverpool Cen­
tral Police Court.

On the facte of the attempt to shoot In­
spector Carlisle being laid before the magis­
trate by that officer, Mr. Raffies said he 
would commit Foster for trial on a charge 
of felonious assault. Inspector Carlisle 
stated that an American officer was expected 
to arrive in a day or two to take the prisoner 
back to this country, and the magistrate 
then said he would commit Fostei'Yb await 
the arrival of the officer, at the same time 
informing the prisoner that, were it not for 
the fact of a criminal charge resting against 
him in this country, lie would undoubtedly 
be sentenced to seven years, imprisonment 
in Jail.

Deteotive Walling arrived in Liverpool 
two days after, took charge of his prisoner, 
and started with him for this city by the 
the Inman eteahier, City of Washington, 
which is expected to arrive here on Tuesday.

* Another Atlantic Cable.
We copy the fallowing dispatch:
New York, December 14.—An enterprise 

has been started under favorable auspices 
for the laying of a new Atlantic cable. Bv 
a published communication from George T. 
Curtis, counsel for the company, it is evi­
dent the company means business, and does 
not intend to sell out to a rival telegraph 
cable company. The American directors 
are Samuel G. Arnold, of Rhode Island, 
William T. Blodgett, Henry G. Marquand, 
Eugene Kelly and George Ticknor Curtis. 
The name of*the company is the New York 
and London Direct Telegraph Company. It 
is organized and registered in London un­
der tho act of Parliament which provides 
for the incorporation of companies. Tho 
company has the exclusive right for twenty- 
'‘five years, granted by a special charter of 
the Legislature of Rhode Island, of landing 
or operating a telegraph cable or cables, to 
connect with Great Britain, Holland, Bel-

Snm or Spain, in any of the waters of 
hode Island.
The company organized under this char­

ter, underlie style of the Xarragansett and 
European Cable Company, has united and 
entered into a contract with the London 
company, under the name given above. 
The right to land and operate a cable on the 
coast of Wales has been conceded by 
England. The Earl of Dei by is chairman 
of the company, aud out of twelve directors 
provided for in the articles of association, 
live are to be American citizens. The capi­
tal has been fixed at £650,000 or $3,350,000 
in gold. The American directors are in­
structed to secure subscriptions of $50,000 
in New York. The rest of the capital is to 
bo raised in England. The termini of the 
cable will be on the shore of Rhode Island, 
on this side of the Atlantic, and on the 
coast of Wales on the other side. The 
cable is to be laid next August.

The New York Globe says:
