Some time during Thursday night the res­
idence of J. J . Alston, Esq., 3fo. 488 Cmu|> 
street, was burglariously entered, Mrs.

The securities, consisting of stocks, 
checks and time notes, were in the pocket 
of Mr. Alston’s coat, which, together with 
pants, was carrieihout of the room wh^re he 
slept.

An 
advertisement of a similar nature also ap­
peared in the evening papers. About four 
o’clock yesterday afternoon, while Mr. 
Alston was in his office, No. 32 Carondelet 
street, and several of his friends were there, 

young man, from one of whose eyes 
vision was obscured, entered and inquired 
for Mr. Alston. With the remark, “There 
are your papers,” he handed all the stolen 
securities to him. True to his pledge in the 
advertisement, Mr. Alston asked no ques­
tions, except as to the amount of the re­
ward, which was fixed at fifty dollars, and 
that amount will be paid this morning, but 
no questions will be asked.

The securities were of no value except 
to Mr. Alstou or his regular assigns. Among 
them were certificates for one hundred 
shares Calcasieu Sulphur stock (ordinary) 
and notes due at a future period.

Mrs. Alston was under the care of a phy­
sician yesterday, and suffered severely from 
the effects of the chloroform used by the 
burglars. She is not, however, dangerously 
ill. Mr. Alston was probably rendered more 
drowsy while .he slept, from the same cause. 
The burglarious entry was made by climb­
ing np the gallery of the sleeping apart­
ment of Mr. Alston.

Seven of 
the eight balls imbedded in his shoulder 
have been extracted, and his condition is 
comfortable. He has, however, suffered 
the loss of two fingers.

Admiral Topete has assumed temporarily 
the functions of General Prim as Minister of 
Foreign Affairs and War, as well a* the 
Presidency of the Council.

Senor Ayala hits been appointed Minister 
of Colonies.

Several battalions of the national guards 
who were recruited in the republican quar­
ters of Madrid refuse to atteud the review 
next Sunday iu honor of the new King. 
Serious disturbances are apprehended.

Information obtained from papers show 
that the conspiracy for the assassination of 
General Prim was extensive. Members 
were sworn to extcro^iate the enemies of 
the iepublic.

Tbe murder of Prim was opposed on the 
ground that nothing should be attempted 
until the arrival of Aosta, but the advocates 
of immediate action prevailed. Lots were 
drawn for the selection of the persons to 
undertake the killing of Prim.

It is said the Ministry of W ar is in pos­
session of proof identifying the assassins, 
but have not yet succeeded in making their 
arrests to-day.

There were some expressions of indigna­
tion, but tbe people generally show a sulUn 
indifference. The ministry contemplates 
changing the route by which the newly 
elected kiug will make his entry into 
Madrid, in view of the attempt on tne life 
of Prim, and to baffle the conspirators 
should further assassinations be designed.
