York
Dnulwell Defends His Policy

A W ashington special to the New 
Herald s ay s :

The Secretary o f the Treasury seems to 
be much amused a t the newspaper criticism 
indulged in so freely of late concerning lii.s 
policy of hoarding gold and greenbacks. 
He asserts th a t his critics are ignorant of 
the facts which they discuss, and are not 
aw are of the condition of the treasury. His 
policy, ho says, is not to hoard any more 
than is necessary to meet the public obli­
gations and keep him from going upon the 
m arket to borrow. By the act of Congress 
passed at the hist session, to provide addi­
tional banking facilities amt tor other pu r­
poses. the Secretary of the Treasury is 
obliged to redeem the three per cent certifi­
ca tes as fast as the circulation is issued to 
the national banks. This is for the purpose 
o f  preventing inflation. Four millions of 
natioual currency have been issued to the 
national hanks up to the first of December, 
and two millions since—making in all six 
millions. An equal amount of three per 
cents had. according to the law, to be re ­
deem ed in greenbacks. It will be seen from 
this th a t the currency balance of the Secre- 
ta rv  was well employed. On the first of 

-January, 1869, the coin balance in the 
treasury  was seventy millious and the cur­
rency balance eight millious.

'flic am ount on hand at the present time 
is eighty millions of gold and twenty-four 
millions of currency. This appears to be a 
large balance o f both currency and gold. 
The Controller of the Currency states tha t 
there are applications for circulating notes 
from national banks under the recent act 
ot Congress to the am ount of th irty  
millions. O f this sum he thinks tha t at 
least fifteen millions will he granted, or. 
in other words, that enough hanks will com­
ply w ith the requirements o f the act ot 
Congress to secure the issue of $15,000,000 
in  currency, Thus every million of dollars 
issued to the national bank will require the 
purchase, of an equal amount o f three per 
cents, the money lor which is to come out 
oi the currency balance on haiqi in the 
Treasury Department. On the first of 
Jan u ary  the Secretary will ho required 
pay out $32,000,000 ot gold for interest on 
the public debt. Besides this thero are 
$10,000,000 of gold belonging to in teiest Ion 
the public debt which has not heeu paid, 
but which is liable to be called for a t any 
time, making in all forty-two millions out 
o f the eighty millions which is as good as 
paid out. After the first of January  the 
gold balance will not bo as large, owing to 
the fact th a t the receipts from customs will 
be less under the new tariff which goes into 
effect. In  view of these fact* the Secretary 
does not see his way clear to change the 
policy which he has heretofore pursued.

An incident of this sort must be truly in­
teresting  to the passengers who want to 
get through.
