Mrs. Celia Burleigh, writing from Cinein- 
a#*ti of experiences on her lecturing tour, 
rays in The Woman's Journal:

Apropos of cleanliness, another incident 
my visit to Cincinnati recurs to me. 

Having occasion to employ a laundress. I 
tffas directed to a street and numlier a little 
removed from Fourth street. On going to 
the place indicated, I found myself before a 
wuife handsome brick residence, witli an ap­
pearance of taste and prosperity about it 
that made me question if I had not mis­
taken the directions. But no: above the 
door was the number I was in quest of, 
aad on the well polished door-plate was the 
name.

'•There is; will you walk in !” was the reply, 
in a voice which indicated both culture and 
refinement. Entering. I found myself in a 
handsomely furnished parlor, with a cheer­
ful fire glowing in the grate, and an open 
piano standing opposite. Above the man­
tel-piece hung a handsomely framed por­
trait of President Lincoln: on one side of 
the room was a steel engraving of the read­
ing of the emancipation proclamation, on 
the other a full-length photograph of Fred­
erick Douglass. Books strewed the table 
and house plants thmrished in the windows. 
M.v observations were cut short by the 
entrance of a dignified colored woman,
who announced herself as Mrs. C---- , the
person I was in quest of.

My business was speedily transacted, and 
though I would gladly have lingered and 
entered into conversation. I felt more com­
pletely held in check 1'F this stately, self- 
respecting woman, more afraid of taking 
what might seem an unwarranted liberty 
than if 1 had been iu the presence of some 
lender of . fashionable society. I learned
afterward that Mrs. C----was a widow,
who, with the proceedings of her own in­
dustry, had bought the house iu which she 
lived, and that her daughter—the young 
girl who had let me in—was a music teacher, 
with as many pupils as she could attend to.
I must say that no “Interior” by Kastman 
Johnson ever gave me so much food for 
thought as did this one, or seemed to me so 

o significant a sign of the times.

River Intelligence.

Weather, Business. Etc.— T̂he weather 

was changeable yesterday. In the morning 
it was windy and clear, and in the evening 
cold and rainy. The prospects are that the 
week will cud with steady fall of rain. 
Business was dull, and the arrivals and de­
partures meagre.

The Belle Lee came iu laden with 413;} 
hales of cotton aud a big trip of passen­
gers. The coast packets brought in full 
trips of sugar and molasses.

Among the departures were the D. L. 
Tally, with a good trip, to Shreveport; 
Frank Pargond, moderately ladeu, to Vicks­
burg: Belle Yazoo to Yazoo river, with some 
freight.

There is no change to report in the gen­
eral routine of business, the high prices aud 
scarcity of fuel continuing to act as a draw­
back to all the steamers. The thaw in the 
upper river has become general, and the 
chances are good for an early supply of coal 
from the Ohio river. The coal fleet has met 
with no other detention save from ice, and 
there has been very lew accidents to the 
several to*#.

The meeting which took [dace at the 
Chamber of Commerce on last Thursday 
evening, to consider what move should be 
taken in regard to the falling of the trade 
from this port up the Red and Ouachita 
rivers, promises to he productive of good.

One of the first motions brought before 
the meeting was a reduction of steamboat 
officers’ wages. It is palpably clear that 
steamboat owners in the Red river trade 
must reduce their expenses considerably or 
else lay up their vessels. St. Louis has car­
ried off the principal portion of the Red 
river trade already from New Orleans, and 
to regain that trade it is necessary that em­
ployes should act with employers, so far as 
to submit to as much of a reduction as 
possible. To regain the Red river trade, 
which New Orleans once possessed, a low 
freight tariff must be established from St. 
Louis to this port, and likewise from this 
port to all the landings on Red river.

Next, steamers must be reliable iu de­
parture, and not delay shippers or con­
signees. Lastly, and not leastly, there 
must bo an organization formed which will 
cause harmony in rates of freight, and stop 
the pernicious" throat-cutting-’ that at 
present is on'- of the characteristic actions 
among Red liver boatmen. A little more 
energy and a few more meetings are requi­
site to the redemption of New Orleans com­
merce.

Miscellaneous Items.—The Importer, 
from Arkansas liver, and the Enterprise, 
from Attakapas. will arrive at this port in 
time to leave for their respective return 
trips on Saturday next. Shippers to Ar­
kansas river will do well to call on Mr. \Y. 
M. Surls, freight agent, and make arrange­
ments for shipment on the Importer.

The Captain of the Enterprise telegraphs 
to agent J. E. Carlin that liis steamer will 
arrive iu time to leave for Attakapas on
