GUacing o u r  the (lebaten L. th* Stqte 
Senate, tlu* other day, t wus eorpi'ised at 
tlie eniuiciution of a distinguished Senator 
as to the effect of legislation iri eontniwn- 
tion of the constitution. To me it van 
also a littl<* surjirising tluiU no one ia that 
eminent body saw lit Jo dispute the propo­
sition. lie Was speaking of some resolu­
tion whicti hail passed that body, and 
which, though lie deemed it unconsti­
tutional, he said “must Lind tlio Senate 
until reconsidered.** and he illustrated his 
idea by a-Uling, “Just as mi ’unconstitu­
tional act of the Ia*gisL'itnre is binding ou 
tiie jieoplc until the court■* declare it other­
wise !"

It is respi-ctfuily ►abni th d t*at an va 
constitutional act of tlie Is>gislatnre no 
more binds the people than the eonrts. and 
is no more valid beiore the judiciary pro­
claims it void than it is after.

Otherwise, and upon the theory of the 
honorable Senator, toine etartling proposi­
tions would seem to follow; as, for example, 
we may. for a time, have a mere legislative 
act superior to the constitution, because, 
though at variance with that instrument, it 
roust control from the date t>f enact­
ment until the time when some eourt pro- 
noiiue. s it a nullity; or. it may follow that 
for ail time we hare an act higher than the 
constitution: forthough in opposition to the 
latter, as it must lx- to lx- declared uncon­
stitutional, yet. if uo court happens eve .• so 
to declare, according to the Senator, it binds 
the people forever. What then becoivi-s of 
the proposition that the constitution is the 
supreme law of the State

Again, upon tlie Senator's theory, -,t is the 
decision of a court which makes any pnr- 
ticuhir act unconstitutional or otherwise, 
and uot th ■ fact that it is in contravention 
of. or accord with the constitution. Thus, 
the judiciary becomes the law-making, in­
stead of the Liw-cxpouinliag depurtmeu: of 
the government.

The true theory would seem to be, that 
.he courts, in passing upon the constitu­
tional'ty ot an act. merely declare a fact - 
a ll existing fact, one timt had existence a s  

well before a- it iLies have after the lufjudi- 
caliou. ihough it may. by such adjudica­
tion.

If )’> attempts thus to defend will not the 
court say to him : "Sir. this act of the Legis­
lature. being unconstitutional, is a nullity. 
It is not a law, and never was. and there­
fore it affords you no protection. A sheet 
of blank paper would serve you as well for 
a defense as will the pages oa which it is 
printed

Mr. Editor, as a lawyer, you are sutti- 
cientl.v familiar with the books to know 
that ia the supposed ease, the .judgment of 
the court would he precisely as above indi­
cated. You know,too. that though the forego­
ing illustration is put as hypothetical, it Is in 
fact not imaginary. Almost its literal 
parallel is to be found in the reports of the 
highest judicial tribunal of the land, so em­
inent a jurist as Chief* Justice Marshal 
hohliug an unconstitutional act to he a nul­
lity. and saying iu so many words “Counsel 
for appellants are too intelligent and have 
too much self-respect to pretend that a void 
act can afford any protection to the officer 
acting under it."

W hile the legal doctrine is as above in­
dicated it is liut fairness to add, that never­
theless. the decision of the court of last 

j •••■sort is the only incontrovertible proof as 
j to whether any given act is constitutional 
| or otherwise, and though tbe citizen iu the 
j absence of such an adjudication may feci 
i confident that it is void and act accordingly.

yet lie so acts at his peril. If the court at 
I .ast happens to differ w ith him he can no 
I more plead his own convictions as a shield, 
j than can the officer who has collected taxes 

under an enactment which is pronounced a 
nullity.

Say the books. *■ the presumption is in 
favor of the constitutionality of a’legislative 
enactment."

At the opening of the Eighth District 
Court, yesterday. Judge Dibble rendered 
an oral opinion in tbe matter of the writ of 
habeas corpus applied for by certain alleged 
vagrants, seeking to be discharged from the 
City Workhouse, on the ground that the 
late vagr int. act of the Legislntore is unesm- 
sritutior :»l. Judge Dibble said that he had 
intended to write an opinion at length upon 
the subnet matter, but having read Judge 
Cullens' elaborate anil able exposition of 
tbe Javz he decided that all that was tie- 
eessary for him was to state from the bench 
that h- si incurred in it.
