I rem em ber h is  rep ly  d istinc tly , th a t  lie 
d id  not th in k  it too m uch to  g ive them ; it 
w as o f  inestim ab le  value to  the governm ent 
a n d  jM-op’e. and  if  they  could  find fools 
enough  to  bu ild  it un d er th a t  bill he shou ld  
be glad.

Not he o r  an y  o th e r  m em ber o f C ongress 
had  the slig h tes t idea a t a n y  tim e o f  en g ag ­
ing in th is  g rea t w ork  u n d e r  the  bill as 
am ended. C ap ita lis ts  (chiefly in  N ew  York i 
were induced  to  p a y  in. I believe, abou t 
h a lf  a m illion, an d  the  w ork  p rog ressed  for 
some m ouths, w hen th ey  got d iscouraged  
a n d  concluded  to  lose w hat th ey  b a d  pu t 
in r a th e r  th an  risk  m ore u n d e r  these  c ir ­
cum stances. Sir. Am es w as appea led  to  
m ore th a n  a  year. I th in k , a f te r  th e  passage 
o f these bills u n d e r w hich  th e  road  w as 
hu ilt. I rem em ber I,e ca lled  upon me and  
a sk ed  m e to  jo in  him  and  o thers, an d  lift 
th is  en te rp r ise  out o f its  em b arrassm en ts , 
a n d  t ry  an d  p u t it th rough .
