The disclosure* have been sought 
after for two years, but judicial cud e t h ­
nical twists liaie been employed to 
smother investigation, until now, when 
the money being spent, the managers can 
only be censured for their profligacy, 
without being withheld from their dis­
bursement of the funds. The exhibit, us 
rendered iu court, is very unsatis­
factory as to details, but it is mag­
nificent in its grand total*. The 
total receipts for 1^08, the year that Jim 
Fisk secured from the Democratic Legis­
lature of New York an absolute control 
over the road and its earnings, amounted 
to over fourteen millions of dollars, 
while the expenditures reached sixteen 
millions, being an excess of outlay over 
income of two millions of dollars. Of 
this sum three hundred and thirty thou­
sand dollars was paid to fifty-nine lawyers, 
and one million four hundred and twenty- 
nine thousand dollars was paid to bril*: 
other parties from commencing lawsuits 
against’ the road. Vanderbilt secured 
one million to hold liis peace, and Richard 
Schell secured another fee of four hundred 
nnd twenty thousand dollars if he would 
let Eric alone. The office expenses and 
stationery co.*t two hundred thousand 
dollars. The account, as rendered, 
is sworn to ns accurate by Mr. Jay 
Gould.

The gen -ral impression 
is that ‘ha bill will be defeated in tho

Vue ‘‘bull” movement iu Slaughter­
house seems to have come to an end. The 
priee was run up from 211 to 21, but at 
the latter figure there are no sellers, aud 
as holders are not willing to take less 
than no transactions are reported, and 
the exact price can not be precisely stated. 
As this rise has taken place iu the face of 
the suspicions of some adverse judicial 
proceedings at Washington, cither but 
little importance is attached to these up- 
prehensions, or the operators for an ad­
vance have great confidence and courage. 
At present the stock seems to be firm, and 
to have, if anything, a still advancing 
tendency.

There was some talk yesterday about 
good news from the Calcasieu sulphur 
mine, as already published in the Repits- 
i i c' v The result of the information 
obtained Las been to strengthen tie 
stock, but not. as yet, to cause much oi 
an advance.
