Tlat aet is in the main judicious and pro-
motive of the public health aud con-
venience: but it contains provisions repug-
nant to the free ideas of Americans, which
go far to neutralize all the good there ix
in the law. If our friends of the Fertiliz-
ing Company will keep clear of coercion,
as they prowise to do, they will have
nothing te fear from & want of liberal
patronage.

THE METROPOLITAN POLICE EOARD.

Qur position is very easily stated. The
city government contends that in order to
lessen the expenses of the corporation, the
present police arrangement must be go
altered that the cost of sustaining the force
aud the power of determining its strength
shall be left to the Administrators. We
fuvor this suggestion. The Metropolitan
Police Board replies that the cost of the
police, ns ut present organized, is but
little greater than it was when the ity
did control the force, and that theexten-
sion of the corporate limits and the con-
sequent increase of patrolmen willaccount
for the excess of expenditure. PBesides,
the Police Board insists that the numnber
of policemen was not objected to ut the
proper time by the city, and that there-
fore the board is not wholly responsible
for maintaining the force alits present
standard. And, furthermorc, as the rpe-
cial tax that is colleeted by tle city for
the use of the hpard is u specitic and sepa-
rate revenue, thé support of the polic
can not be counted as a genern! charge on
the city treasurer, and therefore the Ad-
ministrators are not respons.ble lor its ex-
penditure,

This pleading i3 special, and it I wenk,
In the first place, the Metropolitan Police
law was pussed in order to effect a rid-
dance to the city of the very force which
cost 80 much and which was so efleetively
despotic in  the year 18¢7. Inu the next
place, the law was passed in orler to de-
termine und close out certain beneful po-
litical combinations that existed to the
detriment of the city, in the bistoric period
kvown as the Monroe era,  The wenbers
of the Police Doard know this to be so,
and they further know that (Ley were mus-
tained in some rather exceptional proceed-
ings, in their earlier organization, beenuse
it was thought better to endure their mild
irregularities rather than to fall into evils
of greater magnitude. In fuct, the sy«
temz was adopted as an ultimate remedy
against an ontrageous evil, and as an ex-
periment as to what result it might pro-
duce. Allthisis and was understood by
the board, and they should have appreci-
ated the fact that & time wottld come when
the system wonld have to nudergo discas-
sion, preparatory to its continuance or
tspension. In this argument the man-
sgement of the board and the confidence
of ,thee public in the city authorities
might well have been accepted as the
basis of futnre conclusions.

The present city government Lae the
public confidence, and this is the solution
of one branch of the argnment. In the
nest place the failure of the Police Board
to do the best it eould in reducing ci-
penditures is the solution of the other end
of the mgument. The bourd has wain-
tained an excess of patrolizen and detee-
tectives in the service, and in the second
place it kas kept up an expensive estub-

IMPROVEMENT GF RED RIVEE.

We publish in another plice to-day
an article from the Shreveport Bulelin
urging State aid for the removal of the
Red River Reft and the closing of Tone's
bayou. * The latter is an outiet of Red
river, throngh which runs & prodigious
volume of water into the neiphboring
lowlands, thus forming lakes
and bayous to return agnin to the muin
stream at a peint some miles below,  The
river, between the outlet and where the
water ngain returns, is, i conseguence,
grestly reduced in size and depth, 1o the
scrious  defriment of navigation, espe-
cizlly during low water. To economize
this waste, and geenre all the wvailulie
water to the uses of navigation, is an
objeet of bigh public interest, and could
the people Le assured that any reasonalbie
sum appropriated for the purpose would
be economicnlly, iutelligently and fu
fally applied, they wonld chesrfally con-
sent to the outlay.
