The Mnur ll»inins« Expedition.
Grave apprehensions are beginning to be 

entertained at Washington with regard to 
the salety of the Tennessee, which con­
veyed the San Domiugo commission from 
New York. She has now been twenty-three 
days out: No intelligence lias been re­
ceived ot’ her from zany quarter. A report 
was received from New York to-day, saving 
that she had been foundered, and that all 
on board had been lost. The story g.lined 
rapid circulation, aud created intense ex­
citement in both houses ot $ ougres*. where 
members gathered in knots to discus', its 
probability, neglecting for the t ine the 
business in progress. Seveial members 
telegraphed immediately to New York and 
were soon assured that it was without 
foundation. Others proceeded to the White 
House and Navy Department, where they 
received like assurances. While immediate 
concern was allayed upon learning that no 
actual bad news had been received, there 
remains an anxious feeling, which i<« aused 
by the fact that no tidings whatever of the 
steamer have been received. The ITesi- 
dent himself is said to have been uneasy 
about this matter for wveral day.,. He, 
caused a telegram to be sent to Havana, 
last week, to ascertain whether any new, 
had been received at that point, which was 
answered in the negative. Senator Morton 
is ill and confined to hit room, paitl.v on 
account of liis apprehensions as to th* fate 
of the Commission. The Tennessee, it i, 
stated, had never been to sea ltefnre. this 
being her first trip. She w;»* completely 
overhauled liefoie starting, and was sup­
plied with new machinery, engine, and 
boilers. With fair weather, and her ma­
chinery keeping in good order, it v»a« calcu­
lated that she would make the trip in eight 
days. The theory seem* t* be that her 
machinery got out of gear, aud that eao 
was compelled to proceed under sail, in 
which case it is thought it would probably 
take her twentv-tive days to make the trip. 
The principal mystery seem, to be w hy it :♦ 
she has net been spoken, tnasinin !i • - her 
route the entire Trip was along a path which 
is followed by 0  *1 entire coastwise and gulf 
trade. Thia*i.s the chief subject of talk to­
night, both in private and oflii ia! circles. 
There is no doubt that the startling rumor 
of this afternoon has awakened apprehen­
sions which will not be allay.*4 until the 
?<-cc;pt of definite intelligence.

A Washington dispatch says 
<»n examination of tlio report* of survey* 

of distilleries made undor what 1# com­
monly known a* the forty-eight hour tor­
menting period, it lias been determined to 
bold such sitid surveys as were made prior 
to the first day of March, 1870, a* taking 
eft'oet on and after that date. All assess­
ments made prior to that date will, there­
fore, be adjusted accordingly upon applica­
tion to the Internal Revenue Bureau tor 
abatement or refunding, as the case may be.

A banker's clerk, accustomed to such 
work, has furnished a calculation of what 
the compound interest and principal of the 
Pacific raiiroad subsidy bonds would amount 
to in thirty years, the time the bonds have 
to run. The principal, being ^all bonds 
issued to the Pacific- railroads, is $51,500,000.

principal, and $1505, '.*70,12'.* interest. In 
twenty years after that, (lie principal and 
interest' would amount to more than our 
present national debt.

The Boston IlrraH is gloating over the 
fact that the Michigan Southern Railroad 
has outdone the daughty Fisk in ton matter 
of palace cars, having produced one which 
cost $10,000. The main features of this 
movable palace are that it has water pipes 
running around the sides, so that water can 
bo obtained by the occupants of the cars 
without rising from their seats, a bridal 
chamber with bed like down, and with a 
white satin coverlid and innumerable mir­
rors. and extra sized platforms with facili­
ties lor promenading, and a wire fence to 
prevent accidents to promenadors: The
Western railroad cars, of late years, have 
been very luxurious, but this last one must 
surpass them all.
