in the soap business, and much celebrated 
for the free use of “cuss words’’ when any­
thing went wrong, whose load of ashes had 
sifted out of a crevice in the bottom of his 
cart, gave as a reason for not swearing that 
he could not “do justicPto the subject.’’

We feel the same want of ability to do 
justice to the subject of this article.

Nothing but the pen of “Truthful James" 
could give adequate expression to the 
“ways that are dhrk” of the “Scandinavian 
Emigrant Agency,” “which the same," has 
its “General Office” at No. 254 South Wells
street, Uhioago, Illinois.

In an evil hour some of our citizens, in
want of labor, got hold of a circular of 
this “agency,” and unfortunately trusted to 
its representations.

Mr. W. C. Crutcher, a highly respected 
gentleman, and an old citizen ot our town 
and parish, proceeded to Chicago, in lie-

who sent to believe that twenty dollars per 
head wouliT cover the cost oi putting them 
down in Trenton.

On his arrival at Chicago, however, he 
learned that it would take thirty-eight dol­
lars each. Ou telegraphing this tact, he 
was advised to obtain them at the latter

^ l le  accordingly contracted and paid for 
sixty-six. They started for Trenton in 
charge of one Linburg.

On reaching Vicksburg, which they did 
on Saturday evening, it was ascertained 
that the North Louisiana and Texas rail­
road had. since Mr. Crutcher's departure, 
and without any knowledge on his part, 
changed its schedule from daily to tri­
weekly trips, and would not leave Delta 
until the next Tuesday.

When Tuesday came, Mr. Linburg, the 
agent of the agency, and twenty-six of the 
people, for whom Mr. Crutcher had ad­
vanced thirty-eight dollars per head, were, 
in military parlance, “neither present nor 
accounted‘for,” and the presumption is that 
they returned to Chicago to play the same
game upon the credulity ot some one else, 

' ithe: ’ ’ ‘ --------- “ ’ ‘which they had so successfully practiced on 
Mr. Crutcher.

This view of the subject is strongly cor­
roborated by the fact that, so far from com­
plying with their written contract to refund
thirty-eight dollars per head for all that 
'  Bd ' "  ’ ’ ”  ’ ’failed to'reach Trenton, inevitable accidents 
alone excepted, that they set up a claim tor 
damages for the slight detention at Vicks­
burg, with the cause of Which Mr. Crutcher 
had nothing to do.

Forty of the laborers reached here and 
got employment, and with two or three ex­
ceptions are, we believe, satisfied them­
selves, and giving satisfaction. And we 
trust they will be kindly treated by those 
among whom they have cast their lot, and 
be the means of inducing others to come. 
We said there were one or two exceptions 
to the satisfaction given.

A. Ward got two at his restaurant, both, 
we believe, of American birth. One of 
them seemed to fiossess all the leading traits 
of a Chicago wharf-rat, and the other,
though a professional cook, could hardly 
tell a biscuit from a batter cake, and 
waited on the table like he was marching in 
slow time to a first class funeral. 1 hey 
both absconded in the night.

Whether this agency is merely “ an im­
aginary body, reposing on its own centre,” 
or a tiling of substance, we presume Mr. 
Crutcher will take legal steps to ascertain.

But we apprehend that the concern is a 
mere bag of wind, which the point of a law 
suit would soon puncture. And one strong 
reason for believing that this Scampi-uavian 
“Agency,” as it ought to be designated, if

Admiral Porter Discussed.
In the House of Representatives last 

week, Mr. Starkweather, from the Com 
mittee on Naval Affairs, reported a bill to 
permit William H. Huuscom, a late naval 
constructor in the navy, to withdraw his 
resignation, which was accepted on the fifth 
of January, ISofi, and reinstate him in 
office.

The bill was opposed by Messrs. Archer 
and Sargent, on tno ground of the corrupt 
transactions of Mr. Hanscom, in 1866, in 
connection with his official duties, and 
which had led to his resignation.

