hut—Having i>rouiise«l you the earliest 
possible account of the voyage of the United 
States steam frigate Tennessee, and seine 
details of what should be beard and seen ot 
the character and condition of San Do­
mingo by the commission sent thither by 
the United States Congress and President 
Grant, I hereby proceed, without further 
introduction, to fuliill that promise as well 
as circumstances will permit.

THE m-iPARTUKE.

The Tennessee left Sew York Tuesday af­
ternoon. January IT, in the midst of the 
cold and frosts of mid-winter, and the com­
missioners—none of them young or ro. 
bust—with the rest of the ship’s company, 
were but too happy to take advantage of the 
fortunate chance on this neeomuioduting 
war steamer to leave such rigorous shores 
for a voyage to a tropical island. All en­
joyed the rare beauty of the harbor of New 
York, the bay, and the neighboring islands. 
Soon leaving Staten Island out of sight, 
they found themselves on the broad At­
lantic.

THE COMMISSIONERS AND ADJUNCTS.

The commission, when at length complete, 
your readers are probably already aware, 
consists of Hon. It. F. Wade, ot Ohio, oliair- 
uian; Protessor A. D. \N bite, ot New York, 
aud Dr. S. T. G. Howe, of Boston: with 
Hon. Allen A. Burton, of Kentucky, score 
tary: all men of mark in our country. As 
showing iu a small degree what marked 
personages they are.it is lmt necessary to 
say this of them, that "Old Ben Wade.” of 
whom his long adopted Buckeye State is so 
proud, is a native of Massachusetts, and 
sou of a soldier of the Revolution, and that 
he served Ohio in a number of honorable 
positions besides being one ot her l uited 
States Senators for U'-ar a score of years 
and acting Yiee President of the nation. 
Old Ben is a fixed fact, at any rate, over 
three score and ten: and didn’t 1 drink 
brandy and water with him ! Ot the second, 
it may be remarked that Andrew 1>. White 
is President of Cornell University, a 
graduate ot Yale, an extensive trav­
eler. aud formerly a professor in 
probably the greatest university in Amer­
ica—that of Ann Arbor. Michigan. Dr. 
Howe, the third, is superintendent of Per­
kins Blind Institute.and it was he who taught 
the deaf and blind mute Laura Bridgemati. 
He is a noted philanthropist. In early, as 
well a-later life, he lias been the friend ot 
Greece, tarrying American contributions to 
that country when struggling for indepen­
dence, serving with Lord Byron at the 
time, and more recently aiding the gallant 
Cretans in the same wa v. He is known as 
a lifetime abolitionist, and was a practical 
friend of the Kansas Free State men. Dr. 
Howe is known to be an excellent Spanish 
scholar, and accompanied by his wife. Julia 
Ward, has spent much time in Cuba and 
other West Indian islands. The secretary 
of the commission. Judge Burton, is also an 
excellent Spanish scholar, was recently 
Minister to Colombia, and is a gentleman 
of tine legal and other attainments, who is 
not the less worthy from having had to sell 
his possessions and' been driven from bis 
native State ot Kentuiky by flie Ku-KIilx 
of the cross-roads, when- he had for a life­
time resided. All these gentlemen are of 
independent fortunes, and not the men to 
be bribed. #

Of scientific gentlemen there are several 
attached to the commission, whose names 
are honored with various adjuncts. Among 
these are Dr. C. C. Parry, botanist of the 
Department of Agriculture: Professor Wil­
liam P. Blake, the eminent California geo­
logist ; Professor Crane, ot Cornell Univer­
sity. aud others. Next but not least impor­
tant. come the representatives of the lead­
ing journals of our cities. It is sale to pre­
dict that a correct and fuller account of the 
character of Sail Domingo will emanate 
from their pens, and be spread before all 
English readers, than was ever before pub­
lished. Their names, and the papers they 
represent, are too numerous to publish.

