It requires the corporators to meet in Xcw 
York within ninety days from the enact­
ment of the bill, open subscription books, 
and organize the company when Sj.OOO,- 
000 stock is subscribed, and $20,000 is paid 
in. The capital of the company is limited 
to fifty millions, unless Congress au­
thorizes an increase, and the pur­
chase and consolidation of any existing 
railroad companies on the route, with 
all their franchises and land grants is au­
thorized, though forbidden with any com­
peting line to the Pacific; and the right to 
purchase, or accept State or individual 
grants of land for the legitimate purposes 
of the company is conceded. The right of 
way four hundred feet wide through the 
public lauds; fifty acres of land wherever 
necessary for station purposes, together 
with twenty alternate sections per mile of 
the public lands through the Territories, 
and ten sections per mile in California, is 
granted to the company with the provision 
that the laud not sold within three years 
from the time ot the completion of the en­
tire road shall be subject to settlement and 
pre-emption at not over $2 50 per acre. Con­
struction bonds secured by mortgage on the 
road, a rolling stock and franchises, and 
laud Isolds secured hvjmortgage on the land 
grants are authorized.

The construction of the road is to he be­
gun at both cauls. Land patents are to he 
issued on the completion of every twenty 
miles, and the entire road is to he finished 
in tcu years. Only iron or steel rails manu­
factured from American mills and American 
ore. except that already purchased, is to he 
used. The government is to have the use 
of the road on the same terms as private in­
dividuals, and to have precedence in its 
service; aud the Congress has the right to 
fix the jiasucngor and freight tariff's; though 
they shall not exceed those of the Central 
and Union Pacific railroads. Full liberty is 
given other companies to connect and inter­
sect with the Southern Pacific, and the lat­
ter is forbidden to discriminate in favor of 
or ag;oust any such companies. The di­
rectors of the company are forbidden all share 
or interest in contracts for tlie construction, 
equipment, or running of the road: and any . 
such existing contracts are annulled.

The House met promptly at twelve. 
Speaker Carter in the chair.
Eiglity-one members present.
Prayer by the Chaplain.
Mr. Faulkner, of Caldwell: I desire the 

privilege, Mr. Speaker, of introducing at 
this time a bill which every member on this 
floor certainly is interested in, and 1 hope 
this House will grant me tiie privilege. Tlie 
Semite and House have authorized the ap­
pointment of commissioners to locate and 
purchase grounds for a State Capitol. Now, 
it is the desire to present a bill, as an ad­
junct, authorizing that commission to select 
a farm in which tlie citizens can take an 
honest pride.

[The honorable gentleman gave way for 
the introduction of a report from the Com­
mittee on Commerce.]

The bill is simply this: The House and 
Senate have passed a bill authorizing the 
appointment of commissioners to locate aud 
purchase grounds for a Capitol. This is 
considered to be a necessary adjunct to em­
power the commissioners simply to locate a 
park, without interfering with any of the 
other parks in the city, but simply where 
the site of the State 'Capitol is located. 
Therefore, I ask the privilege at this time 
to introduce this bill.

On motion, the rules were not suspended. 
The Committee on Commerce reported 

favorably on Mouse hi!! No. loti, an act to 
incorporate tlie Louisiana Steamship Com­
pany of New Orleans.

Mr. Faulkner, of Caldwell: 1 believe this
bill lias been considered as engrossed; but 
as it authorizes the issue of bonds To aid this 
company, 1 move, a suspension of the rules 
by which the bill should be considered in 
committee of the whole.

Mr. Garstkamp, of Jefferson, moved that 
the bill he considered to-night.

Motion tabled by a vote of seventy-seven 
to sixteen.

On the question of suspending the rules 
to place the biil on its third reading—- 

Mr. Worrall, of Jefferson: I understand 
that no remarks can be made upon this mo­
tion to suspend the rules. Let me tla-n 
urgently request the gentleman to with­
draw that.

Senate bill No. 201, entitled an act to amend 

anil re-enact an act creating the Mississippi 
River Packet Company, being lie fore tlie 
House—

Mr. Burch, of East Baton Rouge: I wish 
to.inake a few remarks relative to this bill, 
introduced to tlie House at this time. We 
are trying to make the future of this State, 
not politically nor socially, but by the 
matter of dollars and cents. This act is for 
the purpose of putting us in a position that 
we may, without the civil rights bill, obtain 
Tlie rights which are accorded to every 
citizen of this State equally and alike.

The steamship company is composed of 
colored men who are striving to plaOc 
themselves upon a commercial footing with 
the rest of the mon fortunate people in 
this State. They wish to open a Hue ol 
steamboats on tlie Mississippi river the 
same as other lines. We have been trying 
for a vear to effect tliis organization. The 
last •Legislature passed this act in both 
Houses, but we have not been able to carry 
out the whole, matter as originally intended; 
therefore, we appeal to tlie Legislature to 
assist us in our undertaking.

This bill asks for the State to he allowed 
to subscribe for shares in this enterprise. 
Tlie Governor has the privilege of appoint­
ing commissioners to guard the interests of 
the State. I believe we come in with clean 
hands, and ask every person to assist us in 
this undertaking. All the gentlemen con­
nected with it and its representatives on 
this floor, have tendered tlie olive branch to 
every citizen of this State who ask any 
right to which they arc entitled, and we 
ask for those particular and peculiar rights. 
We hope they will place themselves ou 
record on our side, as we placed our­
selves eu theirs. It applies only to us. 
We are anxious to promote the welfare and 
prosperity of the country, and wish to place 
ourselves not only politically before this 
people, but commercially. We wish to 
show we are up anil doing, and are ready 
and willing to assume all and every issue 
necessary to elevate ns to citizenship. I 
believe there is no question but that we 
hould have our banks, our commission 

houses, our steamboats, eti-. Every branch 
of business comes before tlie, House and re­
ceives its sanction, and now we come ^ml 

that sanction and assistance, believing 
that tlie enterprise is one worthy of assist­
ance. ~Wc know very well that upon the. 
river it is hard work lor a man of 
color to obtain decent accommodations. 
As one of a committee of tlVis honor­
able body appointed to visit one 
if the State institutions, a short time 

since, 1 had a great deal of trouble, anil some 
of those who yvere with me, whose skins 
were like mine, had a great deal of trouble 
in obtaining decent accommodations. If we 
establish this steamboat company you can 
travel on our boats if you pay full cabin 
fare. [Laughter.J We don't discriminate 
on account of color. We will let you 
go in the cabin if you pay cabiu lare, and 
on deck if you pay for a deck 
passage. We don't wish to have color 
iu this matter. In all sincerity we 
ask you now to assist us in this, the first 
measure which we have specifically called
