DEBATES OF TIIE SENATE.

Saturday, February 18, 1871.
THE AlTROUJilATION BILL.

Mr. Lynch, from the finance committee, 
reported back,. without action, House bill 
No. 146, appropriating two hundred and 
forty-six thousand dollars.

Mr. Lynch said: There is an impression 
that the finance committee have been keep-* 
ing back this bill unnecessarily. It was 
delayed ill order to prepare a different plan 
of disposing of the appropriation than had 
is'on pursued with the last; but the com­
mittee found it would occupy inure time 
than they expected to prepare this plan. 
Tlie pressure on them was great, and they 
consequently reported hark the hill with 
one slight amendment: the insertion of tin- 
words “to the credit of the general fund.” 
The committer do not recommend the bill: 
they simply report it hack. I move tlie 
adoption of the amendment.

Mr. Twiteliell feared the effect oi the 
amendment would be that all the other 
outstanding warrants would gi t in ahead.

Mr. Lynch explained that the object of 
the committee was simply to prevent the 
use of school money. Although this was 
an appropriation out of the general fund, it 
was au appropriation l'or a specific purpose. 
He suggested that to the words "to tlie 
credit of the general fund” in the amend­
ment should he added, "not otherwise 

‘ appropriated.”
Mr. Fish: Then every outstanding war­

rant in the State will come out of it.
Mr. Lynch: No. because they 

registered, and these urr registered,
Mr. Todd rose to a point ot order 

was no motion before the house :
The President: Yes, sir. a motion to adopt 

the amend incut.
Mr. Toilil moved the recommit men; of the 

bill to the Committee on Finance.

1 think it 
wrong that tlie final passage oi this bill 
should he postponed from day to day in 
order that members may buy up the war­
rants of pages and others who are com- 
]x-lItwl by th<* necessities ot themselves and 
their families to soil them at a discount to 
persons who know that the bill will la­
in shape before the Semite adjourns.

Tlie revenue of Great Britain for tin* year 
ending December 31, IS70. ninouiiteil to 
$356,339,775, derived from tlie following; 
sources: Excise, $112,185; customs,
$101,025,000; stamps. $45,100,000; property 
tax, $37,300,000; postofiicc, $23,250; miscel­
laneous, $18,234,775; taxes, $14,850,000; tele­
graphs, $2,500,000; crown lands, $1,895,000. 
The revenue for the year ending December 
31, 1869, amounted to $353,667,770. so that 
the net increase for 1870 was $2,672,005. 
This, however, includes $2,500,000 derived 
from tlie telegraph service, which was not 
under government control iu 1869. The 
excise iu 1869 produced $93,695,001', or 
$8,490,000 less than iu 1.870, The customs 
in 1869 produced $110,365,000, or $9,340,000 
more than in 1870. It will be seen that the 
customs in 1869 produced thirty-one per 
cent of the entire revenue, and twenty-eight 
per cent in 1870.
