Truth Strnncer. than Fiction.
The 8t. Louis Drmoerat of Tuesday says :
In Judge Lindley’s court, yesterday, a 

dcerec was granted to Britton A. Hill, Esq., 
divorcing him from his^wife Mary Melinda. 
The parties were married about thirty 
years ago, and lived together until 1849, 
when, on a joint petition, they were di­
vorced by an act of the Missouri Legisla­
ture. The wife was allowed all the 
property—now worth nearly a million dol­
lars—and the custody of the surviving 
eliild. In 1854 the lady was married to ll, 
ltobert Barclay, with whom she has ever 
since lived happily. In 1857 Mr. Hill mar­
ried again, hut his last union was not more 
fortunate tliaif the first.

Several years ago the second Mrs. Hill 
went to Europe, and remained so long that 
her liusbaud went after her. t\ hen she re­
turned to this couutry he applied l’or a di­
vorce, pending which the lady went back to 
Europe, and shortly afterward was reported 
to have been drowned while bathing in the 
BavofNice. Mr. Hill employed fishermen 
to drag the bay lor the body, but it leaked 
out that the lady was not drowned, but had 
gone away with a friend. Afterward she 
became acquainted with King Victor Eman­
uel, and was employed as the graud lady of 
his household at Rome. Several months 
ago. so it is stated, she died of fever, and 
the suit for divorce was dismissed.

The divorce of Mr. Hill from his first wife 
was decided by the Supreme Court to be 
illegal. The matter cainc before the court 
last year on a bill filed in court by the 
lady’s trustees, to compel Mr. Samuel" Sim­
mons to purchase a certain lot of ground 
on Fourth street, opposite the court house, 
in accordance with agreement—Mr. Sim­
mons having refused, on the ground that 
the legislative divorce having been illegal, 
the trustees could not convey a clear title. 
To obviate this difficulty. Mr. Hill brought 
the suit before Judge Lindley.

On the decree being granted. Mr. Hill 
moved that the legal disability against the 
lady marrying again in less than five years 
be removed, which was granted. Cutler a 
law of the State the children by both mar­
riages are made legitimate.

Thus ends a ease which lor romantic tie- 
tails and strange eireumstances has ml par­
allel in the amials of the divorce courts.

peoples. The imperial purple is but a veil 
which hides for a little while the footsteps 
of advancing lilierty. The German empire 
is the forerunner of pure, enlightened, in­
destructible German freedom.

(From th e  St. Louis Republican.]
The new German empire became an ac­

complished fact when the King of Prussia 
formally accepted the imperial dignity; but 
that empire will really begin its political 
existence when the treaty of peace is 
signed, and the vast armies which have 
borne the Germanic standards to the great­
est victories of modern times, are dismissed 
to their homes and resume those avocations 
by which alone a nation may consolidate 
and perpetuate its power, anil secure those 
other and brighter victories “no less re­
nowned than war." The present, therefore, 
is a fitting time to glance at the dimensions 
and resources of the German empire, which 
has so recently assumed colossal dimensions 
upon the map of Europe, and whose grand 
mission, to all human appearances, is not 
even yet fully consummated.

In order to give our readers an intelligent 
view o f  the subject, we must revert briefly 
to the status of Prussia prior to 1866, when 
she began her advance to the leadership of 
the continent. At the beginning of the 
struggle between Austria and Prussia, the 
latter embraced a.territorial an a of He-'.K'ti 
square miles, equivalent to that of New 
York. Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Mary­
land. The population, according To the 
enumeration of 1864, was lii.3fil.s53; or 
about half that now in the I’nited States.
Its cbiefest source of weakness at this period 
lay in the fact that it was completely di­
vided by tlie kingdom .of Hanover and the 
electorate of Hesse, which intervened be­
tween the eastern or old Prussian provinces, 
and what are termed the Rhine provinces.
The latter being thus isolated from the 
main body of the nation, also differed from 
it in religious faith, and were naturally 
drawn strongly in the direction of South 
Germany and France by the combined in­
fluences of Catholicism and commercial ad­
vantage. The campaign of Sadowa and its 
tremendous results changed all this, and 
paved the way for greater things thereafter.

