Be it known that on this twenty-seventh day oi 

Januarv. ia the year of our Lord one thousand 
eight hundred and seventy-one, before me, Robert

ARTICLE I.
The name and title of this corporation shall he 

the NEW ORLEANS HYDRO CARBON GAS LIGHT 
COMPANY, aud its domicile shall be established iu 
the city of New Orleans; aud said corporation sliali 
have tfie right of using a corporate seal.

ARTICLE II.
The purpose for which this corporation is estab­

lished is ill employ “Sloper's Hydro-Carbon Gas Ap- 
paratus,’’ patented July 20, 1867. No. 92,892, and to 
use the said apparatus' iu the State of Louisiana 
exclusively for the.benefit of said corporation; and 
all legal process shall he served on the president, 
or acting president of the said corporation.

ARTICLE III.
The capital stock of this corporation is fixed at 

the sum of one hundred thousand dollars to be 
divided into oue thousand shares of one huudri-d 
dollars each, payable in cash, within thirty days 
after the organization of the corporation.

ARTICLE IV.
The business of said eorporation shall be eouhded 

to five directors, with tlie right to increase the 
nunilM-r to seven, by resolution of tlie Board of 
llireetars, for tlie time being. The Board of 
Directors shall he chosen by ballot by the stock­
holders, and to hold office until their successors 
are duly elected and qualified.

ARTICLE VI.

This charter may he amended or modi tied, and 
the capital stock may la- increased, with the con­
sent of three-fourths of the stock, represented in a 

-lieral meetingof tile stockholders, eouvened for 
Fhe purpose, after thirty days' notice in om- of the 
newspapers published ill the city of New Orleans, 
but no amendment shall lie made unless tin-same 

been presented and read at two consecutive 
meetings, ami adopted as aforesaid; ami whenever 

reuse of stock shall he duly authorized, thirt y 
days notice of the same shall be published in one 
of the newspapers of the city of New Orleans, 
within which time stockholders shall have the 
privilege of taking additional shares in propor­
tion to the amount of stock they may hold, ami 
uy shares not taken at tin-expiration of that time 

may lie taken by oilier pci sous, hut uot under 
their par value.

ARTICLE VII.
Upon the termination of this charter, as fixed 1>\ 

law, or sooner, if determined upon and ordered by 
a vote of three-tourths of the capital stock, east at 
a special meeting held for the purpose, notice of 
which- shall have been given for thirty days pre­
viously iu one of the newspapers of the city of New 
Orleans, the liquidation ami final sett lenient of 
the affairs of said rorporutiou shall la- effi-cted by 
the elect ion at a general meeting of the stock­
holders by a majority ill aiiioiinl of the capital 
stock of three liquidators, who shall have full 
IMiwer to settle the affairs definitively of said cor­
poration in such manner as they may deem most 
conducive to the interests ot tlie stockholders.
