There was a full attendance, and the sub­
ject of the appointed annual fair and the 
obstacles to holding it at the proper time, in 
consequence of the recent conflagration, was 
fully discussed.* We state with extreme 
gratification that the meeting was unan­
imous in determining that no possible ob­
stacles should prevent the annual fair 
being held and commencing on the day 
appointed, the eighth of April next.

It wiis determined that temporary h.hid­
ings. amply sufficient for the occasion, 
should he erected under the direction of 
the Committee on Fair Grounds, consisting 
of Mr. G. A. Breaux, chairman; <’. II. Slo 
comb, N. K. Bailey, E. M. Kuslia, A. W 
Mcrriani. James Jackson. Lafayette Kolger 
an.l W. B. Schmidt.

Although the proposed buildings are called 
temporary, it is thought that the committee 
will put lip such buildings as will answer a 
permanent purpose. This certainly would 
be the. wisest plan. There is still a mouth 
before the commencement of the fair, .and 
in that time the eommittee, composed as it 
is of energetic gentlemen, who thoroughly 
understand business, will make the very 
best use of its time. In fact there is noth­
ing concerns the mechanical and agricult­
ural prosperity of Louisiana more than that 
this annual fair should not he omitted for 
any reason whatever; and this is too obvi­
ous to reason about, besides, what is fully 
to the purpose, the Board of Directors of 
the Mechanics’ .Association take this view 
of the matter. There is, therefore, no leaf 
that the fair will be postponed.

In making their calculations to go on 
with the fair at all events, the hoard take it 
for granted that tlie insurance companies 
in whose offices insurance for the burned 
buildings was had, would put no obstacles 
in the way. We think the board were right 
in making this calculation, for certainly the 
insurance companies have too high a feeling 
for the welfare of the city and State to be 
the slightest impediment to the annual fair, 
which lias done so much in developing the 
agricultural and mechanical resources of 
Louisiana and the South.

Brigham, from Boston, was arrested on a 
charge of violent assault and battery, com­
mitted on the high seas, on the persons of 
James Russel aud two others of the crew of 
the vessel. The examination of this case 
before the Commissioner disclosed circum­
stances showing so aggravated an offense 
that the accused was committed for trial 
before the United States Circuit Court, and 
sent to the Parish Prison in default of one 
thousand dollars bail.

One of the crew of the Carrie V. Kountz 
sued tlie boat for wages, and hud his claim 
allowed.

Similar claims were made against the 
steamers Welcome and Peerless. In both 
cases judgment was rendered against the 
plaintiffs, the charges being entirely ground 
less.

Washington, February fi.—Among the 
bills which passed the Senate but failed in 
the House, is one relieving some fiOOO 
Southerners ot political disabilities.

Congress appropriated about $160,000,000.
Over $1,000,000 subscription to the na- 

tional loan has already been reported.
The President has recognized Dennis 

Donohue consul for Great Britain l’or New 
Orleans and the district comprising Louisi­
ana, Mississippi and Arkansas, to reside at 
New Orleans, and H. T. A. Rama Is for 
Maryland, Tennessee, West Virginia. Ken­
tucky and Missouri, to reside at Baltimore.

Supreme Court ot Virginia vs. West Vir­
ginia. involving jurisdiction over Jefferson 
aud Berkley counties, was decided iu favor 
of West Virginia.

In the ease of Yr. P. Garnett, a confisca­
tion case, the court decided tlie right of ap­
peal from the Supreme Court of the district 
to the Supreme Court of the United States.

In the case of McVeigh, a confiscation 
case, where the lower court excluded the 
defense because the defendant was within 
the rebel lines, the coart holds a liability to 
suit involves the right to defend.

This decision was unanimous; lawyers 
think This decision will open all cases 
wherein the defendants, by reason ot the 
war, were beyond reach of processes.

