TERRIBLE SCENE OF BLOOD

DEATH OF F. W . PERKINS

REMOVALS.

Rem oval- dr. o . anfoux  has rem oved
his office to No. 2. Csrondclet street, up stairs,

A report, early yesterday morning, that 
Major F. W. Perkins, shipping and commis­
sion merchant, of No. ‘26 Carondelet street, 
had been found murdered in his office, cre­
ated an unusual excitement in the business 
portion of our city. Almost every citizen 
had a story or theory of his own. and exag­
gerated statements were made on the 
streets.

About six o’clock in the morning Toby 
Brown, porter for the office, having a key. 
entered the room to perform his ordinary 
duties, llo was met by a terrible sight— 
his employer, Mr. F. W. Perkins, lying on 
tho office floor dead, with a bullet hole in 
his head from whieh had flowed a pool of 
blood. Toby was so horrified that ho could 
not stop to make a close examination, but 
immediately retired, locking the door after 
him. then with haste proceeding to the resi­
dence of Mr. W. F. Perkins, a brother of 
the deceased.

That gentleman was found, and instantly 
repaired to the office, after whieh the ter­
rible circumstance was made public, and 
the police notified. A critical examination 
was entered into, and every circumstance 
noted. Deceased was lying on bis back, a 
large hole in the side of his head, and a pis­
tol lying near hint. The weapon is of the 
Ballard patent, single barrel, large rifled 
bore, and loads with cartridge—a powerful 
pistol.

Coroner Creagh, in the presence of sev­
eral persons, examined the body, and dis­
covered a contusion on the hack of the 
head, just where it touched the floor. A 
bunch of keys was lying on the floor, 
among which was the key belonging to the 
open safe: also the tront door key. It ap­
peared as if the bunch had been dropped 
carelessly. Five hundred dollars in the 
open safe had not been touched. In the in­
side vest pocket lay his gold watch, and in 
another pocket was found a package of 
letters aud papers. The only indication 
about the body leading to the belief that 
he had been robbed was the fact of two 
pockets being wrong side out. Here is a 
circumstance which needs solution.

When the porter entered he noticed that 
a gas burner was lighted, an unusual cir- 
cumstauee. There are two iron safes in the 
room, and the door of one was open, books 
aud papers disarranged, whieh was about 
all that wore a conspicuous look, unless, as 
is stated, his pockets were turned inside 
out. But it does not appear that anything 
had been stolen, or that any attempt had 
been made to force open the large safe or 
desks. There were actually no signs of 
violence about the premises, as if a burglar 
had been operating. A screw-driver, a 
wrench and a poker belonging to the office 
were not in their usual positions, but it does 
not appear that they hud been recently 
employed.

The belief that he had been murdered 
gained full credence, especially after Dr 
Cooper made the following:

At an autopsy held this seventh day of 
March, 1871, on the body of Frank W. Per­
kins. lying in his office, at No. ‘-’6 Carondelet 
street, death was found to have been caused 
by a pistol shot, the ball entering the head 
on the right side, about one and a half 
inches above the ear, passing slightly down­
ward. and was found in the brain at the 
connection of the two lobes of the brain 
(the cerebellum and cerebrum). The skull 
was badly fractured by blows across the 
head, breaking the bone and mashing a part 
of the bone into the brain.

J. H. COOPER, City Physician.
Citizens, who are not surgeons, having 

examined the corpse, are emphatic in as­
serting that the doctor is slightly mistaken 
about the blows across the head: that there 
was only one place where the skull was 
fractured, and that ou the portion resting 
on the floor. However, this will probably 
be definitely settled when testimony is 
taken by the Coroner, which will be to-day. 
Four or five witnesses are summoned.

