B«‘ .t known tkr.t on this twenty-seventh day of 

January, in the year of our Lord one thousand 
eight hundred and seventy-one. before me, Robert 
Joseph Ker, a Notary Public, in and for the city of 
New Orleans, parish of Orleans, State of Louisiana, 
duly commissioned aud qualified, and in presence

CHARTER OF THE " F.AMJE PLANTING, MANS 
FACTORING AND PAPER-MAKING COM­

PANY OF LOUISIANA.”

United Stst** of America, State of Louisiana, Par­
ish of Orleans, City of New Orleans.

1 Be it known that on this day. before me. Ferdri 
Biiud Butler Karbari, a notary public in and tor tno  
parish of Orleans, State of Louisiana, duly com 
missioned aud qualified, personally came and ap­
peared nthello J. Flagg. Henrv W. <
Ecott Aleibiade Durnpau and Robert H. Chadboum, 
all of the parish of Et. Charles, in this State; Gaspex 
Huuziekej. of the county of Pike, State ot Mtss.s- 
sippn Zninglius McKay, 9 bendore Meeks and Jean 
SaiVjht, of the parish of Jetlerson, tn this State, 
and Henry Weber, Kobe: t Lvnno, Moses Fox, Joseph 
P. Taylor, John Mnylan, Adolphe llonchard, John 
R. Walker, Haryev C. Caulkins, Jacob Hassin|;er, 
George G. Blodget.

of corporations in this State, they have agreed and 
bind themselves and their successors aud those 
whom they represent, to form themselves into a  
corporation, lor the oojeets and under the stipula­
tions, reguiat.ons and obligations tollowing, to wit:

ARTICLE I.
The corporate name of this company shall he

PAPER-MAKING COMPANY OF THE tiI ATE. OF 
LOUISIANA.

ARTICLE II.
Tlie legal domicile of the company shall be in 

tht city ol New Orleans, and all legal process si.a— 
be served on the president of the company.

ARTICLE III.
The objects of this com) any shall be to purchase 

or lease, or botli if necessary, to such au extent M 
tlie directors may determine, lands in the State tn 
Louisiana, whenever, m their,judgment, it ln-comes 
necessary or advisable lor tlie purpose ot cultivat­
ing the ramie plant, to prepure the fibre of the  
same for market, and for paper-making purposes 
and to exercise such powers and privileges as may 
be necessary for condnoting the business apper­
taining thereto.

ARTICLE IV.
The capital stock of tiie company shall lie one 

million five hundred tho'ie.md dc liars, divided into 
thirtv thousand shares of fifty dollars each, which 
capital stock and shares may be increased by a vote 
of a majority of the .stockholders in proportion to  
tin* interests owned bv earli. Said abaivH nliall be 
sold at five dollars ($5) per share until otherwise 
ordered bv the directors, and be deemed lull paid; 
and no stockholder in this corporation shall ever be 
liable for anv sum beyond the amount of bis stock.

ARTICLE V.
Tlie business of the company shall be conducted 

bv a board of twenty-one directors, composed oi 
the following stockholders, to wit: Othello J. Flagg, 
Henry W. Canuey, Robert Scott, Aleibiade Duranau, 
Gasper Hunzicker, Theodore Meeks, Henry Weber, 
Robert Lvnne, Moses Fox, Joseph D. Taylor, John 
Movlan, Adolphe Bouchard, John R. Walker, Har- 
vey U. Caulkins, George G. Blodget, Jacob Mas­
singer. Thomas Schorr, R. King Cutler, Jean Salvant. 
Robert H. Chadbourn and Zuinelius McKay; and 
they are hereby constituted the first Board ol 
Directors, who shall servo until their successors 
are qualified. On the third Monday in January, 
eighteen hundred aud seventy-two, and annually 
thereafter, there shall l»e held at the office of the 
company, in New Orleans, an election for directors. 
Each stockholder shall be entitled to one vote for 
each share held, and may vote either iu person or 
by proxV A plurality of votes will be sufficient 
for an election, but no stockholder shall vote more 
than one thousand shares. Tlie directors shall, a t 
their first meeting after their election, choose from 
their number a president, a vice-president, 
treasurer and an attorney, who shall hold their 
offices for one year from the date of their election, 
and until their successors are elected and qualified. 
The Board of Directors shall elect a  secretary, a  
general superintendent and sub-superintendents, 
who shall serve at the will and pleasure of the 
Board of Directors. No one shall bo eligible to the 
position of director whodoes not hold a t least five 
shares of the capital stock free from all dues to the 
company.

ARTICLE VI.

This charter may be altered or amended by a 
vote of tlie stock holders who hold a minority oi 
shares.

as owners of at least seventeen-twentieths (17-2#) 
of a.I the capital stock and shares in said com 
panics, to wit: * Louisiana,” “Jefferson” and “St. 
Charles.' do hereby revoke, annul aud forever set 
aside the charter o: said “ Louisiana,” “Jefferson'' 
and St. Charles” companies, and we do hereby 
and herein, bv these presents, ordain and establish 
tliis, “Tlie Rain jo Planting and Manufacturing and 
Paper-Making Company of the “State of Louisiana,' 
as the sole and only company in tli^ State of Louisi­
ana, and we aud they hereby transfer, assign, »et 
over and deliver un:o this aforesaid named com ­
pany all the property, money, lights, privileges, 
credits or evidences of debt, and all and everything 
belonging or appertaining to said heretofore 
formed “Louisiana,” "Jefferson” and “St Charles"' 
companies.

ARTICLE VIII.
That all and every person or persons who hold 

or holds genuine certificates of stock in any oi 
said companies, viz: Louisiana, Jefferson or 
St. CnarleB. and wliich certificates of stock have 
been legally issued and tilled up iu the books oi 
anv of said companies, shall present the same t-o 
the Board of Directors of this company within 
thirtv days from the first publication of this char­
ter. under the penalty of forfeiture and absolute •  
nullity of said stock. That when said persou or 
persons, holder or holders of said legally issued 
certificates of stock shall present the same in the 
manner and within the time aforesaid, they ahull 
receive, share for share, certificates of stock in 
th is company, ou tlieir surrendering to this com-

ARTICLE X.
Adolphe Bouchard, Esq., the sole owner of the 

“ilccorticatcur." a machine for the preparing oi 
the ramie fibre and all other textile fibres, hereby 
binds himself, bis heirs and assigns, to furnish to  
this company the exclusive right tor the State oi 
Louisiana, wliich he has or may hereafter have ai 
tlie above named machine or it» improvements; 
and lie furthermore herein declares that he has 
filed a  ‘‘caveat” witUtlie proper authorities for L:» 
patent to The same, and in advance of all othern. 

ARTICLE XI.
This company shall go into operation from and 

after this date, and the following named persons 
arc chosen as officers to serve until tlie third Mon­
day in January, eighteen hundred and seventy- 
two, viz:
