WLESSNESS IN THE S80UTH.

There are three documents before us
that deserve notice from the fact (hat
they catac in on the same day, and relate
to the same subicet,  First, the letter of
President Grant, declaring the existence
of disturbasices at the South. which onglht
to be suppressed.  Second, the report of
a corgressional committee, asserting the
same feet, and the same conclusion.
Third, the Chicago Tribine, which enters
into details to prove that these disorders
exist, and that some way should be dis-
covered by which they might be sup-
pressed. All of these papers are independ-
aut. There could have been no collusion
Letween the parties who made these sev-
crul representations, for it is always un-
certain when a committee will make its
repoit in Congress: and the Chieago
Ivilmare is too independent in its course,
aud too much at variance with the Pres-
ident on muny issues, to be his mouth-
picce or his associate in declaring a piece
of news, or a line of policy. The ouly
reason, then, that can be invoked to ae-
count for this coincidence of thought and
suyyestion is, that the subject Las itnme-
diately grown into a matter of overwhelm-
ing importance.  And their agitation at
this time destroys the suspicion  that
these statements and  propositions  are
made and designed for political parposes,
since there arc no elections to be held this
vear that can be affected thereby.  What
the President urges upon Congress is
urged in the interest of peace, and. if
promptly adopted, will furnish the basis
of a peaceful election next year, which is
the very end and aim of the opposition, if
we are to believe what the opposition says.

But to the propositions themselves.
First, as to the actual existence of law-
lessness, without being a partisan of dis-
order, it is lmpossible to deny that dis-
order exists in the States of North Curo-
lina, South Carolina, Kentucky, Texus,
ard somawhat in Alabama. There is no
complaint as to Lonisiana, thanks to the
superior intelligence and greater industry
of our people, who huve found more profit
in accepting the laws and in attending to
their material interests than in defending
their ancient prejudices, and in resisting
the munifest will of the nation. InSonth
Carolina, however, and in Kentucky, the
facts are indisputable, and have grown
into such an outrageous character that
even the Democratic papers have acknowl-
edged their existence and demanded their
extirpation. In fact, the testimony of the
Democratic papers is alone sufficient to
sustain the assertion of the President and
of the congressional committee that dis-
order, whether it is called Ku-Kinxism or

revolution, exists in  South Cavo-
lina, North Carolina, Texas and
Kentucky. But to be explicit on

this point, and to demonstrute that
cnr attitude is not dictated Ly enmity to
any cluss of peacefal citizens, nor by any
desive to offect political resnlts, bat
sitaply to correct n great abuse by stating
its existence and demanding its suppres-
sion, a few instances are given from the
list of aggravated offenses reported to
Congress and not denied.  And in doing
this we mus{ give the Chicago 7iuie
the credit of aflinming its belief in the
existence of these specific cases: and in
roferring to the Tviboe as our voucher, it
will be well to bear in mind that the
Tritvine is not an eaemy to our peopls,
but has, on all occasions, manifested a
disposition to disparage the many in-
stances of violence which were reported
from the South. In fact, the Tribune has
been inclined to be somewhat ercet and
virtuous in its republicanism as compared
with the republicanism which it deseribed
in the South. And yet, even the leniency
of the Triline cannot evade the conclu-
sion that there is disorder in certain sec-
tions of the South, and that it should be
suppressed for the benefit of all parties.

What are these facts, about which there
can be wo dispute? First, in Hill and
Warren counties, Texas, certain despera-
does who had been arrested for murdering
negroes were forcibly taken from the
hands of the State authorities by the local
ofticers, and released. In this instance
the people sustained the act that upset the
arrest of well known criminals.  In South
Caroling, the mob has torn up the railroad
tranck in order to prevent the movewent of
United States troops, and the Governor
Las been compelled to station pickets on
all the roads leading to the State capital,
in order to protect the Legislature. In
Greorgia, the opponents of the State gov-
ernment have sommded the key-note that
the Ku-Klux-Klin must act with discre-
tion and without noise, wnd that its efforts
munst be delayed until after Congress has
adjourned. in order to prevent legislation.
in Kentucky, the mails bave been stopped
becanse the Ku-Klux assaulted the colored
agent and madeit so dongerous that he
was afraid to travel the route. They
warned him that he should not act as mail
agent because he was a negro; and in
Frankfort, a body of Ku-klux marched into
town at night and released from the jail
men who wete under arvest for outrages
upou negroes, and neither the men who
assaulted the mail agent nor those who
broke open the jail huve been arrested by
the authorities,

These are the fucts. What conclusion
must follow? Just what the President
and the committee have recommended, to
wit: that these disorders do exist and that
they must be suppressed.  And throwing
wside our sympathies and convictions as
u Republican, and stauding out as the
organ of good government and of good
citizenship, we say that the President
should reecive the active sympathy and
support of the whole conutry in his new
programme of enforcing peace.  Evil
seasons and low prices are as uothing
compared to the disasters which fall upon
any community which tolerates this revo-
lutionary element in its midst. Property
is valueless and wages are destroyed where
life is insecure and where the law is set at

hit.
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HIGHWAYS AND HEDGES.

WHAT IS BLASPHEMY ?

