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FRIGHTFUL ACCIDENT.

A Child Falla a Distnnrr #f Six Stories— 
Remarkable Escape from Instant 
Death.

[From the Louisville Ledger.]
Yesterday afternoon, between one and 

two o’clock, a number of small children
were playing npon the fourth floor of the 
Galt House, and one of them, Freddy 
Giles, a bright, interesting boy of about 
nine years, son of Mr. J. Giles, of the Ann 
of 8. T. Suit & Co., Main street, between 
Second and Third, taking advantage of the 
momentary absence of bis nurse, climbed 
upon the hand-rail of the staircase and at­
tempted to slide down, but lost bis balance 
and fell to the floor of the laundry room, 
six 6tories below, and a distance of between 
ninety and one hundred feet.

The stairway is in the northwestern cor­
ner of the building, and is a winding stair­
way, built for the use of tlie employes of 
the house, and also as a means ot escape in 
ease of lire additional to the broad flignts 
of stairs and the elevator in front of the 
'building. There is a space of four feet in 
width and ten feet iu length between the 
railings of the stairway, extending from the 
roof to the ground floor, and through this 
narrow, deep well the body of young Giles 
dashed with frightful speed. Ai: examin­
ation showed that ou the staircase on the 
Meond floor, a distance of about thirty leei 
from the point from which the lad fell, his 
body first struck, breaking off a portion of 
the molding of the step over an inch in 
thickness. The fall was then unbroken 
until the floor of the laundry room, seventy 
feet below, was reached, where it seems 
that his bead struck one of the bannisters, 
which are nearly two inches in diameter: 
and of hard wood, breaking it in two.

The children, who alone witnessed the 
frightful fall, ran scrcuuiing for assistance 
to the nurse. Colonel Johnson, the man­
ager of the Gult House, was the first to hear 
Of the occurrence. The parents of the un­
fortunate boy were seated in the dining 
room, which was filled with guests, and 
Golonel Johnson, with rare presence ol' 
mind, succeeded in getting them out of the 
mom without creating a scene. A physician 
was immediately summoned, and with Col- 
<pel Johnson proceeded to the laundry 
room, which is two floors below the otiice. 
There, at the foot of the railing, was found 
the bruised and mangled form of little 
Freddy. Ho was unconscious, but strange 
to say, still breathed. Upon examination it 
was found that both ankles were broken, 
and that one arm was broken in live places, 
and that lie had received a severe rut in the 
back part of bis head. His injuries were 
dressed as speedily as possible, and iu a 
few hours he recovered bis consciousness, 
and last night at a late hour he was still 
alive, with a possibility of ultimate re­
covery.

Outrage in Kentucky.
We copy the following from the Louisville 

Courier-Journal:
F rankfort, March 13.—About two o’clock 

Sunday morning a party of four men went 
to the house ot a man named Ballew, who 
keeps a store near Bailey's Mill, on Flat 
creek, in Frunkliu county," and demanded 
admittance on the plea of wanting to pur­
chase grave clothes for a person who they 
said had just died iu the neighborhood.

Accordingly he 
was taken to Mr. Bailey's house, where lie 
died yesterday. Ruckci was well known iu 
the neighborhood ami has relatives there. 
The Sheriff went to the neighborhood this 
evening, and may succeed iu arresting the 
•tbpf men.

Glpost Haunting a .Murderer.
The Memphis Sun narrates this:
On Sunday night the guards at the jail 

heard a loud taoiso coining from the cell 
Occupied by Samuel Poston aud Frank 
Graves. On going to see what was the mat­
ter they found Poston in a terrible fright.
