Terrorism in Mi»«U,i|ipi.
In the Cnit.'.l States Senate a few .lavs 

since Mr. Ames, of Mississippi, lua.le a 
speech. wliieli is tints reported:

Me said tliat one-half of tlie suffering of 
tile people of the South hail not been told, 
and at tributed liiueb of the disorder to tbe 
enfraiirhisi-iuciit of tbe colored element 
and tbeir daring to eonteud for political su­
premacy with tbeir felloxv-citizens. Tbe 
theory that tbe minority bad control in the 
Senate was a mistake. In Mississippi the 
colored population bad a majority of seven 
thousand, and their sympathies were all 
with tlie Republican p a r t \ .

It had been said on the floor that the 
army bad been used to intimidate the citi­
zens. and prevent free expression of the 
popular will at the polls. He denied that 
there was any foundation for such state­
ments except that soldiers acting under tbe 
directions of white men. bad. at times, 
d m  en colored voters from tbe polls. As a 
contrast to the unforgiving spirit of slavery 
and rebellion still rampant in the South, lie 
bad read bv the secretary the resolutions 
passed by the Republican Legislature of 
Mississippi asking Congress to remove tbe 
political disabilities of all people in that 
State. V et the very members who passed 
tliat resolution bail been compelled to peti­
tion the government for protection.

Tbe most fearful outrages were of daily 
occurrence in tliat State, lie then referred 
to the recent dispatch from governor Al­
corn, of Mississippi, to tlie effect that the 
State authorities are competent to put 
down any disorders which max prevail, 
and also to Mi Alcorn's proclamation of 
1 teeember. I*>70. against the Kn Klux l\l.in. 
The Legislature bad appropriated *111110 to 
aid in the arrest and com ietion of Kn Klux 
associations. I inventor Mem 11 bud drawn 
. 'very emit ol this liioimv. yet lie (Allies) 
bad not heard ot one Ixu Klux being a r ­
rested. lie w as ill constant receipt ol let 
tms trom Mississippi, detailing wholesale 
outrages u)ion I liinui'ts l.v rebels. The 
telegraphic report of the revolution at Me 
lidi.in was untrue, and the judge who was 
shot was a Republican, and it was prepos 
tenuis * 0  say that colored men would shoot 
tbeir friends.

Mr. Ames then submitted and bad read a 
letter from a Republican member of the 
Legislature, that the riot was the result of a 
combination by tbe rebels to overthrow the 
Republicans in tlhit county, and that many 
murders of colored men bad been committed 
which would never be discovered: that the 
colored people bad been disarmed by tie- 
Sheriff. who promised to protect them, and 
condemning the Governor for his failure to 
protect them. The occurrences, within sixty 
da\  s. of over eight hundred murders of Re­
publicans in Louisiana, for which there were 
no convictions, and the fact that no Ku Klux 
was ever punished, was spoken of by Mr.
