In the im-
portation of goods inte oup country our
wishes and wunts are alone confidered,
but in the matter of exportation the
wants and wishes of others are concerned
and ag the strplus of imports exceeds the
exports, 80 is the balance against us,
which has to be paid in specie tc our
creditors. If it-be a large sum, this cre-
ates such & drain upon us that it canses
stringency in the money market, reduc-
tion -of prices of” all commodities and
loases oll around the commercial cir-
cle. If the balance is in our favor
it gives encourngement ‘ to labor,
prosperity snd profits to all, and happi-
ness to the country. Inregard tothismat-
ter of exchange, or balance of import and |+
export, an-angcdete is related of that mer-
chant prince of our. country, A T.

Stewart, showing how well he understood
this principle of political ecobomy :

During the ‘late war, finding that he
would be obliged to raisea very large
amount of specie to pay the duties upon
the goods which he had ordered for im-
portation, specie or gold st the time being
about 190, he sent his agents through the
Northern States and purchased a cargo of
butter at an average price of fifty cents a
pound in our currency. This he shipped
to England, sold ata handsome profit,
and thus realized more than sufficient to
refund his investment and pay the duties
upon his importations.

But to return to ouf subject, the reason)
that the cotton eunltare is of such great
importanoce is, that this is the only article
which we have always been able to sell in
the foreign market, and this, too, all that
we bad to spare. ‘It is upon this com-

modity, more than any other, that we
may safely say depends our ability to re-
sume specie payments. For this reason
the position and prospects of the cotton
planters of all classes and conditions ac-
quires national importance. In March,
1870, when the planters were preparing
for the crop now in market, the price of
this article was twenty-five cents per
pound, while to-day itjs fifteen cents—a
decline of some forty per cent, or nearly
one-half. The crops of 1868 and 1869
had fallen short of the estimates made,
because of inundstions and the depreda-
tions of the cotton worm, while the ex-
pectations in regard to India and Egypt
had not responded to anticipstions, and
these combined causes had kept up the
price to twenty-five cemnts per pound.
The demand for the article was greater
than the supply, hence there was no de-
pression in price. Of the crop of
last year, and up ¢to this time,
the receipts are about 700,000 bales
in advance of the crop of 1869, and there
i every prospect that the yield of lasy
season will exceed 4,000,000 bales, and
will be the third largest crop ever rised in
the United States. Had it notbeen for the
influence which the late Franco-Prussian
war produced upon the shanufacturing
interests of Europe, there would not have
been that depression which now affects
this great staple, for, judging from the
demands of the manufacturers, the supply
would have been no more than stfficient
or manufacturing purposes, and the price
of 1870 would have been fully sustained.
The effectof this reduction from twenty-five
to fifteen cents bas doubtless caused con-
giderable disdppointment among many of
our planters, some of whom are losers by
the yeas's business, and necessarily feel
somewhat discouraged over the chances
of the present planting season. Under the
general ery of “bad business, no money,
axd plenty of failures,” the present posi-
tiof of the cottom planters is becoming a
subjeet of imterest #0 the country. The

THE "#0HO0L TAX.

The' question at issue between the
Board of Sehool Directors and the City
Council scems to be in a fair way of
speedy adjustment. Like every other
school law that has Deen enacted since
the adoption of the constitution of 1868,
the one passed atthe last sesdion must
first be interpreted by the courts, not
only the district tribunals, but the Sa-
preme Court being required to pass upon
the merits 8f the new experiment. The
question presented is purely one of con-
sfruction of law. There is not, to our
knowledge, any disputed point of fact
in the case," and a disposition bas
been manifested on the part of
the respective litigants to get the
case  before the Supreme Court
squarely on its merits, divested of all
technical quiddets, which many people
suppose were merely invented for delay
and vexation. As a legal question itis
rather one for the judges to comsider
than for the newspapers to discuss; but
that our readers may gain an insight into
the case, we will present briefly the lead-
ing points, pro and con:

First, the constitution directs in man-
datory terms that the Legislature shall
establish at least one free public school in
every parish thronghout the State, and
shall provide for its support by taxation
or otherwise. Another section provides
that the General Assembly shall levy a
poll tax for the support of schools and for
charitable plrposes, not to exceed, how-
ever, one dollarand fifty cents per annum.

In pursuance of the authority, or rather
in obedience to the requirement to estab-
lish at least one free public school in the
parish of Orleans, and provide for its
support by taxation or otherwise, the
Legislature at .Jts last session enacted the
