A C itizen  F ound D ead  in  a Street—A 
Broken Neck.—Sunday morning, about the 
hour when day dawns, some citizens dis­
covered the body of n man lying at the 
■corner of Freret and Calliope streets, and 
appearances were that he bud been mur 
dered, as his neck was broken, although 
there waa no sign of violence about bis 
person or on tbe ground around. Deceased 
was E. F. Chandler, n gentleman long and 
favorably known to many citizens. He was 
lately doing businesa on Julia street, New 
Basin, dealing inwihea and liauors.

Coroner Crengk yesterday obtained the 
following evidence:

Patrick 8hea, officer of tbe harbor police,, 
•wore, said—On or abqnt six o’clock Sun- 
•dsy morning, as I was crossing the - bridge 
nt the New Basin, I heard a policeman blow 
a call whistle, aud I answered; I met him 
by the ears, and he told me there was a 
•dead man lying near the press: I went to 
Mr. Campbell’s residence and found that he 
had gone to the station; Mr. Campbell is 
the officer ot the bent; I went to where tbe 
deceased was lying and I found his head 
and knees in tbe Rutter against the enrb- 
.stone, with the bands tnrned backward; it 
commenced to rein in n few minutes, and I 
lifted the body out of the gutter his neck 
-appeared to lie dislocated, but waa not 
.swollen; I stood there to protect the body; 
he was lying crossways in the gutter in my 
opinion, from what I saw, no man conld 
place himself in that position.

The witness then explained, by assuming 
.as nearly as he could, the position in which 
the man was found. Both legs were bent 
back, and tbe knees rested in the gutter, 

‘with his bead on his thighs, the crown of 
the bend and the knees being close to­
gether, with both arms behind his back.

John Scbub sworn, mid—I went to mar­
ket on Sunday morning at about a quarter 
before six o’etoek, and took my little girl 
along: when we crossed the street at tbe 
•corner at Freret and Calliope, my little 
•daughter said: “Pajfft, there’s something 
lying in the gutter,".and almost at the sain# 
time, “O, I believe it’s a man!” I called 
Mr. Walker, who was np stairs opposite, 
and wont up to the place where he was 
lying; Mr Walker came down and naked mo 
if I knew him; I told him “ho." .

The witness described tbe position of the 
body, giving n similar statement to that of 
the previous witness, saying “he was lying 
on his face, with his legs and bead twisted 
under him.” The banquette here is pretty 
high.
