for the benefit of the poorer classes of so~
ciety. This being the case, it seemed a
consequent dootrine that the beneficiaries
of public schools needed nothing but the
severely useful in such education as might
fall to their lot, and that for them orna-
mental sttsinment of any kind was alto-
gether out of place. True, this idea never
had the saine influence in New Orleans

fruit in its seasom all over the East, in-
numerable with centres drawing their
supplies from other States much easier
than they formerly did within a circle of
balf a dosen miles; these are among some
of the wonderful result of the railroad sys-
tem of the country as yet in its infancy.
If we look at the influence and effect of
the extension of lines of travel through
our cities, we will find the effect in the in-
crease of the wvalue of property and the
addition of population by which property
is settled upon and improved, gives wealth
and prosperity to the cities that build and
stock these railroads. New York and all
the large cities of the North, East and
West are examples to prove the statement.
Even now in New York the question
before the people of these and the
neighboring and adjscent cities, towns,
and the country for fifty miles around, is
what can be done to give a more speedy
transit for freight and passengers to and
from it. Elevated, tubular, and sub-
terranean or arcade railways have been
suggested and are under consideration by
the great capitalists of that great metropo-
lis, and thus increase its wealthand popu-
lation. If we look at the great States of
our Union to learn which of them stand
first in point of wealth and pros-
perity, we will see which has the largest
number of railroads, and the question is
settled accordingly. Illincis has the
greatest length of track (5243 miles), hav-
ing passed Pennsylvania during the year
1870. Massachusetts claims the greatest
number of miles of road to miles of terri-
tory, because it is asserted that the roads
of that State accommodate a greater pro-
portion of people to that of any other
‘State. The Btates next in order to Illi-
nois are New York, Pennsylvania, Ohio
and Indiana, followed by Towa, Wiscon-

as eclsewhere; for here the public
school system is comparatively new,
and was insugirated under such auspices
that the well-to-do and the comparatively
wealthy avail themselves freely of the pub-
licy schools for the education of their
children. Besides, a large portion of the
community has at last perceived that the
soquisition of ormamental knowledge not
within the scope of the abeolutely neces-
sary has yet the most beneficial effect of
affording %o its possessors means of recrea-
tion for leisure hours, that may be a
potent antidote in after years to the temp-
tations of dissipation and of vice, * If this
be 80, it must follow that even the poorest
among us bave a right that may not be
gainsaid to those attainments which
have heretofore been considgred the ex-
clusive prerogative of those in more pros-
perous circumstances.

There is another idea in connection
with the subject which also formerly
found universal acceptance, but which is
likewise becoming deservedly obsolete.
It is the notion in regard to music, that
but a small of the masses are
gifted with “‘ear;" that is, sugh an appre-
cistion of melodious sounds as might jus-
tify them in attempting the acquisition of
musical knowledge; that all but this
favored few were so utterly unqualified
that it would be folly to attempt its at-
tainment. §

In regard to this error, nothing is
bhagzarded in saying that were children
taught vocal music as they are taught
reading, it would be found that those who
have no faculty for music would bear the
same relation to those who possess it as
the deaf and dumb bear to those who
hear and speak. No one expects to rear
these children into musical prodigies—
into Handels, Mozarts or Mendelssohns,
any more than we expect the mass of those
who learn reading and writing to become
Goldsmiths, Macaulays or Irvings. The
purpose will be answered when the chil-
dren attain such proficiency as will give
one more resource against improper or
immoral recreation. >

No argument against the proposed
measture can be urged on the score of
time, for a sufficient amount of instruc-
tion and practice can be attained by
devoting twenty minutes of every day to
this branch of instruction; and this
would be mo hindrance, even were the
time extended, for, acting as s refreshing
resreation, the pupils would return to
other studies with renewed ardor and all
the more success.

The expense need not be great. It
would be were it contemplated toadd a
professor of music to every school, or
even allot one professor to several schools.
But nothing of this kind, we are informed,
is contemplated. An ability to feach
the children vocal music should as soon
ss practicable be made e qualification
necessary for every teacher employed:

Its
opponents must traverse a revolution, and
a bloody ome, to accomplish its over-
throw, and I do not think they have the
courage to attempt it. The republicans
have heretofore always been revolution-
ists, and the weight of suthority was
against them. Now the fables are
turned, and the monarchists are revc-
lutionists and bad citizens, and
demagogues and extremists, and all the
rest of the nonsense that was so current
during the empire. Put they shall have
every right except that of tying them-
selves hand and foot, and handing them-
selves over to another emperor or king.”
Thus, if we Toay trust to the sagacity of
one of the leading mindsin Franee, the
intrigues of the three parties 0 hostile to
the young republic—Bonapartists, Or-
leanists and Red Republicans—are fore-
doomed to failure.
