HAS FOUND A.

SPRING FIGHTS COMMENCED.

Antals en St. Chart** Street.

. Between dine and ten o'clock last night 
the corner of 8t. Charles and Common 
streets echoed the dulcet sounds of five or 
six pistol shots in rapid succeseios.

The particulars, as near as we could 
gather them, are about as follows:

One night recently a man named T. Mc­
Cormack uttered some words derogatory to 
Wash Rockwell, soon after which the latter 
floored the former, and that was all at the 
time. Last night Rockwell, McCormack 
and Aleck Newton met at or near the cor­
ner mentioned when a promiscuous fusillade 
opened. The men were well armed, it ap­
pears, fully prepared for a battle.

Five or six shots were heard, two of the 
bullets wounding Rockwell in his back, the 
remainder doing no damage as far as heard 
from. Rockwell’s wounds are serious, and 
may result in death, as one of the balls is 
very large, evidently sent from a pistol not 
unlike a navy revolver. Both bullets were 
in bis body when he was sent to the Charity 
Hospital, and he could teel one of them 
under the firtsh of his heart.

Aleck Newton was arrested and charged 
with wounding Rockwell with intent to kill. 
The pistol found on his person was the 
largest sized Remington, two loads out of 
the cylinder. The weapon taken from Rock­
well showed the same number of discharges. 
A loaded Deringer was found on Newton. 
One or two more shots are to be accounted 
for, and persons who were near the scene 
express the belief that McCormack fired 
them. He made his escape during the ex­
citement. A score of witnesses were on the 
spot, and saw the duel from first to last.

Of course, it is almost impossible to ascer­
tain the origin of the difficulty, but particu­
lars may be developed when the case shall 
come before the Recorder.

When the surgeon in the Charity Hos­
pital dressed Rockwell’s wounds it was 
thought they were not likely to prove fatal 
or really serious. He then left and visited 
St. Charles street, and was arrested by 
Officer Rinehart, the same officer who 
arrested Newton. As Rockwell’s condition 
was not very pleasant, he was released to 
appear to-day. He asserts that Newton is 
the one who wounded him, and that 
McCormack’s shots did not take effect. y

Ne School To-day.
At a meeting of the City School Board, last 

evening, a resolution was passed closing the 
public schools for the remainder of the week, 
including to-day, which is held in observ­
ance by several religious denominations. 
To-morrow being Good Friday is a legal 
holiday, and Saturday, in school affairs, is 
always dies non. We suppose that all the 
hoys and girls who read the Republican 
will find out, before the hour of school ar­
rives, that there will be no school to-day.

An Is teres tins Speech.
A Washington special of the first instant 

to the Cincinnati Gazelle says:
The ordinary dull routine of the speech- 

making of the week was somewhat relieved 
this afternoon by the remarks of Elliott, a 
colored member from South Carolina, who 
got the floor on the pending Ku-Klnx bill. 
Elliott is a successor to Preston Brooks in 
that strongest of all old South Carolina’s 
secession districts. He is the darkest of all 
the colored members of the House, and at the 
same tiiqe the most cultivated, haing a grad­
uate from an English university. He came 
to Congress with the reputation of being 
one of the most forcible and eloquent 
speakers in the present body. In the sev­
eral impromptu speeches which he has 
made thus far during the present session, 
he has borne himself creditably, and im­
pressed even the most prejndiced Demo- 
crats that he is a man of unquestioned 
power and ability. When he arose this 
afternoon both Democrats and Repub­
licans flocked around . him, and 
the galleries presented a marked 
contrast to their deserted appearance 
of the last few days. Elliott’s voice is very 
strong, and suggestive of large experience 
in outdoor speaking. His delivery is good, 
and bis gestures well timed and graceful. 
His speech throughout was listened to 
with marked attention, there not being the 
slightenst confusion from the exordium to 
the close. Of course, it was in favor of 
stringest legislation to suppress existing 
Southern outrages. The idea he kept con­
tinually putting forward was that no loyal 
man need fear patting too much power in 
the hands of a well meaning administra­
tion.

Crevasse at the 8t- Sophie Plaatatloa*
The Umpire Purisk at the first instant 

says:
In our last issue we made mention of the 

crevasse in the levee just above here, on the 
left bank of tho river, fronting the unoccu­
pied land owned by Mr. Sonlie, and at that 
time stated that if nothing was done to Close 
it,a  large portion oi the pariah would be in­
undated. We had hoped that the parish 
authorities, whose dnty it is to attend to the 
condition of the levees, woald do something 
in regard to the matter, bat regret i to an- 
nonnee that nothing haa been done, and, 
moreover, there is not even the shadow of a 
probability that anything will bo done.

