We copy the following from a special des­
patch published iu the Times of last 
evening:

ti ai.vestivn, April 12.—A special from 
Austin to the Galveston JVties says Sena­
tor Fountain, of the El Paso district, fur­
nishes the following important letter front 
San Elizario, March 31, inclosing an extract 
from the Bordfro, published at Los Cruces, 
New Mexico :

Dr. Cainigo, chief civil officer at El Paso, 
received by mounted courier from Chihua­
hua, the following report: Colonel Terrasas, 
commander of Chihuahua frontier *troops 
(Mexican), pursued the Indians who com­
mitted the murders spoken of in the an­
nexed slip across the boundary, into the 
United States. Those Indiuus who were 
trora Fort Goodwin reservation tried to get 
back, ̂ 0 be protected from the Mexicans in 
pursuit. Forty Indians were killed and 
about forty captured.

The comtuauder of Fort Goodwin, hearing 
of the aifuir front some who escaped, sullietl 
ont to protect the ludians, and met the 
Mexicans. A tight ensued, in which the 
commanding officer and some forty American 
soldiers were killed. The Mexicans num­
bered two hundred.

[Extract from the Bordero.) *
Kearl & Miller’s wagon train, loaded with 

bacon, was attacked liy Indians while en 
route from Chihuahua for Fort Bayard. 
When between Coxas Grandes and Govelan 
some of the escorts went five miles ahead of 
the train, and near the boundary were at­
tacked by a large baud of ludians.

Kearl, his wite and five other Americans 
were butchered and their bodies horribly 
mutilated, their heads being cut off and 
placed beside their bodies. Kearl’s bead 
was placed beside his wife; apd her head 
was placed on his shoulders.

The names of the killed are Mr. and 
Mrs. Kearl, Gus Hcpner, Mr. Suthland, 
Charles Detard, and others, unascertained.

THE KU-KLUX BILL.

The following is the bill for the’protection 
of individual rights, as it finally passed the 
Hous& of Representatives:

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That any 
person r̂ho, under cover of any law, statute, 
ordinance, regulation,-custom,'or usage of 
any State, shall subject or eanae to be sub­
jected any person within the jurisdiction of 
the United States to the deprivation of any 
rights, privileges, or immunities secured by 
the constitution of the United States shall, 
any such law, statute, ordinance, regula­
tion, custom, or usage of auy State to the 
contrary notwithstanding, be liable to the 
party injured in the action at law, suit In 
equity, or other proper proceedings for re­
dress, such proceeding to be prosecuted in 
the several district or circuit courts of the 
United States, with and subject to the name 
rights of appeals, review upon error, and 
other remedies provided in Hke cases in 
such courts, under the provisions of the act 
of the ninth of April, 1866, entitled “an act 
to protect all persons in the United States 
in their civil rights and to furnish the means 
of their vindication,” and the other reme­
dial laws ef the United States which are in 
their nature applicable to such cases. ’

Sec. 2. That if two or more persons within 
any State or Territory of the United States 
shall conspire together to overthrow, or to 
put down, or to destroy by force the govern­
ment of the United States, or to oppose by 
force the authority of the United States, or 
by force, intimidation or threat, hinder or 
delay the execution of any law of the United 
States, or, by force, to seize, take or 
possess any property of the United States 
against the will and contrary to authority of 
the United States, or by force, intimidation, 
or threat to prevent any person from ac­
cepting or holding any office or trust, or 
plaee of confidence under the United Stares, 
nr from discharging the duties thereof, or 
by force, intimidation or threat to induce 
auy officer of the United States to leave any 
State, district or place where his duties as 
such officer might lawfully be performed, 
or to injure hint in his person or property, 
on account of liis lawful discharge of the 
duties of his office, or by forpe, intimida­
tion, or threat to deter any witness 
in any court of the United States from tes- 
tiiving in any matter pending in snclt court 
fully, freely aitd truthfully, or to injure any 
such witness in his pet-son or property on 
account of bis having- so testified, or by 
force, intimidation or threat to influence the 
verdict of any juror in any court of the 
United States, or to injure such person in 
his person or property on account of any 
verdict lawfnlly assented to by him; or 
shall conspire together for the purpose, 
either directly or indirectlv, of depriving 
any person or any class of persons ot the 
equal protection of the laws, or of equal 
privileges or immunities under the laws, or 
for the purpose of preventing or hindering 
the constituted authorities ef any State 
from giving or securing to all persons with­
in such State the equal protection of the 
laws, or to injure auy person in his person 
or his property for lawfully enforcing the 
right of any person or clasif of persons to 
the equal protection of the laws, each and 
every person so offending shall be deemed 
guilty of a high crime, and upon conviction 
thereof in any district or circuit court of 
the United States, or district or supreme 
court of any Territory of the United States 
having jurisdiction of similar offenses, 
shall he punished by a fine of not less 
than $500 nor moi-e than $5000, 
by imprisonment, with or without 
hard labor, as the court may de­
termine, for a period of not less than 
six months nor more than six years, as the 
court may determine, or by both such tine 
and imprisonment, as the court shall deter­
mine; and if any one or more persons en­
gaged in snch conspiracy, such as is de­
fined in the preceding section, shall do or 
cause to be done any act in furtherance of 
the object of such conspiracy, whereby any 
person shall be injured in" his person or 
property, or deprived of having or exer­
cising any right or privilege of a citizen of 
the United States, tne person so injured or 
deprived of such rights and privileges may 
have and maintain an action for the re­
covery of damages occasioned by such in­
jury or deprivation of rights and privileges 
against any one or more of the persons en­
gaged in such conspiracy, such action to be 
prosecuted in the proper district or circuit 
court of the United States,, with and subject 
to the same rights of appeal, review upon 
error, and other remedies provided in like 
cases in such courts, under the provisions 
of the act of April 9, 1866, entitled “an act 
to protect all persons in the United States 
in their civil rights, and to furnish the 
means for their vindication.”

