QUALIFICATIONS OF LAWYERS.
Our Democratic neighbors, who can

Court. There was no need for such ex-
citement. Our Supreme Court, composed
of good Republicans, admits or rejects
candidates according to statute and the
rules, and not according to color; and
two years ago admitted as a member of
the bar a colored ltwyer from Ohio, uppn,
motion, his application having been made
in due form.

Third,
members of the bar from another State,
certified to be such by the highest court
of that State.

DEATHE OF A VETERAN.

We regret to learn, from the Canton
(Ohio) Repository and Republican, that the
editor of that journal, Mr. John Saxton,
died on thesixteenth insjant. At thetime
of his death there did not exist through-
out the country, in the community of the
public press, a man more remarkable than
Mr. Saxton for the long, continuous, and
successful career as publisher and editor.
Mr. Saxton was born in Huntingdon,
Pennsylvania, in the year 1792. He was
the eldest of 8 large family, of which a
younger brother, Joshua, is now editor of
the Urbana (Ohio) Citizen and Gazette.

In April, 1815, Mr. Saxton started the
Ohio Repository, now known as epogi-
fory and Republican, which paper he con-
ducted most succeasfully for the long pe-
#iod of fifty-five years. His journal, like
the State wherein it flourished, was a
thing of healthy onward growth, and the
success of its publisher was, undoubtedly,
owing to his unwavering consistency in
all respects, political, social and religious.
