EXECUTION ON THE THIRTEENTH OF MAY

PLACE, AT THE PARISH PRISON

Governor Warmoth has issued the death
warrant of Martin Worm, sentenced to

death for murder, and Vincent Bayonne,
aline Saragodas, and Pedro Abreil, sen-

tenced to death for the same offense.
Martin Worm killed Mathias Fisher, July
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6, 1870, and was convicted on the ni h
of August following, and eentenced to death
on the eighteenth of October last.

Vinccnf' Bayonune, alias Saragodas, and

Pedro Abreil were indicted for the murder
of one Ambrosia, whose first name was un-
known, on the eighth day of May, 1869,
and tried in March, 180, when the jury
rendered a verdict of guilty. A new trial

was asked for and refused. They were sen-
teneed to death by hanging on the fifteenth

of October, 1870. An appeal was taken to

the Supreme Court, where the judgment of
the First Distriet Court was afiirmed.
The following is the form of the death

warrant, that in both cases being similar:
Brave or LOUISIANA,
Rxecutive Departwent, }
New Orleans, April 29, 1471,
To the Criminal Sheriff of the parish of Orleans :

Whereas, Vincent Bayonne, alias Sarago-
das, and Pedro Abriel were tried and con-
victed before the First District Court for
the parish of Orleans of the crime of murder
of one Ambrosia, whose first name is-un-
known, and sentenced by the judge of said
court, each to suffer death, this punishment
to be inflicted by banging them, the said
Vinocent Bayottne, alias Saragodas, and Pe-
dro Abriel, by the neck until they be dead,
and the sentence to be executed Ly the
Sheriff of this parish, within the four walls
of the Parish Prison, on such day and at
such hour as the Governor of the State, in
his warrant, shall direct.

Now, therefore, in pursnance of the ser
tence of the court and the law, in such case
made and Provided, Saturday, the thirteenth
day of May, A. D. 1871, between the hours
of ten A. M. and 12 M., is hereby designated
as the day and hour om which the sentence
of the court shall be executed upon the said
Vincent Bayonne, alias Saragodas, and Pe-
dro Abriel, and of this you will take due
notice and govern yourself aceordingly.

States the ninety-fifth.
