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mined to push a heavy force of picked in­
fantry to take the crowning eminences and 
be iidiply sufficient to maintain itself, and 
also, if necessary, to sweep the hills by en­
filade supported at proper place by columns 
in direct attack. The infantry was to bo 
supported by formidable field artillery, 
cavalry and the siege batteries on the east 
side of the river winch could easily throw 
their enormous shells across the valley and 
upon the hills beyond. The conception of 
plan was admirable—it only remained for 
tlio various commanders to promptly and 
cordially support their chief, and purnside 
would have ranked as a military success. 
To the first grand division was assigned the 
honorable position of scaling the heights 
south of the city, takiug and holding the 
road and rolling up the rebel army, to the 
right and left, to be caught again and aga'n 
by the advancing columns.

To General Franklin was assigned the op 
pertiinity to win a great name. To him 
was intrusted 45,600 infantry, numerous 
batteries, aid a strong force of cavalry.

F a c ts  R egard in g  G en eral Burnside and 
the (B attle o f  F red er ick sb u rg .

The following article from the Chicago 
Evening Journal will be especially inter­
esting to those who remember that General 
Franklin handled the troops under the com­
mand of General Banks at the time of the 
Mansfield disaster in tho Red river cam­
paign:

E l g i n , Illinois, April 20, 1871.
In reading the Journal of the eighteenth 

instant, the iollowing paragraph in your 
New York letter attracted my attention:

The latter [General Burnside] placed a 
high estimatiou upon the misguided officer 
[the rebel General Hill]. Upon several oc­
casions during the war they confronted 
each other in battle, and had opportunities 
of extending civilities and kindnesses to 
the staff officers of each othei taken prison­
ers. At Fredericksburg, Hill mainly con­
tributed to Burnside’s defeat. The country 
has, however, never known how near the 
latter came to crushing Lee's army upon 
that occasion. Your correspondent, who 
was present at the battle, received unques­
tionable proofs that had the movement ot 
tho Pennsylvania reserves, upon Lee’s right 
wing, been supported by the sixth corps 
(which was not called into action—not 
through its own fault), the captured road 
leading to Richmond would have been held, 
Lee's line of retreat south would have been 
•cutoff, and he would have been crushed be­
tween the upper and nether millstones. 
General Lee took this view of the ease, and 
in a conversation held before his death with 
a certain colonel, whose name I withhold, 
the confederate chieftain said that Burnside 
came the nearest of all the Federal gener­
als, before Grant, to destroying his army.

1 have watched public utterances, army 
sketches, and military histories, since the 
day of that famous battle, to see the opin­
ions formed of it, confident that some one 
in poring over the facts would make just 
the statement above quoted, and the fame 
of one of our best officers be cleared of a 
cloud which rested upon it.

No battle of the war was so severely eriti-. 
cised as was Burnside's first attack upon 
Fredericksburg. Because the general in 
command preferred to submit in quiet to 
the anathemas hurled upon him by scrib­
blers, backed as they were by the jealous 
animadversions of weak-minded ‘jumped” 
officers, it has been assumed that he was 
guilty of a gross blunder. Burnside was 
accused of willfully and ignorantly throw­
ing away the lives of French’s and Howard’s 
divisions upon the impregnable heights be­
hind the city. We have read liow 
iron-hearted* Sumner wept as lie saw 
liis| brave corps dash upon hills 
bristling with artillery and rifles; how he 
cursed Burnside, etc., and how the troops 
murmured at their commander lor his heed­
less reck of life—to all of which the writer 
takes exceptions, and will state his reasons 
therefor. Amid all this clamor, Burnside 
wisely held liis peace, supported by the 
consciousness that some day the facts would 
be more fully known, and liis course of ac­
tion and plan of battle amply justified—and 
it will be.

Permit me to go back a little in time. By 
order of Mr. Lincoln, General McClellan 
was superseded in the command of the 
Potomac army bv General Burnside. The 
army was then lying at and near Warren- 
ton—(tie sixth corps, to which the writer 
belonged, being at New Baltimore, a squalid 
Virginia four-corners. Despite General 
McClellan’s evident unfitness as â i offen­
sive commander, he was a favorite with the 
troops, and the terrible blunder of Autietaui 
had not entirely torn the glamor from 
“Little Mao.”