Mr. Starkweather denied any truth in the 
charge which had led to Mr. Hanscoiu’s 
resignation, hut on the advice which he had
given to the Navy Department atthat time, 
in reference to twenty light-draft monitors
which were being built, anil which he had 
told Secretary Welles would never float. 
After that advice his place was made so' 
uncomfortable that ho had to resign.

Mr. Banks advocated the hill, and’stated 
that the Secretary of the Navy was anxions 
to have authority to reinstate Hanscom, hut 
was not satisfied that he had legal au­
thority. \

Mr. Farnsworth remarked that there was 
no doubt about the legal authority of the 
Secretary of the Navy in the premises.

Mr. Banks repeated that the secretary 
had doubt as to his authority, and there­
fore wanted the action of tlic Congress in 
the matter. A s to the charges against 
Hanscom, that were trumped up and sent to 
the House by Admiral Porter, he declared 
that Hanscom bore as honorable a reputa­
tion as any man in Massachusetts, and 
that in the opinioH of the people of the 
country, Hanscom was as superior 
point of reputation to Admiral Porter 
as the Apostle Joliu was to the traitor 
Judos. [Laughter], Even if the charge 
against Hanscom were true, that he had i< 
wived remuneration for giving men employ­
ment is the Charleston navy-yard, as they 
were false as hell, his character would still 
he better than that of those officers of tho 
navy who had compounded the felony and 

.'let him go unpunished. He denounced it as 
au infamous proceeding on the part of the 
high officials oftheNuvy Department to coma 
to tho. House anil say that they had de­
tected a man in a fraud which should have 
sent him to the penitentiary, and had let, 
him go in order that they might get his 
place for one of their friends. Referring to 
the intimidation of naval officers liy the de­
partment. he said that he had heard within 
the last two days of scores of naval engineers 
having said that the Tennessee, now on her 
way to San Domingo, or some other place, 
was not seaworthy, and that they were nn 
willing to risk their Rives in hor. He did 
not understand, however, that any engineer 
of the navy said to Mr. Wade, or President 
White or Dr. llowe, “If you take a voyage 
on this vessel, you do it at the risk of your 
lives.” Why had they not told some of 
those three hundred souls who had gone, 
no one knows where or how, that if they 
placed their foot on the Tennessee, they 
were in danger of being lest forever ! Be­
cause they were cowed. Because they were 
in a situation where they could not give 
their honest opinion. Because if they ran 
counter to the schemes of the bureau liieu— 
and he did not refer at all to the Secretary 
of the Navy—they would loae their places 
and reputation. So Hanscom had run coun­
ter to their schemes and-plans in condemn­
ing twenty light-draft monitors, and he 
thereby lost his place and his standing in 
the department. They rooted Hanscom out 
of his little place in the Charleston yard. 
By allowing the commerce of the country 
to be destroyed, they prevented him get­
ting employment in liis profession in ship­
yards. Mr. Banks remarked that he had 
sustained the appropriations, for the navy.

Mr. Farnsworth moved to lay the bill on 
the table.

Negatived without a division.
Mr. Sargent made afiother argument 

against the bill, and alluded to the indecent 
hostility manifested by the former officers 
of the navy to Admiral Porter. It seemed 
to him that calling Admiral Porter Judas 
Iscariot was hut a poor recognition for the 
gentleman’s service which lie had rendered 
the country. That, however, was a matter 
of taste. As to Hanscom's innocence of the 
charge made, he challenged an explanation 

' of the fact thatjthe notes which Hanscom 
had received for the place which ho had

given to one Wiggins were in possession of 
the Navy Department.

Mr. Hale defended the Nary Department 
from responsibility for the Tennessee, and 
threw the responsibility on Congress, 
which though notified by Admiral Porter 
that the navy was worn out and useless, 
had not made an appropriation to renew 
and maintain the navy.

Mr. Stevenson reminded Mr. Hale that 
the Tennessee was a new vessel, her trip to 
San Domingo being her first voyage.