Among them, however, are General II. V. 
Boynton, for a long time the industrious, 
sturdy, aud truthful telegraphic correspond­
ent. from Washington, of the Cincinnati 
Gazelle and other Western journals, with 
Homer If. Kamsdell, of the New York 
Tribune, a rough diamond and jolly soul, 
who can keep the xvlmle ship's company in 
a good humor all the time. Space is too 
limited for notice of all the company, and a 
word only will bo said ol the frigate s com­
mander, William G. Temple, who has borne 
our dag triumphantly on every ocean, and 
through the Mexican and our later war, in 
his thirty years' service. And yet. when the 
laud was sinking from our view on starting, 
it required all the hope lie could master to 
outweigh the intense feeling of responsibil­
ity that hung over him. It may be com­
pared to that ol one doomed to destruction. 
But he and all could but repose confidence 
iu the aid and protection of Him whom all 
hands hail been called to worship, 
i l l t s f  DAYS—COLD—GULF STREAM— WARM 

WEATHER, ETC.

Wednesday, January IS.—It is cold and 
rough, though not at all stormy, and those 
who are on deck wear thick coats and caps. 
An abundance of sails in sight, and steam­
ers, which soon disappear below the horizon. 
We are not far from Cape Hatteras. Hat- 
teras Light is seen thirty miles away. The 
long swell lifts and drops the how and stern 
and rolls the huge three thousand tons 
steamer from side to side; the sea-bells 
strike their strange reckoning of the lialf- 
lmurs; the wet and darkness drive all below 
but the seamen. Thursday it is still cold, 
but all eau brave a few days ot this sleet 
and cold at sea for the palm-trees aud man­
goes. the cocoas and the orange trees they 
will be sitting under in it feYV days. The 
voyage had not continued more than three 
days before a gonial climate was entered. 
The change seemed almost magical, and it 
was no small luxury thus insensibly to glide 
into warmth and. as it were, to catch sum­
mer by the skirts. The steamer was now 
crossing the gulf stream, where it is said to 
have a breadth of two hundred and fifty 
miles, and the temperature of the air

was probably heightened by the heat 
ot the waves below. Boisterous weather 
and strong adverse winds were our 
portion thereafter for some days, when 
the wind again became favorable, the 
weather fair, the sea ot the finest ultra- 
marine blue, and notb|Dg could be more 
delightful than the voyage. As the frigate 
glided into the tropics, the atmosphere 
became clearer aud clearer; uo mists were 
perceptible: the sun seldom obscured, and 
the appearance of the sky aud stars at 
night peculiarly bright and clear ; the 
moon iu these latitudes often assuming tin 
almost vertical position and many of the 
stars, such as the Southern cross, which 
belong to the Southern hemisphere, are 
visible. Of the flying-fish, the shark, the 
myriads of minute bine dshes, the blue and 
green glittering dolphins and of the “man- 
of-war birds,” nothing new can be said.

LAND, lltl! FIRST IMPRESSIONS, ETC.
Contrary to the first intention of steaming 

direct for this city, tho capital, to the 
south-east of the island, aud probably 
touching at Samana (on the north-east) on 
the way, was the determination to strike 
the north of the island at Manzanillo Bay, 
about at the line where Hayti ends and San 
Domingo begins, aud cruise nearly around 
the island. Although this part of the 
island is at present in an uncultivated state 
owing to the incursions of the Haytiens, for 
a half century past, its appearance us you 
approach it from the north is picturesque 
and pleasing ; to those who had beeu so 
long at sea, and were strangers to West In­
dian scenery, it seemed clad with beauty. 
It was easy to conceive the pleasure enjoyed 
by Columbus and bis followers when the 
fertility and beauty of West Indian scenery 
first burst upon their view.

A short distance west of this, but where 
the Tennessee did not go, is the harbor of 
Cajie Francois, which is spacious and with 
good anchorage, but not so good as that

But it is very advantageously 
situated, being at the western extremity of 
the Vega-Ileal or royal plain which extends 
tar into the Spanish or San Domingo part 
of the island : and to this is attributed the 
great success which Cape Francois always 
had under French rule. Here it was that 
your own Iberville in L lb came, (the year 
he died at Havana) one hundred aad sixty- 
tour years ago. and half a dozen years after 
he had pioneered the first French colony to 
Louisiana, headed by his brothers Suuville 
and Bienville, the first two Governors of 
Louisiana. Here this great navigator fitted