The power of Austria in Germany was | icy . 
broken down forever, and from amid the 
ruins; Prussia grasped the sceptre o*. sover­
eignty. She placed herselt in the trout as 
the chosen representative of the idea oi 
German unity; she absorbed tlie territory 
which she needed most: she gave to the 
kingdom the compactness which it 
hitherto lacked, ana what, perhaps, in view 
of subsequent events, was more important 
than all else, she was enabled to extend her 
matchless military system over all of North 
Germany. In this momentous year of 1866, 
Prussia "acquired by annexation the king­
dom of Hanover, with its 1 1,848 square 
miles and 1,923,492 population: the elector­
ate of Hesse, with its 3673 square miles 
and 737,823 population; the ducliv of Nas­
sau, with its 18.10 square miles and 166.01 1 
population; Frankfort, with its 3“ square 
miles ami 80,837 population; Seles wig-
Holstein, with its 6808 square miles and 960,- 
986 population, besides several small tracts 
from "Bavaria and the grand duchy of 
Hesse, amounting to 637 square miles and 
108,078 population.

Thus, through the diplomacy of Bismarck 
and the genius of Moltke. coupled with Ger­
man valor and Austrian hi unde rings iu cab­
inet and camp. Prussia, within twelve 
months, increased her domain 27,810 square 
miles, and her population 4.28.3,71 0 people.
This acquisition will be better understood 
when we say that the area of the new pos­
sessions is more than that of Massachusetts 
Vermont, New Hampshire ami Rhode i.-i.uid, 
and the population double w hat it is now in 
these States. Prussia, when the accounts of 
)866i were balanced, had almost as much 
territory as New York and all the Middle 
States combined, and her inhabitants num­
bered but little short of 21.00(1,(UlO. or about 
that of our Northern States when the rebel­
lion of 186! commenced.

In addition to these immense advantages, 
she had control of some ol the leading com­
mercial and monetary centres, held a posi­
tion on the North Sea, and enjoyed unob­
structed navigation of the Elbe and VYeser.
But that incomparable statesman, whose 
achievements have no counterpart in his 
tory. did not suffer himself to repose upon 
his" laurels and" lapse into inglorious idle­
ness, salistied with’the past and present, 
and indifferent to the future. Bismarck, 
with 18oi, as a stepping stone, marched 
straight on. North Germany w as reorgan­
ized into a bund, with Prussia at the head, 
and this position virtually made the other 
States tributary to her, so far at least as 
military resources were concerned.

The largest of these States, Saxony, has 
an area of 5776' square miles, and a popula­
tion ol about 2,425,000. The remaining 
twenty smaller States have together 18,560 
square miles anil 3,313,116 people. So when 
Napoleon 111 declared war seven months 
ago, lie’pitted France, not against Prussia 
with her 23,500,000 population, but against 
united Northern Germany, numbering 
scarcely less than 31,200,000 souls. But the 
thunder of the first. Fix nch cannon ou tlie 
banks of the Rhine brought another rein­
forcement which neither Napoleon nor the 
French people seem to have calculated upon.
The South German States joined hands w ith 
North Germany, and together they moved 
to meet the common enemy. These States, 
Bavaria, Wurtemberg, Baden, Southern 
Hesse and Lichtenstein, have a united ter­
ritory amounting to 44,51Ksquare miles, and 
a population of 8,610,256.

South Germany is now blended with the 
empire and that empire has an area equal 
to all of New Euglaud and Middle States, 
south to the Potomac ami west to the "Wa­
bash, and a population of at least 40,300,•
000—which is 4,(K)0,000 more than Austria 
contains, and is surpassed only by Russia.
If to this we add Alsace and Lorraine, then 
the dominions of Emperor William will lm 
enlarged by 12,520 square miles, and his 
subjects increased by nearly 2,800,000 peo­
ple.

The commercial and industrial wealth of 
united Germany we have not the means of 
accurately ascertaining, but some idea may 
be formed from a few statistics. For several 
years previous to the war, the aggregate 
revenues of all the German governments 
averaged annually $217,000,000. In ltf 
there were nine thonsrnd miles of n ils  
being operated in Germany, and in 1- 
their receipts amounted to $75,900,000. In 
1866 there were 37,000 miles of