Army Movements. — The regiments 
longest on duty ou the frontier will be 
moved to the Department of the .South, ren­
dezvousing at Louisville. Tlie seventh cav­
alry will also he transferred to the Depart­
ment of the South. The sixth cavalry will 
be transferred from Texas to Missouri. 
Charleston is made the headquarters of ti.e 
third artillery.

Among the appropriations passed by 
Congress are $1 iVi.OOd f, r pustotficc and 
courthouse buildings.

It is understood the President K opposed 
to tlie proposed early adjournment of Con­
gress. He wants the San Domingq question 
settled.

The Supreme Court, in the case of 
McVeigh vs. the United States, error to the 
Circuit Court for the District of Virginia.

This was a proceeding to confiscate the 
property of McVeigh, and lie appearing by 
counsel and filing an answer, on motion of 
tlie district attorney, the court below struck 
otf his claim, and answer on the ground 
that he was a resident of the city of Rich­
mond, within the confederate lines, and a 
rebel, holding that he had no standing in 
court. This court is unanimous in the 
opinion that this was an error in the court 
below, aud that when assailed there. Mc­
Veigh had a right to defend there; the lia­
bility and the right are inseparable, and a 
different result would be a blot on the juris­
prudence and civilization of the country.

The provision of the constitution, that no 
one shall be deprived of life, liberty or 
property without due process of law, is 
conclusive of the subject. Whatever the 
extent of the disability of an alien enemy 
to sue in the hostile country, lie is clearly 
liable to be sued, and this carries with it 
the right of defense. The right of McVeigh 
to sue out this writ was sustained, the judg­
ment was reversed aud the cause remanded, 
with instructions to the court below to pro­
ceed in it iu conformity to law. Mr. Justice 
Swayne delivered tlie opinion of tlie court.

E. G. Raiford will he appointed assessor 
for the second Georgia district, and Henry 
Glover will be appointed collector for the 
same district, vice Morrell, who will resign 
April I to take the treasurers)]ip of the 
Western anil Atlantic railroad.

Owing to the deprivation of telegraphic 
facilities to w hich the department is to-duy 
subjected, the reports for the past twenty- 
four hours have been comparatively lew in 
number. The weather has continued fair 
and clear, with a falling barometer in trie 
South Atlantic States. A rapid diminution 
ot pressure on Lake Erie culminated this 
morning in a small area of decidedly low- 
pressure, which moved rapidly to tie mid 
Atlantic, with high winds.

The barometer is now low on the east 
Atlantic, with fresh winds and threatening 
weather. The pressure has been variable 
in Tennessee’ and is now falling, it has been 
low at the Rocky .Mountain stations and 
has fallen in Iowa.

Probabilities.—Fair weather and fresh 
winds are probable for Tuesday, in the 
middle and east Atlantic States and lower 
lakes.

Supreme Court, No. 87. The Fourth Na­
tional Bank of New York vs. the New Or­
leans and Carrollton railroad and other*, 
appeal from the Circuit Court for the Dis­
trict of Louisiana. This was a case in 
equity, involving conflicting claims to the 
railroad in question, as to which the bill was 
dismissed. This court affirms that decree. 
Mr. Justice Strong delivered the opinion of 
the court.

In the House of Commons to-day, Disraeli 
gave notice That he should, at a future day, 
ask tlie government to inform* the house 
whether or not it was aware of last year's 
treaty between Prussia and Russia, when 
Odo Russell was sent to Versailles to con­
sult Bismarck.

Gladstone communicated to the house in­
formation continuing the previous reported 
mischievous tendency of affairs in Ireland, 
lie said special measures of precaution were 
needed, as the lives of the judges iu that 
country were threatened. He urged speedy 
action.

l lie bill for the reorganization of the 
army w as taken up, and there was a kee-i 
encounter over the clause abolishing the 
purchase ot commissions, the supporters ot 
the system predicting the loss of military 
character and prestige should it be done 
away with.

Paris, March 6.—The Journal Offiriel ac­
knowledges that several battalions of Na­
tional Guard retained their guns, lint only 
to prevent their falling into the hands ot 
the Prussians.