Two witnesses, one the proprietor of 
John’s pistol gallery, and one of bis em­
ployes, who were called on to look at the 
pistol, recognized it as one they "sold to Mr. 
Perkins last Monday evening. At the-time 
of making the purchase Mr. Perkins made 
particular inquiries concerning its capacity, 
and required an attendant to load it, as he 
wished to shoot at a target. A cartridge 
was placed in the barrel, when he walked 
half way down the alley and fired, then 
stepped up to the target and examined the 
spot where the bullet struck. He then 
bought the weapon and a box of cartridges. 
Both men were yesterday sent for to see 
the deceased, and they recognized him as 
the customer of the previous day; they 
also identified the pistol.

Mr. Perkins and his wife visited the fam­
ily of a well known citizen Monday evening, 
but came down town about eight o’clock, 
and he was in his usual good spirits, for he 
was naturally of a lively temperament and 
almost invariably in a pleasant humor. His 
daily habits were uncommonly regular and 
he was an unusually industrious man, sel' 
dom leaving his business for pleasure. He 
was the head of the Alliance line of steam­
ers from this port to Florida and Havana, 
and had the mail contract.

He was at one time a member of the Board 
of Assistant Aldermen, and took an active 
part in tbs' city administration.

Mr. Francis William Perkins was born in 
Boston in 1840, and was consequently thirty- 
one years old at the time of his unfortunate 
demise. He entered Dartmouth College, 
New Haven, in the year 1857, and graduated 
with honor in 1861. On leaving college, he 
joined the Second Regiment New Hampshire 
Volunteer Infantry, and was subsequently 
appointed captain ami assistant quarter 
master. He served with the army of North­
ern Virginia about two years, when he was 
transferred to the Department of the Gulf, 
and appointed by Major General Can by to 
the charge of the water transportation of 
the gulf. He early, alter his arrival, won a 
higli reputation among our citizens anil his 
brother officers for hfc great courtesy and 
urbanity, and was universally regarded as 
a substantial merchant and an upright busi­
ness man.

When the war closed he entered into 
active business here, at one time in connec­
tion with Messrs. Norcross & llersey, ship­
ping and commission merchants, a line of 
business in which he excelled.

He leaves a widow and two children, 
who reside on Annunciation street.

It is expected that the conflicting opinions 
in this sad case will find a solution to-day, 
after tho Coroner's jury shall reader a 
verdict.

THE CITY COUNCIL.

The Council was called to order last eve­
ning at seven o’clock. Mayor Flanders in 
the chair, and five Administrators present.

The monthly reports of the Departments 
of Improvements and Assessments were re­
ceived and ordered printed.

A number of reports and petitions wero or­
dered printed.

A report of Mr. Walton, as Administrator 
ad interim of Commerce, relative to the rent­
ing ot market revenues, and giving the 
items, was received and adopted.

Mr. Delassize’s ordinance to adopt meas­
ures of safety for the machinery of the 
Waterworks, was read and laid over.

Mr. Shaw offered an ordinance appro­
priating money to defray the expenses of 
the Department of Improvements for Feb­
ruary.

Also, an ordinance for the appropriation 
of money for expenses of the Department 
of Waterworks. Adopted.

Several ordinances, providing for the pay­
ment of claims, were offered by Mr. Shaw 
aud laid over under the rules.

An ordinance, paying $294 to C. A. Mil- 
tenberger for coal for the Waterworks, was 
adopted on its second reading.

An ordinance to pay the police for Feb­
ruary was adopted on its second reading.

A resolution was offered by Mr. Bon/.ano 
authorizing the Administrater of Police to 
offer a reward of $5000 for the apprehension 
of the murderer of W. F. Perkins, on Mon' 
day night.

Mr. Lewis thought it was the duty of the 
Coroner to inquire into this business, and 
that it was the duty, under the constitution, 
of the Governor to offer a reward.

Mr. Shaw moved to refer the matter to the 
Mayor and Administrator of Police, with 
power to act. Adopted.

Mr. Bonzano submitted a decision from 
the Second District Court, justifying him in 
the holding of his position, and giving evi­
dence that he had filed his bonds. Referred 
to a committee composed of Messrs. Shaw 
and Delassize.