Ouz attention has been recently called
to this (uestion by the repeated use of the
word in the columns of one of our con-
temporaries, on (it seems tous) very in-
sutficient grounds.  For instance. the

v, Mr. Beeciier was, not loug sinee,
acen=ed of bissphemy by the shect al-
Iaded to, aud the following extract frowm
a lecture of his on Christ was quoted as
justifying the aceusation:

Mr. Beecher added that Christ wus a
hes mun—cmphatically a jovial and
active man.  He onee went ton wed
which must have consnmed fifteen dayvs.
and ereated zullons of wine o prolong the
festivities, At this wedding our Savior ap-
prars to have conducted himself simply as
a guest, and mingled with others on terus
of sociul equality,

Piety is beantiful, and a due reverencs
for sacred things unquestionably be-
tokens spiritual culture: but, it appears
to us, that the uneasy devotion whick
can find any approach to blasphemy in
the above quotation is rather akin to
morbidness than to healthy reverence.
For the essentinl distinction of blas-
phemy, according to Dr. G. Campbell,
is that it *invariably implies an ex-
pression of contempt or detestation, and
a desire of prodneing the same passions
in others.” Does our pious neighbor in-
tend to accuse Mr. Beecher of *‘con-
tempt or detestation” of Christ, or a
desire of producing either of these feel-
ings in others ? Suppose, however, that we
adopt that portion of the legal definition
of this offense (as given by Blackstone)
which refers to Christ and the Seriptures,
namely: that it consists in *‘contumelious
reproaches of our Savior, Christ, profane
scoffing at the Holy Seriptures, or expos-
ing it to contempt and ridicnle.” Even
under this more restricted description of
blasphemy, it seems to us very difficult
for an unprejudiced mind to find, in the
passage (uoted, the least warrant for so
serions a charge.  That passage is based
on the Seripture narrative of Christ's first
mimcle, as recorded in the second chapter
of Joln; and a reference to that aceount
is the simplest refutation of the injnrious
aeensation.  Christ is there represented
as having fornished, on learning that *the
wine of the marringe was finished,” a
fresh and very large supply, viz: *“Six
waterpots™ “containing ench two or three
firking” (a firkin being estimated, by the
ablest commentators, to be equal to seven
and a half gallons) and that of a very
superior quality. Now, the marriage feast
of the Jews at that time usnally lasted
sever! days, and, judging from the very
large quantity of wine miraculously sup-
plied by Jesus, it is fair to infer that the
feast in question was an unusually grand
one, which might have “consumed fifteen
days.”

As, therefore, hoth the Seriptures and
the commentators justify Mr. Beecher in
his statement of the facts, the blasphemy
of which he is accnsed must be songht
in his inferences, namely, that Christ was
“a joyful and active man,"” and that, on the
oceasion referred to, he *‘conducted him-
self simply as a guest, and mingled with
others on terms of social equality,” in-
ferences so manifest, that if it be blas-
phemy to draw them, the reader has to
choose between that and stupidity, or
else adupt the derogatory supposition
that Christ performed this miracle not for
the benefit of the company, but simply
to display his own mirnculous power.
This supposition, however, is in direct
contradiction of his whole conrse of con-
duct with regard to that power ; every
miracle recorded in the Scriptures (with
the exception of that of the blasted fig
tree) having for its direet object the
benefit of its recipients.

If theu the “‘blasphemy” which offends
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the sensitive picty of our neighbor be
neither in Mr. Beecher's statements of
facts nor in his inferences therefrom,
where is it? Censorions persons might
suggest that it is to be found in the
source: in the fact, numely, that the ob-
jectionable pacagraph came from Mr.
Beecher. We wonld not insinuate mo-
tives 5o uncharitabile, but simply suggest
what might be thought. as a warning to
our pious neighbor to display its zeal for
the Christian religion in future in some
less doubtful aanner than in aspersing
the character of one of its most ardent
nnd successful aposties.

SUBSTITUTE FOR THE RIOT ACT.

Senator Blair, of Missouri. assisted
by Senator Bavard, of Delawure, has
wande au  onslaught upon the Baton
Rouge rioters which is really harsher
than  anything  which the melting
tenderncss of our disposition has Deon
able to shape into utterance. It will
be seen at a glance that Blair knows how
the riot at Baton Ionge originated: first,
in the inability of certain parties to curry
their point by coaxing, then in their at-
tempt at bullying, which failing, their
disappointment cnlmininated in rioting.
And this lust sad ending we allow the
Senator to nse his own language to de-
seribe.

All wen thinking highly of the methods
dictuted by their nuture, aseribe the frosira
tion of their desires to the want of sutlicient
vigor. Then they redouble the efforts of
their impatient cruelty, which, prodocing
#8 they muest produce, new disappointments,
they now become irritated aguinst the ob-
Jects of thewr acity, develop into action,
and then  vengeful fory cond il im-
placable becanse unprovoked; and reinfore-
ing their avarice with their vices they s
now uo longer human; from cruel men they
become savage beasts, with no other vestige
of reason left but what serves to furnish the
incentives and refinements of ferocions sub-
tlety, for purposcs of which beasts are in-
ocapablo and at which fiends would blush.

If the reading of theabove paragraph in
Baton Rouge does not have a distressing
effect, we shall miss our calculation. It
will do to deliver when a copy of the riot
act can not_be had conveniently

The majority
inferred that these outrages had becn
commitied for political purposes, and the
minority follows up with its snggestion
to let the outrages pass without action,
which is to say that, as this violenee has
been perpetrated to effest a political end,
it wonld ba impolitic to arrest the cffect
by suppressing the canse.