Daring the past three or four days the 
break in the levee referred to has been 
steadily widening, and is now nearly a mile 
in extent. The water is rushing through 
with tne rapidity of a torrent and the roar 
of a cataract. The depth of water where 
it rashes through the levee is from two to 
four feet. This width and depth of current 
sweeps with such torce that the heaviest 
drift wood is carried by it far into tho fields 
as if mere reeds. The very foundation of 
the broken levee, which was compact from 
age, has been undermined, and is washed

hood to venture on horseback along the 
highway at that point. Such a volume of 
water as is now escaping at this crevasse, 
with the nver steadily rising, will certainly 
continue to widen the break, not only or- 
pents or acres, bat miles in extent. The 
river is already above its natural banks, 
and is only confined to its channel by the 
artificial ones and the headlong swiftness of 
its current. Permit it to have an outlet, 
and. it will soon cover these fertile lands 
with a delnge of water, destroying all pros­
pects for this year, and causing the loss of 
all the expenditure in the preparations 
which have been Mr far made for culti­
vation.

The greater portion of three or four plan­
tations in this immediate vicinity are 
already under water, which has flowed

mersion is steadily and rapidly spreading.
The people immediately affected by this 

overflow are powerless to remedy the dis­
aster. They nave several times endeavored 
to close the breaks, but in the absence of a 
sufficient force and the necessary combina­
tions, having "but few implements and being 
entirely destitute of lumber and other ma­
terial, they are unable to stem the torrent 
now rushing in upon their lands.

Is there no help for this perilous state of 
things 1 If they cannot expect assistance 
from the police jury of the piuish, may they 
not look with hope to the State Board of 
Engineers! The people of this parish pay 
taxes for the purpose of keeping the _ levees 
in repair, and now that they need assistance 
in staying the flood of waters which is rush­
ing in upon them, we venture to express 
the hope that their appeal will not be in 
vain. Prompt and energetic action in this 
matter is necessary to prevent an entire 
cessation of field work, and a loss of this 
year’s crop to many who are not able to sus­
tain such a loss.

Miss Leona Cavender.

Tornado In Lafayette Parish.
The Vermillionville Advertiser says:
Last Sunday morning between three and 

four o’clock a tornado passed through this 
parish destroying trees, houses and fencing. 
Fortunately it lasted but a few seconds, and 
its average width being only two bandied 
yards; had it lasted longer scarcely a build­
ing would have been left standing in its 
path. Its course was from southwest to 
northeast, striking the southern portion of 
oar town, sweeping in its path trees and 
fencing and damaging several buildings. 
At the convent the damage was severe, all 
the beautiful orange, pear and other fruit 
trees were destroyed there. Northeast of 
town, on Mr. William Campbell's plantation, 
a large building used as a cornuouse was 
completely demolished and the timber scat­
tered in every direction: pieces of wood 
were thrown one hundred and fifty yards 
from where the building stood. Beyond 
Mr. Campbell’s place we nave not been able 
to ascertain what damage was done.

Southwest oi town on Mr. Donat Breaux’s

Slantation a number of trees were blown 
own. On Mr. A. Guidry’s place a number 

of trees and a large quantity of his fencing 
was destroyed.

The wind appeared to be more violent in 
town and northeast than to the southwest 
of us, as we have learned of no damages be­
yond Mr. Breaux’s plantation.

Oar Foreisa Commerce.
A New York special to the Chicago 

Tribune says:
The condition of our foreign commerce is 

beginning to attract the attention of our 
shrewd bankers and merchants. The im­
portations into the port of New York for 
the months of March and February, were 
the largest in amount on record, being $35,- 
41)1,324, against $19,356,379 in 1860, and $25,- 
024,492 in 1857, the year of excessive im­
portations, which produced a commercial 
panic and crisis in the fall of that year. 
The total imports from January 1, to the 
close of this week are $93,202,171, against 
$73,816,628 last year, and $76,367,354 in the 
year 1869. These excessive importations 
of merchandise have been affecting the 
foreign exchange market for some time, 
keeping the rates for bills unusually high 
and close to the specie shipping point at the 
season of the heaviest cotton exports.

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Washington, April 5.—The President 
eent the following message to Congress to­
day:
To the Senate sad House of Bepreaentetirec 

I have the honor te submit herewith to 
the two houses of Congress, the report of 
the commissioners appointed in pnrsnanee 
of a joint resolution approved January 12, 
1870.