Sec. 3. That in all .eases where insurrec­
tion, domestic violence, unlawful combina­
tions or conspiracies in any State shall bo 
far obstruct the execution of the laws 
thereof and of the United States* as to de­
prive any portion or Mass of people of such 
State of any. of the rights, privileges or 
immunities named in and secured by this 
act. and the constituted authorities of such 
State shall either be unable to or shall, from 
any cause, fail in or refuse protection of 
the people in such rights, and shall fail or 
neglect, through the proper authorities, to 
apply to the President of the United States 
for aid in that behalf, such facts shall be 
deemed a denial by such State of the equal 
protection ol the law, to which they are en­
titled tinder the fourth article of amend­
ments to the constitution of the United 
States; and in all such cases it shall be bis 
duty to take such measures by the employ­
ment of the militia or the land and naval 
lorces of the United States, or of either, or 
by other means as he may deem necessary 
for the suppression of such insurrection, 
domestic violence or combination; and any 
person who shall be arrested under the 
preceding section shall be delivered to the 
marshal of the proper district, to be dealt 
with according to law.

Sec. 4. That whenever, in any State or 
part of a State, the unlawful combinations 
named in the preceding section of this act 
shall be organized and armed, and so 
numerous and powerful as to be able, by 
violence, to either overthrow or set at defi­
ance the constitutional authorities of such 
State, and of the United States, within such 
State, or when the constituted authorities 
are in complicity with, or shall connive at 
the unlawful purposes of, such powerful and 
armed combinations; and whenever, by rea­
son of either or all of the cflnses aforesaid, 
the conviction of such offenders and the 
preservation of the public safety shall be- 

'come in such district impracticable, in every 
such case such combination sh^l be deemed 
a rebellion against the government of the 
United States, and during the continuance 
of such rebellion, and within tne limits of 
the district which shall be so under the 
sway thereof, such limits tei be prescribed 
by rTroclamation, it shall be lawful for 
the President of the United States, when 
in his judgment the public safety 
shall require it, to suspend the privileges of 
the writ of habeas corpus, to the end that 
such rebellion may be overthrown; pro­
vided, that the President shall have first 
made proclamation, as now provided by 
law, commanding such insurgents to dis­
perse; and, provided also, that the provis­
ions of this section shall aot be in force, 
after the first day of June, A. D. 1872..

Sec. 5. That nothing herein contained 
shall be construed to supercetje or repeal 
any former act or law, except so far as the 
same may be repugnant thereto; and any 
offense heretofore committed against the 
tenor of any former act shall be prosecuted, 
and any proceeding already commenced for 
the prosecution thereof snail be continued 
and completed, the same as if this act had 
not been passed, except so for as the pro­
visions of this aet may go to sustain and , 
validate such proceedings. >.

METAIRIE SPRING MEETING.
Third Day’s Races.

The interest in the spring meeting at the 
Metairie Course increases at each successive 
day’s racing. There was a respectable meet 
on Saturday. On Tuesday the numbers 
had materially increased, while yesterday 
there was a still larger attendance.

The track had greatly improved, and was 
prononneed to be perfect by competent 
judges. The Might heaviness of the day 
before had entirely disappeared, and left 
nothing to be desired.