At the time of his removal it w as vaguely 
hinted that a big mutiny was brewing—that 
it was barely possible the army would not 
move under the new commander; that the 
gallant heroism that won the stone bridge 
at AjHietam would never lead that army, 
lldterver, all passed oft quietly. The two 
generals reviewed the troops together, aud 
General Burnside took command.

As the army slowly moved southward he 
perfected his plans of organization, and 
when we arrived in front of Fredericksburg 
the army was divided into three grand di­
visions, named the first, the second, and the 
third grand division.

The first division was composed of the 
first and sixth corps, commanded by General 
William B. Franklin; General W. F. .Smith 
commanding the sixth corps.

beautiful plain and took position—tile sixth 
corps iu advance; the first in position to 
move either way, as the fortunes of the con­
flict might determine the necessity. Not a 
man iu that splendid host seemed to doubt 
the result of the dawning battle. As the. 
splendid lines stretched out and moved 
slowly forward over the space between the 
river and hills, every heart hounded with 
pride. The rebels looked from their hiding 
places and hills aud knew that a day of 
judgment was before them. Staff officers 
and couriers dashed along tlie brow of the 
bill, aud there is no doubt, as your cor­
respondent says, General Lee said that the 
anxiety of that day was great with lijm, 
aud that General liurnside had found out 
the weak point of the foe.

Soon the sixth corps halted. I a a few
moments the Pennsylvania reserve division. 
4500 strong, stepped' forward, aud then it 
was understood that to this battle-tried 
body was given the dangerous and glorious 
duty of the forlorn hope. Slowly they 
pushed forward, and soon the dropping 
skirmish fire began, followed by the occa­
sional discharge from a battery on either 
side. Rebel guns soon began to point to 
them from left to right. Union batteries 
took position and answered.'and then the 
long roll of battle commenced. Steadily 
the forlorn hope pushed on and up, farther 
and farther from their supports—driving 
the enemy up the hill, upon the hill, and 
over the hill. Then for succor and victory 
won. As they looked down from their 
liard-won positions they seo 40,000 infantry 
resting on their arms. Not a man of that 
host in motion. A mile between them and 
friends; they surrounded in front and flank 
by thousands, who, seeing that no support 
advances, hasten to attaok the daring few 
who have driven tho sword to their 
very vitals. Their general sends back for 
reinforcements, with word that he has 
won and can hold the road for
an hour. General Franklin, lolling under a 
tree, surrounded by his staff and enjoying 
his lunch, hears the report of the aid, takes 
out his watch, and says: “It is three o’clock, 
and too late—let the reserves fall back from 
the hill." And down they came—wliat there 
was left, for over half had fallen—and the 
battle was lost. The faces of 40,000 men 
burned with shame as they saw that hard- 
pressed band come slowly back, broken­
hearted, and sore with thoughts ot the vaiu 
sacrifices they had made. The rebels had 
been saved, not by their own prowess. When 
a full history of t he action of General Frank­
lin upon that occasion is written, the reports 
will show that he, for jealousy, deliberately 
sacrificed a thousand men aud lost a battle. 
Rather than see General Burnside, who had 
been placed over him, win a laurel, he im­
perilled a cause he had sworn to defend— 
and more. For General Lee, with the quick 
eye of a practiced soldier, made prepara­
tions to follow up the advantage which this 
criminal blunder had given him, and was 
soon ready to descend the hills and drive 
Frauklin back upon the river, aud away 
from his pontoons.

It was then the rapid and b l o o d y  charges, 
against almost impregnable positions, by 
the divisions of French and Howard upon 
the center and left of Lee, prevented him 
from concentrating upon Franklin. To 
avert such a possible danger, a part of tho 
second grand division had been thrown into 
the city in the morning, and also to he 
ready, iu case Lee’s army was broken, to 
advance, supported by the whole army, 
and complete the work of destruction.

As General Burnside from a.commanding 
eminence saw bis plan so wickedly thwarted 
by the actions of Franklin’s command— 
acting under Franklin’s order—lie turned 
away aud said, “God only knows liow near 
we came to a crowniug victory!” That 
night the whole army recrossed the river 
and went into camp once more.