Mr. Farnsworth was reminded by the at­
tack on Admiral Porter of the truth of the 
remark of Justice Dogbeiry, that “compar­
isons are odious.” It was vain for gentle­
men to attempt to traduce the fame which 
Admiral Portci^nd won.

Mr. Banks: OlWiis correspondence ?
Mr. Farnsworth: Comparisons are odious, 

says Mr. Justice Dogberry.
Mr. Banks: Is that the authority of the 

gentleman from Illinois? [Laughter.]
Mr. Farnsworth: Admiral Porter has made 

a record which will last forever, while the 
records of some of the geutlernen who make 
comparisons they should wish not to live 
forever.

Mr. Butler, of Massachusetts, closed the 
discussion in a speech which was very se­
vere ou Admiral Porter. Little of what he 
said, however, reached the reporters in an 
intelligible shape, as the members gathered 
around Butler’s desk, interrupting sijjht and 
sound. He said he had long since learned 
the wisdom of the maxim ‘‘lie mortui* nil 
uini bon urn,” and if Admiral Porter only 
lay still in his grave, if his friends did not 
resurrect him to offend the nostrils of this 
House, lie (Butler) would not have saida 
word about him.

He said that this was no new quarrel be­
tween Hanscom and Admiral Porter. Ad­
miral Porter had been a young lieutenant 
at the Portsmouth navy yard when llans- 
oom was a naval constructor there. The 
civilian and martinet had come in contact, 
and there had been laid a foundation for 
his enmity tbdt lasted a lifetime. Hans­
com believes from that hour that he had 
been hunted by Admiral Porter in every 
conceivable way. Speaking of Admiral 
Porter’s connection with the Navy Depart­
ment, he said that he never was officially 
Secretary of the Navy. He had once been 
officially Assistant Secretary of the Navy. 
No member of Congress should have re c o g ­
nized him as Secretary. He had let; the 
place he never ought to have held.

Mr. Bauks remarked that he once went 
to the Navy Department to ask a favor 
from the Secretary, who said to him (Banks). 
" Why the devil don't you ask Admiral 
Porter?” [Laughter].

Mr. Eldridge: And why the devil didn't
v o u  *

Mr. lla^ s : He had just gone out. It wps
irWinot the present secretary.

Mr. Butler resuming narrated the mo­
tives which induced Hanscom to resign and 
which had no reference to the charge made 
b?»W iggins as to the affidavits. There was 
nothing so dangerous as such things, and if 
he were to produce a bundle of affidavits 
which he had, there were some gentlemen 
who had spoken on this subject who would 
he hanged without a judge or jury. [Laugh­
ter.] Who was opposing Hanscom ? Not 
the Secretary of the Navy: nut the Com­
mittee oil Naval Atiairs; but Mr. Porter. 
Admiral Porter, by the grace of the Senate. 
[Laughter.] Admiral Porter’s services 
during the war would live for some time.' 
He thought they would be indestructible all 
along the Mississippi, where the guns cap­
tured by the army are marked by Porter. 
“Taken by the navy under the command of 
D. D. Porter." And so long as white paint re­
mained, so long would Admiral Porter's 
deeds remain in the minds of those who be­
lieved in him. but who were few. [Laughter.] 
It was easy to make such a record as that, 
if a luan would only blow liis owu trumpet 
loud enough, if he could make himself the 
great I am of the expedition ; he could strike 
down the great and glorious Farragut. and 
send him to the grave w ith feelings that his 
country had w ronged him. And that was the 
sort of service which Admiral Porter had 
rendered his country. In conclusion, he 
begged the gentleman not to offend hi- nos­
trils and make him wish that he had a wash- 
howl and tooth-brush to clean out liis mouth 
by bringing that man (Porter) before the 
House again. Let Porter rest in the cor­
ruption which lit' had made for himself.

Mr. Starkweather called for the vote.
Mr. C ox: As Judas Iscariot i- on the Re­

publican side of tiie House, let h .lu speak. 
[Laughter.]

The bill passed, yeas, 113; nays, (17. It is 
a Senate bill, and now goes to Hie President 
for approval.