But the joy j 
was not of long duration, for the Tenues- J 
see rolled hideously. In a short time Isa­
bella was reached, whose foundat; >u dates 
sixth of January l! ‘l, three hundred and 
seventy-six years ago. when Columbus 
here buiit the first city founded by Euro­
peans on this side of the ocean. Hero tlie 
immortal Christopher made ii.s first settle­
ment and named it after the august 
princess who had seconded his enterprise. 
But. though it accordingly had many a 
privilege and titulary patronage, its history 
is too sad a one to be here further dwelt 
upon. Its ruins, even, did not last two cen­
turies; and now, toward the end of the 
fourth, only a half o’erhanging arch, the 
one-armed cross or mouldering pedestal are 
all that are seen to peep through the rank 
and luxuriant glade, or the spreading 
guava and wild indigo.

This island, which was christened His­
paniola (Little Spain) by Columbus, was 
called by the natives Haiti, or Highland, 
for sueh it presents itself, particularly to 
the north; they named it also Quisqueya. 
or the mother of countries, both ot which 
names appear to be expressive epithets. It 
resumed, under the French, its ancient, 
name of Hayti. It is, hoYvever. divided 
into two republics. That to the east is gen­
erally called St. Domingo, having borrowed 
the name given by Bartholomew Columbus 
to the town or city from which I write. 
This is by far the larger division of the 
island; that to the west is now called Hayti. 
It is not equal to a third ol tho whole, yet 
it w;ts justly considered, in the zenith ot its 
prosperity, as the garden spot of the 
western world; still it boasted not the 
local advantages of the St. Domingo end in 
point of fertility, resources, irrigation, 
elevation, or mines. This division is esti­
mated at about 3170 square leagues, u tract of 
country equal to the support of a population 
of eight millions of souls, and preserving 
in great measure the virgin state of its soil, 
while that of Hayti is tired, and particu­
larly in many of the surrounding xvindward 
islands, worn out. Hero clothing and im­
plements of culture alone are required for 
the planters, and while to other islands we 
scud coal for the purpose, of fuel, and lime 
for building, here the tall aud crowded for­
ests defy extinction; and the abundant 
limestone, luiequalcd anywhere, lies nog’ 
leeted and #f no use. Of the dimensions of 
the whole island, Raynal and Spanish au­
thors say it is two hundred leagues long, 
and from sixty to eighty wide; but even our 
maiis and surveys of the present day are im­
pelled, and to tho scale of lati­
tude and longitude, therefore, we are 
indebted in great measure for its measure­
ment. It stands in 1SJ IT north latitude, 
and from 63- to 74J west longitude from 
London. In tho “ America and West 
Indies” of Professor Long, G. B. Porter 
and George Tucker, it is said to. be about 
400 miles long and 150 broad, in the widest 
part and containing about ’-15,000 square 
miles, or nearly equal to that ot Ireland; 
with its central mouutain-kuot, elevated 
8000 feet above the sea. Johnson, also, in 
bis “ Physical Atlas,” says: “ The culminat­
ing point of the Cibao Mountains is about 
8000 feet in height.'

W h e n  first discovered its population was 
immense—the Spaniards say four millions, 
and the English authors two. V hether 
even this was an exaggeration or not, as it 
probably W, they were speedily extermi­
nated by the Spaniards.

Having an unexpected opportunity to 
send you this much, I do so, reserving for a 
future letter ty letters a fuller description 
of this w^iderful island.

Captain Jones says he is “satisfied with 
the manufacture and metal generally em­
ployed in the engine aud boilers.” I should 
like for him aud others to examine a 
specimen of iron, which I have iu my jk>s- 
session, taken from a set of boilers recently 
exploded (those of the Judge Wheeler), 
which, 1 believe, would change his opinion 
in this respect. The captain says the law 
of Congress is good, aud that the inspectors 
faithfully perform their duties. The law ot 
Congress is very defective, and inspectors dis­
charge their duties in a very imperfect man­
ner, not from any funlt of theirs, however, 
but from detects in the law, which limits and 
circumscribes the means necessary to a 
faithful performance of these duties. It in­
spections were made with the same regard 
to truthfulness and fulness as a private 
p arty would inspect if they were about to 
purchase, there would be less cause tor com­
plaint. That this is not done is not the fault 
of inspectors so much as it is the means 
placed in their hands. Look at this port, 
for instance. There are one hundred and 
iiftv steamers to inspect aud keep under a 
constant surveillance, and as many more 
which ought to lie visited and thoroughly ex­
amined every time they come into port; and 
all this to be accomplished by two persons.