The committee reported that the papers 
were correct and regular. The report was 
adopted.

Mr. Shaw offered a petition asking that 
the taxes on the church of Kov. Mr. Klien- 
hagen be remitted, and that it be released 
trom future taxation.

Mr. Bonzano said that the church was the 
private property of Mr. Klienhagen, and 
might be Left to his heirs. Referred to the 
Mayor.

A number of private petitions were re 
ceived and referred

Petitions from Sheriffs Sauvinet and 
Maxwell, asking for payment of amounts 
due them, were referred to the Admiuistra 
tor of Public Accounts.

The Mayor was authorized to prevent the 
further landing of loads of guano in the 
Fourth District.

The butchers of Algiers asked a reduc. 
tion in their license from $100, under the 
fact that they have net the privileges of 
streets. lamps, etc., whieh their New Or­
leans (proper) brethren enjoy They claim 
that they will have to close up business 
unless they obtain the reduction. Referred 
to the Mayor.

The Administrator of Public Buildings 
was authorized to advertise for the build' 
ing of a marketliouso for the Fifth District 
(Algiers).

Mr. Walton reported adversely on the 
petition of Howard A Carroll, asking for a 
duplicate number for their wagon, as their 
number had been taken off their cart when 
the latter was stolen, while the driver was 
carrying meat on a steamboat. Mr. Walton 
said that it would be inconvenient to the 
city to issue duplicate numbers.

Mr. Shaw was opposed to making private 
parties suffer, and pay twice for licenses, 
because the city system was so imperfect as 
to l>e inconvenienced. He thought the ordi­
nances ought to be practicable, and apply to 
the condition of commerce.

On motion of Mr. Shaw, the Administrator 
of Finance was directed to give the parties 
a certificate protecting them from the police 
for the balanec of the year

Mr. Bonzano offered a resolution author­
izing the calling for proposals to shell 
Frenchmen street, from Marig ny Canal to 
the lake. Adopted.

Mr. Shaw offered an ordinance appropri­
ating $800 a month for the Fire Department 
of Jefferson Referred to the Mayor with 
power.

An ordinance to pay the salaries of the 
Mayor. Adm.nistrators and city employes, 
amounting in the aggregate to about $24,000, 
was adopted.

A motion to give Mr. AValton $500 for 
services as Administrator of Commerce, ad 
interim, was objected to by Mr. Walton, 
and laid over.

Mr. Bonzano, Administrator ad interim of 
Improvements, said he did not want this 
aitiontobe considered prejudicial to any 
personal course he might, take on tho sub 
jeet.

The pay roll was then passed.
A bill providing for the extension of the 

Second District Fruit Market was passed.
The Administrator of Waterworks was 

authorized to advertise for the furnishing of 
coal for the Waterworks.

The Council adjourned.
Order on the Fourth of March.

The recent firemen's parade was the most 
extensive of its kind that has occurred 
during many years; and as this seemed to 
be expected, probably on account of the 
visit by a portion of the Mobile Fire De­
partment, the crowd of spectators was be­
yond what has been seen for a long time 
previously.

Yet through all, we are gratified to know 
that the utmost order was maintained, and 
nothing disturbed the decorum of the occa­
sion. This is greatly due to the sense of 
propriety existing in our community, but a 
great deal of credit should also be given to 
the police who were, for the day, under tho 
command of Sergeant William Duncan, of 
tho eighth precinct. Everything like in 
cipieut rowdyism was promptly reprossed 
before it became a matter of public obser­
vation The police deserve the greater 
praise for preventing public annoyance, 
rather than putting it down after it had 
beeomo apparent. In fact, Sergeant Dun­
can (we hope soon to call him captain) is 
one of the bebt c ffice.ru on the force, and 
there ,s no greater proof of this than the 
approbation and good will he has had from 
every officer under whom he has served

ASSASSINATION IN SUMMIT

A  F I E N D I S H  M U R D E R

ESCAPE OF THE ASSASSIN

Some weeks ago we reported the condi­
tion of affairs in Summit, Mississippi, and 
the lawlessness existing there. The chal­
lenge of Dr. Ferguson by young Pryor 
Ilurst. aud the shooting and dangerously 
wounding of the former by the latter in a 
street rencontre was embraced iu the re­
port. Dr. Ferguson was so seriously wound­
ed that he lias uot yet recovered, but young 
Hurst was thirsting lor somebody's blood, 
and that insane thirst has been appeased, 
so we learn by passengers who arrived on 
the Jackson railroad train from Summit 
yesterday.