I t will be observed that this report more 
than sustains all that I have heretofore 
said in regard to the productiveness and 
healthfulness of the republic of 8an Do­
mingo, of the unanimity oi the people for 
annexation to the United States, and of 
their peaceable character.

It is due to the publie, as it certainly is to 
myself, that I should here give all the cir­
cumstances which first lea to the negotia­
tions of a treaty for the annexation of the 
republic of San Domingo to the United 
States.

When I accepted the arduous and re­
sponsible position which I now hold, I  did 
not dream of instituting any steps for the 
acquisition of insular possessions. I  be 
lieved, however, that our institutions were 
broad enough to extend over the entire con­
tinent as rapidly as other people might de­
sire to bring themselves under our protec­
tion. I believed, farther, that we should 
not permit any independent government 
within the limits of North America to pass 
from a condition of independence to one of 
ownership or protection under an European 
power.

Soon after my inauguration as President, 
I was waited upon by an agent of President 
Baez with a proposition to annex the re- 

ublie of San Domingo to the United States.

Sentleman represented the capacity of 
and, the desires of the people and 

tlieir character and habits about as they 
have been described by the commissioners 
whose report accompanies this message. 
He stated further, that being weak in num­
bers and poor in pone, they were not capa­
ble of developing their great resources, that 
the people had no incentive to industry on 
account of a lack of protection tor their 
accumulations, and that if not accepted by 
the United States, whose institutions they 
loved above those of any other nation, they 
would be compelled to seek protection else­
where. To these statements I made no 
reply and gave no indications of what I 
thought of the proposition. In the course 
of time I was waited npqn by a second 
gentleman from San Domingo, who made 
the same representations, and who was 
received in like manner. In view of the 
facts which had been laid before me, and 
with an earnest desire to maintain the 
Monroe doctrine, I  believed that I  would be 
derelict in my duty if I did not take 
measures to ascertain the exact wish of 
the government and inhabitants of the re 
public of San Domingo in regard to annexa­
tion, and communicate the information to the 
people of the United States. Under the at­
tending circumstances I felt that if I turned 
a deaf ear to this appeal, I might in the 
future be justly charged with a flagrant 
neglect of the public interests and an utter 
disregard of the welfare and happiness 
of a down trodden race, praying for 
the blessings of a free and strong gov­
ernment, and for protection in the enjoy­
ment of their own industry. Those oppo­
nents of annexation who have heretofore 
professed to be pre-eminently the friends of 
the rights of man, I believed would be my 
most violent assailants if I neglected so 
clear a duty. Accordingly, after having 
appointed a commissioner to visit the island, 
who declined on account of sickness, I 
selected a second gentleman, in whose ca­
pacity, judgment and integrity I had, and 
nave yet, tne most unbounded confidence. 
He visited San Domingo, not to secure or 
hasten annexation, but, unprejudiced and 
unbiased, to learn all the facts about the 
government, the people and the resources of 
that'republic. He went certainly as well 
prepared to make an unfavorable report as 
a favorable one, if the foots warranted it. 
His report fully corroborated the views of 
previous commissioners, and npon its re­
ceipt I felt that a sense of dnty and a dun 
regard for onr great national interests re­
quired me to negotiate a treaty for the ac­
quisition of the republic ot San Domingo.

As soon as it became publicly known thst 
such a treaty had been negotiated, the 
aettntion of the country was occupied with 
allegations calculated to prejudice the 
merits of the case, and with aspersions 
upon those whose duty had connected them 
with it. Amid the public excitement this 
created the treaty failed to receive the 
requisite two-thirds vote of the 8enate, and 
was rejected; but whether the action of that 
body was based wholly npon tee merits 
ot tne treaty, or might not have been 
in some . degree influenced by such un­
founded allegations, eould not be known 
by the people, because the debates of 
tne Senate in secret session are. not

rublished. Under these circumstances 
deemed it dne to the office which 

I hold, and due to the character of the 
agents who had been charged with tne 
investigation that such proerodings should 
be had as would enable the people to know 
the truth. A commission was therefore 
constituted, under authority of Congress, 
consisting of gentlemen selected with spe­
cial reference to their high character and 
capacity for the laborious work intrusted 
to them, who were instructed to vint tee 
spot and report upon the facto. Other 
eminent citizens were_ requested to accom­
pany the commission in order that the peo­
ple might have the benefit of their views.