We have noticed that there is aa much 
excitement at the Metairie pending the re 
suit ofa race, as 4$m be found at any course 
in the country, but it is never demonstra­
tive. No matter how close the contest, no 
matter what interests are pending, the 
whole thing* is conducted in the spirit of 
gentlemen, and the issues are watched and 
commented on with a quiet rising bat little 
above the tone of the drawing-room. 
Another thing about the Metairie races is 
remarkable; notwithstanding the ‘ample 
supply of resources for the bibulous, and the 
freedom with which the thirsty and the 
jolly avail themselves of the cfeature com­
forts which abound in the several bars 
under the grand stand, we have noticed 
but one case of inebriation on the course 
during the three days’ races. Whether 
this is owing to the great number of ladies 
who tferong the course, or to the proper 
spirit of restraint which prevails among 
gentlemen who attend the races, it is need­
less to inquire. The fact is undeniable, and 
reflects no small degree of credit upon the 
sporting community of New Orleans.

The first race yesterday was for the 
Minor stoke. This is the annual Metairie 
stake for two year olds, to carry three year 
old weights: distance one mile, with five or 
more to fill the stake. Purse $1000, second 
to receive $200; third horse to save his 
stake. There were twenty-three entries for 
this race, of which only nine ran. These 
were William J. Minor, George Wilkes, 
Creole Dance, Lavergne, Jeff. Davis, Girl 
of My Heart, Lady Fairfield, Frank Ross 
and Billy Williamson. Of the above, all 
two year olds. Minor was the favorite, and 
it was not easy to gness which of two-or 
three others stood second best. In fact, 
every nag entesed looked in snch fine condi­
tion that a green one might suppose 
that any one might do for a favor­
ite. As usual they started somewhat 
irregularly, hardly waiting the tup, 
several of them several yards on the slow 
side of the string; but they soon gathered 
way, and after a large part of the stretch 
running in a “ ruck,” Billy Williamson took 
the lead,*closely followed by Frank Ross. 
Who should be next seemed to be a matter 
of close contest between Wilkes and Minor, 
ending, however, in favor of the former. 
In the above order the race was ended, the 
horses winning in the order named, Wil­
liamson, Ross, Wilkes, Minor, the rest being 
nowhere. Time: 1:46)4.

For the second race, two mile dash, clnb 
purse of $700, there were bnt three entries1 
Nannie Douglas, Victory and Morgan 
Scout. Although there were but three 
horses, however, the race was intensely 
interesting. In fact, in any race, no mat­
ter how. many content} for victory, the 
interest always centres on three or lour. 
During the first mile, not withstanding con­
siderable betting in a large small way upon 
the favorite, it was difficult to judge who 
had the advantage, for at the end of the 
first mile they all came under the string in 
a “ruck.” Before they had gone far on the 
second mile the contest was narrowed to a 
struggle between Victory and Nannie 
Douglas, and it soon after was seen that 
Victory would keep the lead he had gained. 
They came to the winning post Victory 
first, Nannie Donglas second, and Morgan 
Scout last. Time: 3:40)4.

In the third race all the horses entered 
were on the ground, among others a horse 
without a name, entered by A. M. Schofield. 
This race was for the club purse of $800, 
mile heats. As the battle is not always to 
the strong, so the race is uot always to the 
favorite, as was proven in the present in­
stance. There was profuse. but not heavy 
betting all over the field. As they got off 
on the tap of the drum, Woodburn shot 
ahead followed closely by Sue Dougherty, 
McDonald being not far behind. At the 
end of the first mile it was evident that 
whoever had been the favorite at the start, 
McDonald was the favorite at the close of 
the heat, and no small amount of hedging 
took place. The t̂ id of the last, heat* 
showed that the friends ot McDonald 
were altogether right, and* those of 
Sqe Dougherty not far wrong. The 
horse without a name pushed the latter 
very bard, however, but it was no go; Sue 
was second best at any rate, though she 
was obliged to he contented with that 
honor, as McDonald kept the lead she had 
gained. The horses reached the winning 
post in the following order: McDonald, 
Dougherty, Village Blacksmith and Hinton, 
McDonald winning, and Sue Dougherty 
being second ir both heatrf. Time: first

When the dispatch left, the in­
mates of Vanvres and d’lssy, and the forts 
where the insurgents wdre gathered in im­
mense force, were disputing every inch of 
ground.

The south of the city has not been shelled 
by the government troops, but if the in­
surgents continue firing from the forts, and 
show no signs of yielding, it is intended to • 
shell with vigor, so os to command tho 
whole southern part of the city.

The sacking of public buildings by a mob 
of men and women continues. Several at­
tractive city churches have been pillaged 
and desecrated.

Paris has cut off all communication with 
the outer world. No messages or messen­
ger can leave without a pas* signed by Gen­
eral Dombr^wski. •

The Echo of Cologne says: French pris­
oners are leaving Germany for home at the 
rate of 1000 per day.