General Burnside issued, in a few days, a 
peremptory order relieving Generals Frank­
lin, Smith, and John Cochrane from coui- 
niand in tlie army. The order was couched 
in plain terms, also. The general informed 
Mr. Lincoln that no officer could succeed 
while they retained their commands.

Powerful influences were set to work, and 
General Burnside was forced to suspend his 
order; but that Mr. Lincoln believed him to 
ljp right is proven by the order issued about 
one mouth afterward by tlie President, 
which did relieve Franklin—and n o t  at his 
own request.

It will bo remembered that neither 
Hooker, Meade, nor Giant ever intrusted 
him with a command, and had he served 
in the armies of the first Napoleon a drum­
head courtmartial would, on the day follow­
ing such a treacherous action as be com­
mitted on that battle day. have brought 
liis military career to a just aud sudden 
end.

1 am glad to see that “Napanocli” lias, 
turned up that item, and if lie will search 
tlie history of the battle of Antietam lie will 
find still more praise for Burnside, who was 
always a soldier, faithful and true to 
his country, and his uauie will become 
brighter as years roll on.

ONE OF THE SIXTH CORPS.

The army took up quarters, facing Lee’s 
iorccs, and prepared for battle. Owing to 
the halt at Warrenton, and the confusion 
attending the change of commanders— 
Burnside being obliged to find liis army 
and get them xvell iu hand—Lee liad en­
camped upon the heights behind the town 
aud thrown up entrenchments, which were 
formidable indeed, and with a river between 
the forces he felt secure. The city of Fred­
ericksburg is situated in a natural amphi­
theatre.- Just above, perhaps a half mile, 
the Rappahannock crowds through hills. 
These hills recede from the river on the side 
of the city for nearly two miles, at which 
point they are about one mile from the 
river, when they bend once more shat ply to 
the east, and, at the distance of a mile or so, 
once more appronch the stream. Upon 
tho east side there is not so much ot 
a plateau. The hills upon the west, 
around the whole plateau, were occupied 
with lice’s troops, forming a great semi­
circle ot armed men, with the accompani­
ment at every available point of frowning 
batteries. It was known to General Burn­
side that juste over the brow of these bills 
was tlie road to Richmond, upon which Lee 
depended. The General knew that if he 
could once secure the command of this road 
he could destroy the rebel army, as striking 
the road at a given point would cut tho 
“snake”—as Mr. Lincoln called it—iu two. 
To accomplish this it Would be necessary to 
fight. To do this fighting Burnside made 
ample preparations.

Nome distance south of the city the hills 
made a regular and gradual slope to the 
plain. Up this natural way it was deter-

Mr. Carpenter, of Philadelphia, contractor 
for printing the adhesive stamps, general 
and proprietary, has submitted to the Reve­
nue Bureau models of the internal revenue 
stamps, general stamps of one, two, three, 
four, five, six, ten, fifteen and twenty; and 
proprietary stamps one, two, three, four, 
five, six and ten, altogether sixteen in num­
ber, and embracing all the denominations 
of the above classes. The object of the 
contractor lias been to make every stamp, 
of both general’ and proprietary classes, 
distinct and individual in itself, while each 
class shall have a general similarity of plan. 
No one stamp of the series can be counter­
feited, and the counterfeit made to answer 
for any other denomination of the same or 
another class by simply changing the let­
tering or figure ot valuation. The present 
stamps do not have this protection. The 
stamps ot larger denominations aro nearly 
readj’ for the commissioner, the intention 
beiug to have the new stamps ready for 
delivery by the first of* July.

One hundred and fifty of the employes 
in the National Eugraving and Printing 
Bureau of the Treasury Department re­
ceived notice that their services would not 
be required after May 1. These dismissals 

• are made in consequence of tlie decrease of 
work, and include some of the first printers 
employed in this branch of the government- 
service. Twenty-five of the discharged 
plate printers will be employed by the New 
York hank note companies. Besides the 
employes who have been discharged from 
the printing bureau of the treasury, three 
or four hundred will be dismissed from the 
treasury and the register’s office during 
the month of May.