Anv one who is at all acquainted with 
this subject knows how utterly impossible
it is for two persons to properly perform this 

i amount of labor. The bill just passed the

evil by increasing the inspectors at this aud

The bill above referred to 
attempts to reform this evil also, by making 
it the interest of manufacturers to make 
nolle but the very best quality of iron.

l»ra v, captain, will you inform tlie pit hi ic 
wherein the construction of the Western 
river cylindrical boiler differs from what 
it was before the war I and if the sheets ot 
iron are am' shorter or narrower now than 
then ’ or wherein there is any excess oi tire, 
surface, ami rivet lines \ The form of the 
boiler used oa the Western river high-pres­
sure steamers is the strongest pos-ible to 
conceive, and I know of no way ot gliding 
to its strength, out by increasing the quality 
of the iron out of which it is made. What 
tlie captain means by a return to the 
simple and sate plan of the original livei 
hoiier. aud the present ocean boiler, is not 
ease- to understand. He certainly would 
not advocate tho present form of tlie ocean 
boiler for our high-pressure river boats, un­
less lie would change their whole mode and 
stvle of construction: nor can he reduce the 
boiler power without compromising the 
speed to an extent not to be entertained tor 
a moment in this last age.

The remarks upon the practical workings 
of a battery of boilers are. in the main, cor­
rect. and I have no doubt serious evils have 
resulted iii the manner proposed. No good 
engineer will trust to water gauges.luiwever 
correct they may be; they are only con­
sidered as helps to assure him of the situa­
tion of the water in his boiler, (not the pres­
sure. ns the captain says), when be could 
not try the gauge cocks, and would not, 
even if the water gauges were uot before 
him. A state, or condition, of the tempera­
ture of the water iu a battery of boilers 
may be such, and often is, as to induce a 
flow from one of the boilers before the 
pressure at which the valve is set is reached. 
For iustauee, if there should be one hun­
dred pounds pressure in one of the boilers 
of a battery, allowed a maximum pressure 
of one hundred and thirty pounds, and but 
seventy-five in the remainder, tlie water 
would be forced out of the one with the one 
hundred, uutd.au equilibrium is established, 
or serious results ensue, but the sutety Y'alve 
would remain intact, as it is set 
at the maximum pressure. “The 
last, tests the gauge cocks aud the 
safety-valves,” the Captain says, “never 
(fail to) deceive the engineer." No, he 
would never fail to be deceieed were he to 
rely either upon water-gauges, gauge-cocks 
or safety-valves to ascertain the pressure 
in his boiler. The safety-valve oan only 
detect tlie excess of maximum, and not the 
pressu re below that point, and the water- 
gauges and gauge-cocks the situation ol the 
water, whether high or low.

I agree with the captain in his estimation 
of th« gas and electricity theories of ex­
plosions, and believe the promulgation of 
these theories has been the cause of a vast 
amount, of injury, by directing attention 
away from the true causo of these disasters. 
If tliere is any foundation in these theories 
whatever. I should be in favor ot legislating 
all steam boilers out of existence at once, 
as the only sure way of preventing these 
calamities;'for how can we tell when we 
are safe, or when the boiler is not generating 
this gas, or being charged with electricity J

I do not believe that it will be necessary 
nor advisable for the government to enter 
into an investigation of tho correctness ot 
the captain’s idea, for I fail to see that lie 
lots presented anything new on what is 
known and acknowledged by nil, and if this 
is the result of his twenty odd years ot 
study in this direction, uo wonder he meets 
with injurious aud unjust prejudice, its lie 
calls it. The present attempt to enlighten 
the public will iu no wise lessen this preju-