It appears, according to the information 
from the parties' referred to, that a Prus­
sian laborer named Uniacke was an active 
sympathizer with Dr. Ferguson at the time 
of the street conflict between the Hursts 
and Ferguson, his sympathies extending so 
far as to lead him to arm himself on that oc­
casion.

Last Monday Uniacke was working as a 
gardener for Colonel Gnrland, but requiring 
the advice of the latter on some matter, 
left his work and went after the Colonel. 
Not succeeding in finding him. Uniacke 
went into a saloon, where he was followed 
by Pryor Hurst, who accosted Uniacke and 
asked him if he was armed. Uniacke re­
plied that he was not, whereupon Hurst 
struck him a blow in the face with a cane, 
and then, before Uniacke could recover 
from the effects of the blow, drew his re­
volver and shot him through the head. 
Uniacke fell dead, but even after that, Hurst 
fired and lodged four balls in the body of 
the man already weltering in his blood.

Hurst, whose reputation for bravado ana 
desperation had previously over­
awed the single policeman of the town, 
quietly walked away, flourishing his pistol 
and defying arrest, and thus he escaped. 
With the mark of a cowardly murderer on 
his brow, he has departed front Summit, 
but it is hoped that he may yet l>e arrested, 
brought to justice and be compelled to suffer 
for his offenses.

It is lawlessness like this which tarnishes 
the good name, not only of Summit, but of 
other towns iu Mississippi and the South. 
It is a singular conditiou of affairs when 
no one dares to arrest a murdeoer. but all 
permit him to escape alive.

Unity anti Purification of the Republican 
Party.

W. Jasper Blackburn, in a letter from 
New Gleans to the Homer Iliad, concludes 
in this manner:

I believe the best hope of the future is in 
the unity and purification of the Repub­
lican party; and 1 believe the best thing 
that can be done is for the good men of the 
country—not the old corrupt and irredeem­
able party hacks and fossils—to rally on 
Governor Warmoth ami make him the 
leader and champion of our country’s 
cause. He has all the essential elements to 
start with, at least I believe so; and should 
he be found to lack in any minor particu­
lar, his hands can be "upheld till the battle 
is over’’—and afterward, too, if necessary. 
Ho has ability, energy and honor. Some 
may doubt the latter element, but I do not, 
and 1 think I know him as well as any 
man, at least in Louisiana. Not one man 
in ten thousand would have done better or 
succeeded better, under all the circum­
stances, than has Governor Warmoth.

Then, I say, let him be the leader of a 
united and regenerated Republican party 
if our future struggles in this State for the 
thorough triumph and vindication of merit 
over demerit; honor and honesty over du 
plicity, fraud and thievery; brains over 
ignorance, aud virtue over vice. And this 
work need not be delayed until the next 
general election. Let it commence in the 
matter of appointment to office, and iu the 
matter of general countenance and favor in 
every respect. Let those who arc known 
to be dishonest and disreputable, and w ho 
sell ther conscience and their ill-gotten in­
fluence for pelf, and to rob the State, be 
made to take back seats, and let them be 
shunned as lepers or wild beasts.

WASHINGTON.
Rearrangement of Senate Committees— 

Session of Congress Indefinitely Pro­
longed-New Bill Relieving from Disa­
bilities—Abbott Claims the North Caro­
lina Senatorship — Tehuantepec Rail­
way and Ship Canal Charter—Congress 
Urged to Pass a Law Protecting People 
of the South— New Bonds to be Taken

W a s h in g t o n , D. March 7.—The Sena­
torial Republican caucus for the rearrange­
ment of committees, placed the matter in 
the hands of Senators Sherman, Morrill, of 
Vermont, Howe, Poole and Nye.

The present session of Congress has 
been indefinitely prolonged.

Colonel J. J. Reynolds has been ordered 
to return without delay to his headquarters, 
as commander of the Department of Texas.

Senate.—Petitions for the relief of old 
spoliation matters have been renewed.

A bill was introduced abolishing the in- 
c >me tax.

Mr. Robertson introduced a bill relieving 
from disabilities imposed by the fourteenth 
amendment all except members of Con­
gress. officers of the army and navy above 
twenty-one years ot age, who abandoned 
their places to aid the rebellion, and mem­
bers of the State conventions who voted for 
secession.

A joint resolution to adjourn Wednesday 
was tabled.

Joseph G. Abbott presented a memorial 
claiming that having received a majority of 
the legal votes of the North Carolina Legis­
lature for the United States Senate, those 
oast for Vance, being ineligible, are null.

Bills were introduced to charter the Te- 
hauntepre railway and ship canal; also, by 
Mr. Blair, to remove id ̂ disabilities from 
the people of the Southern States.

Senate adjourned to Thursday.
H ouse .—The credentials of Mr. Duke, 

claiming a seat as Representative from Vir­
ginia at large, was referred to the elections 
committee.

Under a resolution instructing the Speaker 
to appoint committees, Mr. Butler urged 
Congress to stay and pass some law for 
the protection ot* the people of the South. 
The resolution was tabled.

House adjourned to Thursday.
Secretary Bout well has intimations from 

I-lurope that a laige amount ot new bonds 
are to be taken.

Two cases, one from Georgia and tho 
other from Mississippi, suits on notes given 
ou the sale of slaves, arc before the Supreme 
Court.

The t onstitutions of these States contain 
provisions forbidding tbeir courts from 
taking jurisdiction of such cases.

Thesecau.-es were argued by Mr. P. Phil­
lips, who maintained that these provisions, 
which took away all remedy, affected the 
obligation of a' contract, and were void 
under the prohibition of the constitution of 
the United States, which prohibits States 
from violating the obligation of contracts; 
that even when a warranty is given that 
the slave sold was a slave for life, this did 
not include the act of the sovereign in 
emancipating the slave; that no such war­
ranty ever exists, hut when it is expressly 
stipulated for that the loss by emancipa­
tion, like the loss by death, tire, flood or 
war, must fall alone on the owner of the 
property, the maxim of the common, as 
well as the civil law, being "Res Relit 
Domino."

W E A T H i .R * R E P O R T .—The telegraphic fa­
cilities of the department are much im­
proved to-day. though there is not yet a full 
synopsis of weather reports for the past 
twenty-four hours. The pressure has risen 
on the east Atlantic and clear weather and 
tresh easterly winds generally prevail. The 
barometer lias fallen rapidly, but is still 
high on the middle Atlantic, where high 
clouds are now approaching. Fair weather 
aud falling barometer have prevailed on 
Lake Ontario. The barometer is quite low 
from Lake Erie to Nebraska and from Wis­
consin to Tennessee, with threatening 
weather and increasing fresh winds. The 
centra! area of the lowest pressure is ap­
parently moving toward the southeast, but 
extending its influence on the lakes. Cloudy 
weather is reported from the Kooky Moun 
tain stations.

Threatening weather is indicated for Wed­
nesday in the Gulf and Southern States; 
stormy weather in the Ohio valley and on 
the lakes. Thete is no secure basis for fur­
ther probabilities.

The following was introduced in the 
Senate to-day by Mr. Kellogg :

To establish steamship communication 
between New Orleans and various ports in 
Mexico Fixing the time of election of 
presidential electors in Louisiana upon the 
same day as the election for State officers, 
and for other purposes, and relative to ju­
dicial districts of Louisiana.

By Mr. Kice: Amendatory of the act to 
incorporate the Texas and Pacific railroad, 
providing for a branch road from Dallas, 
Texas, to Fulton. Arkansas; to aid in the 
construction of a railroad through Missouri 
ami Kansas, near the thirty-sixth parallel: 
to organize the Territory ot Oklohoma, aud 
consolidate certain Indian tribes under a 
territorial government.

On presenting his credentials to the Pres­
ident to-day, the new’ envoy extraordinary 
and minister plenipotentiary front Spain to 
the United States, made the following re­
marks:

Mr. President, I have received the high 
mission of placing in vour hands the letter 
whereby his Ma jesty King Amadeus 1 an­
nounces to you his advent to the throne of 
Spain. I likewise have the honor to deliver 
that which accredits me in the quality o; 
his envoy extraordinary and minister plen­
ipotentiary in the United States ot America, 
in a few days it will be two years, Mr. 
President, since, on an occasion like the 
present, I presented to you tho letters 
which accredited me iu the same quality 
in the. name of the provisional government 
formed in Spain after the revolution of Sep 
tember, 180.8. During the time which has 
elapsed since, the sovereign Spanish Cortes, 
elected bv universal suffrage, have settled 
in the most liberal manner tho gravest and 
most important questions whieh greatly ob­
structed social reforms and the develop­
ment of the material interests of the nation, 
and they have given to their country a con­
stitution iu which, while it embodies the 
most liberal political principles, are recog­
nized at the same time all the essential 
attributes of a monarchy.

The rights of tho Spanish people thus 
being reconciled with the prestige and 
authority of the throne on which a recon­

ciliation must rest, the welfare and happi - 
ness of nations having a monarchical form 
of government, the bonds ol close friend 
ship and the cordial relations which have 
always existed between Spain and the 
United States lead me to hope that they 
will now still be more closely drawn, to 
whieh, Mr. President, I shall make every 
effort in accordance with my duty as tho 
representative of the wishes of his Majesty 
the King. I must express to you before 
concluding my profound and sincere thanks 
for the proofs of good will which you have 
shown me while 1 have had the good fortune 
to be in this republic, accredited, near your 
person, as Minister of Spain.

The President made the following reply:
Mr. Roberts, I congratulate you upon the 

mark of the continued confidence of your 
government which the new credentials pre­
sented by you evince. This congratulation 
may he tiie more cordial, as it confirms the 
general opinion of your course during your 
past official residence here—a course distin­
guished by zeal and fidelity to your 
own couutry, and by courtesy and 
consideration toward that to which you 
have been accredited. The reeeift changes 
in public persons and officers in .Spain are 
understood to have been so amply sanc­
tioned by the popular will that they must 
be entirely acquiesced in, especially in 
countries whose governments repose upon 
a similar basis. 1 heartily desire that the 
new order of things there may tend to 
strengthen the bonds of amity and good 
will which have always been maintained 
between our respective countries, and that 
the United States may never forget that 
Spain was their useful friend at an early 
and critical period of their career.

London, March 7.—.Serious disturbances 
occurred ou the twenty-seventh ultimo, at 
Angers, between a number of Bretons and 
Franc-Tireur*. The Bretons were praying 
in the Champs de Mars when the 
Franc-Tireurs came along, and seeing them 
at devotion, took occasion to mock them 
aud pelt them with mud and stones. The 
Bretons charged upon them, killing three 
and wounding a large number.

Paris confirms the rumors that the inhabi­
tants are growing suspicious, and are act­
ing on tlie belief that every man’s hand is 
against them; foreigners are generally 
looked upon as spies, and in many instances 
Americans aud Englishmen have been in 
suited aud roughly handled in tho streets, 
several barely escaping with their lives 
The mob iu Paris at present is almost wild 
with excitement, and the. authorities ap 
pear powerless to prevent the spread of tho 
threatened revolutionary spirit.
